Of this large work the
types were picked np and set, the piges
stereoiyped and printed, and copies of the
first edition of ten thousand eopies were in
the hands of the publishers, bound, within
fifty working hours from the commencement
of the work. Such speed should astonish
ihe London publishers, When their edition
wad already stereotyped, and 20,000 eopies

and 56,000 subseribers presented themselves.
The publishers asked a delay of one month
to prepare the additional 16,000 copies.

COMMERCIAL.

(From the New-Orleans Crescent.)
Saturday Morning, March 8, 1856,
A fair amount of business has been done in our
Cotlon market during the past week, though the de-
mand and prices have been irregular, baving depended
to & considerable extent upon the character of the
European advices. Bugar and Molasses have been in
good regnest at Iimproved rates. The supplies of
Weetern Produce were nearly exhausted in the early
part of the week, and little was done exeept in n re-
tail way, but some boats have since arrived from the
(hio viver, and with wany more on the way down,
the business i3 opening with a fair degree of activity.
COTTON,—Weleft the Cotton market at the close
of our last weekly report with an excited and anset-
tled appearance, cansed by the Americi's ‘secour
which ‘were reported in the streeta late ou Priday
afiernoon, the sales of that day running up to 18,000
bales, Buyers came forward very fieely on Saturday,
aud although factors generally were asking very full
prices, about 12,600 bales changed hands during the
day, mostly at an advance of a § ¢ on the rates
ewrrent prior to the receipt of the America’s news,

mérket. On Monday the demand was renewed with
mmch spirit, and resulted in sales of fully 19,000 bales,
with more steadinesa in rates.  The supply waa rather
light on Tuesday, and facters were asking full prices,
but with » good inquiry about 9000 bales were sold
during the day. On Wednesday moroing we pub-
lished a buief dispatch of the Baltic's avcounts, the
tenor of which did not seem to meet the general ex-
peetation, and enly about 5000 bales ehanged hands
ap irregular prices without any guotable alteragion,
On Thursday there was a better inguiry, and tha
market having seitled down to a declive of $ a } e
from the ratea current prior to the receipt of the
Baltic’s news, some 10,500 bales were dizposed of.
