ASSAULT ON JUDGE ROBERTSON.
As Judge Robertson was on his way to his Court-

room yesterday morning, about 10 o'clock, he was
accosted at the lower corner of Chartres and Tou-
louse streets, by Mr. Daunoy, who tendered him
his hand in an apparently friendly manner, and said
that he wished to see him and talk with him about
a certain matter; the Judge turned into Toulouse
street, and remarked to Daunoy that he wished also
to talk with him about the occurrences which had
taken place on Wednesday, in Court, and went on
to say that he was astonished pt Daunoy's conduct
on that occasion ; by this time the parties had got
some forty steps into Toulouse street, and nothing
in Daunoy's manner had induced the Judge to sus-
pect what was coming; indeed, he was thrown
wholly off his guard. Suddenly Mr. Daunoy turned
to him and said: " I 

wish you to make an apology
for what you did yesterday: in Court." Judge
Robertson replied: "You have mistaken me if you
expect to get me to make any apology for my ofti-
cial conduct." Whereupon hewas instantly struck
several times, and with greatjapidity, by Daunoy,
over the head and shoulders, with a heavily loaded
cane; being encumbered with chket of papers
under one arm and an umbrel hand of the
other, Judge Robertson could ntly defend
himself, but he succeeded at l etting out a
revolver, with which he had, owing to a series of
hostile demonstrations from persons in or about his
Court-room, found it prudent to provide himself,
and raised it so as to cover his assailant; at this
moment, and while Daunoy was still pouring down
his blows upon him, the Judge felt himself seized
by the back of the neck, and also by his hand in
which he held the revolver; his head was forced
down and his pistol violently wrenched from his
grasp. At this juncture one of Mr. Bell's Deputies,
who chanced to be passing by, came to the Judge's
rescue. and the assailant and his accomplices de-

fectly unaccountable than the rise and progress of
Know-Nothngism in the United States. When our
ancestors came first, some of them were Catholics,
flying from the persecutions of Protestants, some
Protestants, flying from the persecutions of Catholimc
and at most all were men who for conscience sake
had left the land of their children to conquer peaceI and quiet from a wild and foreign country and a
savage foe.

of these men formed the government under which
they intended to live, they were universally animated
by two great principles; one, that every man should
worship his own God in his own way, without ques-
tion from any other man; the other, that all new
comwers were their brothers and aidsin their struggle
with the unulitivsted soil ind its savage and cruel
occupants.

How comes it that within less than three-fourths
of a century after these principles were consecrated
in the constitution of our government as in the hearts
of our people, a party arises and seems for a while
to flotrish,. whose two cardinal principles are the
proscription of every new comer and of every one
who differs from themselves in religious belief? Two
principles, the logical result of one of which is the
renewal of Massachusetts witch-burning and Quaker
hanging, and of the other the handing over of our
government to the descendants of those savages who
scalped our fathers and tomahawked our mothers.

It is certainly strange, but not wholly inexplicable.
On a closer scrutiny, it turns oat that the -party is
really not a solid, homogenous mass, but a coalition
-that these two principles are respectively the opin-
ions of two very different sets of people, and are the
results of two very different causes. They are, per-
haps, occasionally interlocked; a Know-Nothing in-
habiting a city is sometimes a hater of Catholics, and
a Know-Nothing of the country is sometimes a hater
of foreigners. But these are the exceptions. As a
general rule, the rustic enthusiast who has no amuse-
ment except his meeting house, on Sunday; no asso-
ciate, except his equally intelligent neighbor; and no
idea of a Supreme Being, except that inculcated by
a Parson but little above his own level, is of necessity
a persecutor in religion. He takes his own narrow
notions as absolute truth, and regards all who differ
with him, as derserving the severest suffering here
and hereafter; and if he gets the chance, he infallibly
unites with those who come nearest his ideas to wage
war on those who differ with both. Such is the man
who makes the bone and sinew of the Know-Nothing
party in the country districts; careles of the place
of birth of a man, so he hates, or professes to hate,
the Pope. Few Irishmen ever cross his path with
their noisy ignorance, and no German undersells him
in labor or business; but his parson says, "Hate
Catholics;" and he hates them. On the other hand,
when a city laborer or shop-keeper finds himself met
at every turn by a competition coming from foreigners,
his eyes are opened to the fact that his interests are
suffering by their presence, and he easily believes
that anything which will discourage their coming will
benefit the country-he is quite sure it will benefit
him--and cries out that Americans shall rule America.him-and cries out that Americans shall rule America.ta The fact that a majority of the foreigners are also
i Catholics, gives an accidental appearance of unanimity
ap to the party which disappears whenever a question

