I KINc OFr ALGEnIA.-France and Eng-
ta are supposed to be in a blase of excite-

eant. Parisis transformed intoan Elysium
of .- tra parancies and illuminations, blue
lihts, grimaces and bouquet.e--the very
i 1ded of a French paradise; anid London-
after 'ritich fashion-stupidly and solemnly
wags its head and determines to be gratified
and enthusiastic without well knowing why.

For several days the French and English
papers have been crowded ad nauseam with
details of the last hours of a young woman's
pregnicey, and her final safe delivery of a
male child-details too disgusting to be read
in presence of our daughters or sisters. The
French journals publish elaborate accounts,
prepared by the Government authorities, of
the minutest events both of natural necessity
and artificial pomp, which attended the birth,
and the English reproduce them as far as
they are able to understand them, with ad-
ditions and improvements-with awful al-
lusions to "august personages," "this aus-
picious event," "the Imperial infant,' and in
short with all the spirit and language of Jeames
Yellowplush. Both gravely record how states-
men and rulers were kept in waiting during
the expectation and progress of this child-
birth, and how the supposed legislators of a
nation remained in permanent session during
its occurrence. They detail-without a grin
that the baby is to receive immediately the
cordon of the Legion of Honor; that is, a
solemn official certificate of meritorious ser-
vices to the country, and is to be King of
Algeria; that is, the chief administrative
officer of a foreign half conquered country.
They speak of him as heir to the throne of
France ; and we have noticed but one of them
which insinuates a doubt that such is his
destined position, and that one conveys the
idea with a mealiness of mouth and velvety
softness of touch worthy of Pecksniff or
Polonius. The cause of all this fuss and
flummery made over this baby more than
over the hundred or two others borne in
France on the same day is, that this one is
the son of Louis Napolean and Eugenie his
wife. His birth is supposed to secure a peace-
ful descent of the imperial crown and to
guanantee the quiet of the French nation.

The absurdity of this supposition is so re-
markable that it is scarcely possible to believe
in the sincerity of any reflecting man who
advances it. There are two sets of ideas
prevalent in Europe in regard to government,
each perfectly ccnsistenut with itself, and
directly contradictory to the other. The one
is that the right to be King is the inheritance
of a certain family, and of certain individuals
of that family, of which no earthly power can
deprive them; the other is, that the nation
has a right to select its own King (to be call-
ed Emperor or President), and that no
earthly power can rightly question its selec-
tion. Louis Napoleon can only claim to be
Emperor by the will of the French nation;
for if the first principle is acknowledged, the
Count of Chambord is now King of France.
With what farce then can he claim that his
child is entitled to succeed him by right of
inheritance. H-is own oveupation of the
throne is at standing denial of the principle
of hereditary right; how, in this age of logic,
when, as Kossuth said, "bayonets think,' can
he assert that principle for the benefit of his
son ?-how can this child c'aim his seat,
except by first denying this principle, to ex-
clude the Bourbons, and then asserting it in
the same breath to exclude the right of the
nation to elect its own sovereign ?

It was once the fashion to consider Louis
Napoleon a sueoessful thimble-rigger; it is
now the fasMhio'to consider him a great states-
man; he can combine the two qualities in
about equal proportions by getting up an
election of this baby as his successor in the
same manner he got up his own as Emperor.
Such an election would be perfectly farcical
as an expression of the opinion of the nation,
and perfectly logical as an assertion of the
professed principle of the present dynasty.
Meanwhile who can find words to express the
transcendent falsehood implied in making
this little stranger the hereditary successor
to an elective monarchy, the benefactor of
his country before he was born, and at the
moment of his birth the king of a half savage
country, where no king can rule except by
main force..

Great Battle at Rivas.-Defeat of the Uosta Rieans.
-Capture of the City.-600 Costa Ricans killed.
-Thirty A;mericans killed.

A Charleston despatch, dated April 28th, to the
Mobile Advertiser, furnishes the following important
intelligence :

The steamship Isabel, from Havasaand Key West,
has arrived, bringing Nicaragua papers to the 14th.
It is rtated that Walker won a great battle at Rivas
on the 7th : that he captured the city, killing 600
Costa Ricans. Thirty Americans are reported to
have been killed In the engagement.

Mr. Wheeler, United States Minister at Central
America, has addressed a letter to President Mors,
of Costa Rica, relative to shooting American citizens,
and protesting against the conduct of Mora in order-
ing the expu!alon of Americans firom Costa Rica.

SENATOR JONES, OF TENNESSEE.-ThiS
geuntleman made a speech at the festival of the
Slash Cottage, in Virginia, in honor of the
birth day of Henry Clay on Saturday last.
lie embraced the occasion to define his
political position thus:

I am no aspirant for high favors or for
political place or honor. Thank God, I am
in a position to expect nothing. I hope for
nothing; I look for nothing. I am, in com-
mon parlance, an outsider. I do not belong
to the Democratic party, thank God ! (Laugh-
ter ) I do not belong to the so-called American
party, and I thank God for that. (Continued
laughter ) I belong to the Henry Clay party.
I have never veered to the right hand nor to
the left. I love the memory of Henry Clay;
but I never worshipped any false Gods. I
stand now, Mr. President, where I have ever
stood, and where I mean to stand as long as
I shall stand at all. I am rn old fashioned,
old school Henry Clay, Heaven-descended
and consecrated Whig." (Great laughter.)

He wound up his speech by a touching
tribute to him "whose last sleep no thunders
can now disturb."

COIMMERCIAL.

(From the New' Orleans True Delta.)

Friday Evening, April 25, 1866.

COTTON.-We stated in our last weekly review
that prices had exhibited a steady upward tendency,
resulting in a further improvement of a 4c. There
was no material change on Saturday, but on Monday,
under the influence of the favorable accounts by the
Africa, factors became still more stringent in their
pretensions, and succeeded in establishing an addi-
tional advance of 4c. There has been but little change
since, excepting a slight falling off in prices yesterday
morning, which was subsequently recovered, on the
publication of the Amabia'saccounts, which appeared
in our evening edition yesterday. Owing to the fa-
vorable tenor of these accounts, factors have been
more stringent in the pretensions, but to-day, business
has been at about previous rates. The sales comprise
3500 bales on Saturday, 9000 on Monday, 3500 on
Tuesday, 1250 on Wednesday, 8500 yesterday, and
5000 to-day, making a total of 80,760 bales, taken
partly on speculation, but principally for Great Brit-
ain, but with a fair proportion for France, Spain, the
Continent and North.

The week's receipts comprise 23,257 bales against
37,834 during the corresponding period last year.
The receipts proper, exclusive of those from Mobile,
&c., by sea, amount to 1,571,682 bales against 1,062,-
734 to the same period last year, showing an increase
of 508,898 bales. The receipts at all the receiving
ports up to the latest dates, amount to 8,154,612
bales against 2,242,803 last year, showing and in-
crease of 912,309 bales. We now quote as follows:

MOLASSES.-Wlth an improved demand and only
moderate supplies, the market has exhibited a ceou-
tinued upward tendency throughout the week, result-
ing in an advance of 2 a Se per gallon.

The weekts sales comprise 4000 bb, 2000 of which
have been disposed of during the past three days.

FLOUR.-Under the influence of moderate receipts
and a fair demand, prices have ruled more in favor of
holders, the sales up to last evening comprising nearly
11,000 bble, at $6 124 a $6 60 for Superfine O.ia
Illinois and St. Louis. To-day the transactions em-
