Reagal T•ta we iterate with repntwd Iber of
purpose, the well considered declarations of former
Conventions upon the sectional issue of .Domestic
Slavery, and coacerning the reserved rightsaof the

1. That Congress has no power under the Consti-
tution, to inter fere with or control the domestic in-
stitutions of the several States, and that such States
are the sole and proper judges of everything apper-
tainng to their own affairs, not prohibiled by the
Constitution; that all efforts of the Abolitionists or
othdrs, made to induce Congress to interfere with
questions of slavery, or to take incipient steps in re-
lation thereto, are calculated to lead to the most
alarming and dangerous consequences; and that all
such efforts have an inevitable tendency to diminish
the happiness of the people, and endanger the sta-
bility and permanency of the Union, and ought not
to be countenanced by any friend of our political
insututionas.

2. That the foregoing proposition covers, and was
intended to embrace the whole subject of slavery
agitation in Congress; and therefore the Democratic
party of the Union, standing on this national platform,
will abide by and adhere to a faithful execution of
the acts known as the Compromise Measures, settled
by the Congress of 1850; "the act for reclaiming
fugitives from service or labor," included; which act
being designed to carry out an express provision of
the Constitution, cannot, with fidelity thereto, be re-
pealed, or so changed as to destroy or impair its
efficiency.

3.. That the Democratic party will resist all attempts
at renewing, in Congress or out of it, the agitation of
the slavery question, under whatever shape or colorr
the attempt may be made.

4. That the Demoeratie party will faithfully abide
by and uphold the principles laid down in the Ken-
tucky and Virginia resolutions of 1798, and in the
report of Mr. Madison to the Virginia Legislature, in
1799; that it adopts those principles as constituting
one-of the main foundations of its political creed, and
is resolved to carry them out in their obvious mean-
lug and import.

GentJmes, •• thgWm toacknwledge the
receipt of your cMatunicatioft of the 13th instant,
informing me officially of my nomination by the
Democratic National Convention, recently held at
Cincinnati. as the Democratic candidate for the
Laiceo_,Psmaideat. the ainid States. I shall
not attempt to express the grateful feelings which
I entertain towards my Democratic fellow-citizens
for having deemed me gorthy of this-the highest 1
political homoeon eath-alt ioaerbuch.asthe peo-
ple of no other country have the power to bestow.
Deeply sensible of the vast and varied responsibil-

eit atteere t thestatiesseepreelstt the presena
crisis in our affairs, I have carefully refrained from
seeking the nomitatioa,either by Wved or by deed.
Now that it has been offered by the Democratic
party, I accept it with di~idence in ny own abili-
ties, but With art humble trust, that in the event of
my election, I may be ed(bted to discharge my
duty in such a manner as to allay domestic strife?
preserve peace and friendship with foreign nations
and promote the best interests of the Republic.

In accepting the nomination, I need scarcely say
that I accept in the same spirit the resolutions con-
stituting the platform of principles erected by the
Convention. To this platform I intend to confine
myself throughout the canvass, believingthat I have
no right, as the candidate of the Democratic party,
by answering interrogatories, to present new and
dlifferent issues before the people.

It will not be expected that in this answer, I
should specially refer to the subject of each of the
resolutions; and I shall therefore confine myself to
the two topics now most prominently before the
people.

And, in the first place, I cordially concur in the
sentiments expressed by the Convention on the
subject of civil and religious liberty. No party
founded on religious or political intolerance towards
one class of American citizens, whether born in our
own or in a foreign land, can long continue to exist
in this country. We are all equal before God and
the Constitution; and the dark spirit of despotism
and bigotry which would create odious distinctions
among our fellow-citizens, will be speedily rebuked
by a free and enlightened public opinion.

The agitation on thd question of domestic slavery
has too long distracted and divided the people of
this Union, and alienated their affections from each
other. This agitation has assumed many forums
since its commencement, but it now seems to be
directed chiedy to the Territories; and, judging
from its present character, I think we may safely
anticipate that it is rapidly approaching a "finlity."
The recent legislation of Congeess resp~eting Lo-
mestic slavery, derived as it has been fromthe ori-
ginal and pure fountain of legitimate pelitioslpnW
er the will of the majority, promises ere long to
allay the dangerous excitement. This legislation
is founded upon principles as ancient as free govern.
ment itself, and in accordance with them has simply
declared that the people of a Territory, like those
ofa State, shall decide for themselves whether
slavery shall or shall not exist within their limits.