Relative to the State and Parilh Taxes, in and for

the Parish of St. Landry.
SECTION 1. Be it enacted bythe Snet and House of

Rcpresentatives of the State of Louasiuaaa, in general
assembly convened. That the Police Jury of the
Parish of St. Landry, be and they are hereby au.
thoriz2d yearly to designate one or more places and
ix two days in each Police Jury Ward of said Pa-
rish, at which places and on which days, from 10
o'clock, A. M., to 3 o'clock, P. M., the collectorstof the State and Parish Taxes, in and for said Parish,
or their deputies, shall be bound to attend for the
purpose of receiving taxes, after he shall have pre-
viously given, not less than thirty days notice there.
of by posting up a notice at some conspicuous place
in each of the aforesaid Police Jury Wards and
publishing the same in one of tle newspapers of the
Parish, if there be one publishe'ictheir.

SEcTIoN 2. Be it farther enacted, 4. That from
and after the last day of attendance in the aforesaid
Wards, as above stated, it shall be and is herel'Y
made the duty of the collectors aforesaid or his dep.
uties to attend at the Court House of said Parish,
during thirty days (Sundays exclusive) for the pur-
pose of receiving the payment of State Taxes, at
the expiration of which time, he shall have full
power and authority to seize and sell, without any
further demand, the property of all, or any, who at
that time shall not have paid their taxes, after ten
days advertisement, by posting up the usual adver-
tisements, at the Court House door of said Parish,
in all cases, except on application in writing from
the delinquent party, requiring publication in a
newspaper, in which case said advertisements shall
be made in a newspaper, printed and published in
the Parish, during ten days as aforesaid.

SECTION 3. Be it further enacted, 4c. That the
collectors aforesaid shall possess and exercise the
right and authority vested in the Police Jury, by
virtue of the first section of this act, during the
present year, and whenever the aforesaid Police
shall fail to carry the same into effect.

SECTION 4. Be it further enacted, 4tc. That the
said collectors shall be entitled toreceive the same
fees and compensations to make the seizures and
sales under this act, as they are now entitled to for
making seizures and sales by virtue of a writ of a
fieri facias, or execution in all other cases.

SECTION 5. Be it further enected, 4c. That all
laws or parts of laws contrary to the provisions of
this act, be and the same are hereby repealed, end
that the same shall take effect from and after its s
passage.

HORRIBLE MtraDEn.--The Harrisonburg
(Catahoula) Independent has the following :

On Wednesday, the 12th inst., a most atro-
cious murder was committed in the Parish of
Franklin, in this State, by a wretch named
Banger, who killed his wife under circum-
stances truly revolting. It appears that the
unfortunate wife of this monster, unable to
bear his abuse and ill-treatment, had left
home a day or two before the fatal occur-
rence and sought refuge in the house of Winm.
A. Thomas, Esq., a few miles distant. On
the day mentioned, Banger, armed with a
large knife, went to Mr. Thomas's in his ab-
sence and ordered Mrs. Banger to retarn
home, seizing her at the same time in a rough
and brute-like manner and forcing her along.
Finding that she resisted his brutality, he
drew his knife and stabbed her several times
one of the wounds penetrated the abdomen.
She survived a short time. The atrocity of
the act is heightened from the fact that the
victim was in an advanced state pregnancy.
On completing the hellish deed Banger fled,
making his way into Arkansas in the direction
of Camden. Riding a fleet and powerful
horse, he made rapid progress in his effotts
to leave far behind him the scene of his guilt.
The sheriffof Franklin, however, with a posse
of picked men, went in pursuit, the murderer
having abouttwenty-four hourathe start. The
pursuers, with the energy and keenness.of
blood-hounds, got upon his trail; tracked his
horse continually, from some peculiarity in
one of the hoofs of the animal, and after a pur-
suit of three days and nights overtook and
arrested him. They arrivedat Winnaborough
with their prisoner on Wednesday last, amid
shouts of applause. The Distract Court of
Franklin is in session, and we learn that Bun-
ger's case will be taken up at this term.