The Nebraska-Kar.sas act does no more than give
the force of law to this elementary principle of self-
government; declaring it to be "the true intent
and meaning of this act notto legislate slavery into
any Territory or State, nor to exclude it therefrom;
but to leave the people thereof perfectly free to
form and regulate their domestic institutions in
their own way, subject only to the Constitution of
the United States.

'  
This principle will surely not

be controverted by any individual of any party pro-
fessing.devotion to popular Goverament. Besides,
how vain and illnsory would any other principle
prove in practice in regard to the Territories ! This
is apparent from the facet admitted by all, that after

a Territory shall have entered the Union and be-
come a State, no Constitutional power would thenexist which could prevent it from either abolishing
or establishing slavery, as the case may be, accord-
ing to its sovereign will and pleasure.

Most happy would it be for the country if this
long agitation were at an end. During its whole
progress it has produced no practical good to anj
human being, whilst it has been the source of grea
and dangerous evils. It hasalienated and estranges
one portion of the Union from the other, and ha
even seriously threatened its very existence. Ti
my own personal knowledge it has produced thi
impression among foreign nations that our grea
an. ;r~i.us Co;fTderacy is in constant danger o
dissolution. T'hi does us serious injury, brecaut
acknowledged power and stability always com.
mand respect among nations, and are among the
best securities against unjust aggression and in favor
of the maintenance of honorable peace.

May we not hope that it is the mission of the
Democratic party, now the only surviving conser.
vative party of the country, ere long to overthrow
all sectional parties and restore the peace, friend.
ship and mutual confidence which prevailed in the
good old time among the different members of the
Confederacy. Its character is strictly national.
and it therefore asserts no principle for the guidance
of the Federal Government which is not adopted
and sustained by its members in each and every
State. For this reason it is everywhere the same
determined foe of all geographical parties, so much
and so justly dreaded by the Father of his Country.

From its very nature it must continue to exist ai
long as there is a Constitution and a Union to pre-
serve. Aocopviction ofSh esp truths has induced
many of the pimrestathe ablei and most independent
of our foraderopponentswhir o have differedfrom us
in timen gone by upon old and extinct party issues,
to come into our ranks and devote themselves 'ile
us to the cause of the Constitution and the UaRsen
Under these circumstances, I most cheerfully pledge
myself, should the nomination of the Convention
be ratified by the people, that all the power and in-
fluence, constitutionally possessed by the Execu-
tive shall be exerted, rtj afirm but conciliatory
spirit, during the single term I shll remainin oflice,
to restore the same harmony among the sister States
which prevailed before this apple of discord, in
the form of slavery agitation had been east into
their midst. Let the members of the bi
stain from intermeddling with the erx•isi rds-e••
tic concerns of each other, and cordially unite, on
the basis of perfect equalityamong themselves, in
promoting the great national objects of common
interestto all, and the good work will be instanfly
accomphshed. .

In regard to-our foreign policy, to which you
have referred in your communication, it is quite
impossible for any humtn foleknowledge to pre.
scribe positive rules in advance; to regulate the
conduct of a future administration in all the exi-
gencies which may arise in our various and ever-
changing relations with foreign powers. The
Federal Government must of necessity exercise a
sound discretion ia dealing with international ques-
tions as they may occur; but this under the strict
responsibility which the Executive must always
feel to the people of the United States and the
judgment of posterity. You will therefore excuse
me Ipe. not entearig into particulars; while I
heartily cdncur with you in the general sentiment,
that out foreign affairs ought to be conducted with
such wiadom and trmness as to assure the pros.
perity of the people at home, ls e interest
and bonor of our country are tYPl j .l abaibLy
maintained rbroad. Our forign plcy ought ever
to be based upon the principle of doing justice to
all nation,ad equiring justice from them in re-
turn; and from this principle I shall never depart.
tihould 1 be placed i the Executive chair, I

shall use my best exertions to cultivate peace atn tfriendship with all nations, believing is to h
or highet policy as well as our most imperative
duty; bqto•lamg e time, - .shall arver forget
that in case the necessity bhould arise which I do
