on the 29th inst.

The meeting is to be followed by a barbecue, which
we may safely predict will surpass any ever given in
the State, even in Baton Rouge-fully corresponding
with the rich intellectual banquet which will precede
it. Nothing more will be required toadd interest to
this great reunion of Democracy except the presence
of a few thousands of the fairdaughters of Louisiana,
who will not, we feel assured, willingly forego such
an opportunity to hear the most eloquent orators of
the South.

We would suggest to the Committe the early ap-
pointment of committees to collect subscriptions and
to superintend the arrangements necessary for the
occasion. Our friends all over the State will con-
tribute means to ensure the barbecue to be one of

Ma. BREClERaDGv.E's LaTTER OF ACCEPTANCE.
From the Kentucky (Lexington) Statesman we
copy the following teply of Mr. Breckenridge to
the committee appointed to inform (otficially) him
of his nomination:

LzxlseTTo, Ky., June2, 1856.

GCntlcmei:-I have received your letter of the
13th inst., giving me official information of my
nomination by the Democratic National Conven-
tionfor the office of Vice President of the United
States. I feel piofoundly grateful to the Democ-
racy for this distinction, so tar above my merits
and exceptations, and accept the nomination, with
the pledge that if it should result in imposing on
me any public duties, I shall exert whstever
power I possess to discharge them with fidelity.

The Convention wisely selected for the first
place in the Government, an eminent statesman
whose character and public services famish a
guarantee that his admistration will command
confidence at home and respect abroad.

Tlplatform adopted by the Convention has my
cordial approval. I regard it as the only basis on
which the Union can be preserved in its original
spirit. Adopted as it was by the unanimous votes
of the delegates from all the States, it shows that
amidst the distractions of the times there remains
one united and powerful organization, whose com-
mon principles extend over every foot of Territory
covered by the Federal Constitution. After the
recent repeated and deplorable failures of other
parties to presentto the country a national organ-
ization, we4nsy justly congratulate the States uponthe uneanimity which marked the proceedings of
the Democratic Convention--and the patriot may
point to the fact as a pledge of Constitutional
Jaioethat the delegates from Maine and Texas,
romn South Carolina and California, were as thor-
anghly united upon every question of principle, as
those from the neighboring Southern States of
Tennesseeand Kentucky, or those from the neigh-
boring States of Wisconsin and Michigan.

This community of sentiment, this feeling ofbrotherhood, gives hope of perpetual Union. It has
been the happy fortune of the Democratic party,
by adhering to the Constitution, which was made
to protect us all, to avoid the geographical and
mctional issuesagainst which Washingtonolemn-
ly warmed his countryman; and we have every
reaon to believe, that it is yet equal to the high
futy which now devolves on it of preserving the
Constitution and maintaining the rights of every
portion of the Confederacy. If the untosea ele-
sents which troubled it for a time, have sought
congenial associations elsewhere, the loss has beenfiore than supplied by accessions from the lower

f their distinguished chief, to maintain the high
pueit•ip of our country before the world-to pre-
ie ri the equality of every class of citizens--to
protect the perfect liberty of eonsecenee--atl to
secure the peace of the Union, by rendering equal
justice to every part.

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DEMOCRATIC PLATFORM.
Adopted by the Neional Convention, 1856.

The Convention, after reaffirming the Democratic
SPlatform of 1852, lays down the following additional
f declarations of political faith, made necessary by
events occurring since that time:

And Wsaazss, Since the foregoing declaration
was uniformly adopted by our predecessors in Na-
tional Conventions, an adverse political and religious
test has been secretly organized by a party claiming
to be exclusively American, it is proper that the
American Democracy should clearly define its rela-
tions thereto, and declare its determined opposition
to all secret political societies, by whatever name
they may be called.

Resolved, That the foundation of this union of
Stastes having been laid in, and its prosperity, expan-
sion, and pre-eminent example in free government
built upon entire freedom in matters of religious con-
cernment, and no respect of person in regard to rank
or place of birth; no party can justly be deemed na-
tional, constitutional, or in accordantce with Ameri-
can principles, which basesits exclusive organization
upon religious opinions and accidental birth-place.
And hence a political crusade in the nineteenth cen-
tury, and in the United States of America, against
Catholics and foreign-born, is neither justified by the
past history or the future prospects of the country,
nor in unison with the spirit of toleration and enlarged
freedom which peculiarly distinguishes the American
system of popular government.

Resolved, That we iterate with renewed energy of
purpose, the well considered declarations of former
Conventions upon the sectional issue of Domestic
Slavery, and concerning the reserved rights of the
States.-

1. That Congress has no power under the Consti-
tution, to interfere with or control the domestic in-
stitutions of the several States, and that such States
are the sole and proper judges of everything apper-
taining to their own affairs, not prohibited by the
Constitution : that all efforts of the Abolitionists or
others, made to induce Congress to interfere with
questions of slavery, or to take incipient steps in re-
lation thereto, are calculated to lead to the most
alarming and dangerous consequences; and that all
auch efforts have an inevitable tendency to diminish
the happiness of the people, and endanger the sta-
bility anld permanency of the Union, and ought not
to be countenanced by any friend of our political
institutions.

2. That the foregoing proposition covers, and was
intended to embrace the whole subject of slavery
agitation in Congress; and therefore the Democratic
party of the Union, standing on this national platform,
will abide by and adhere to a faithful execution of
the acts known as the Compromise Measures, settled
by the Congress of 1850; "the act for reclaiming
fugitives from service or labor," included; which act
being designed to carry out an express provision of
the Constitution, cannot, with fidelity thereto, be re-
pealed, or so changed as to destroy or impair its
eficiency.

8. That the Democratic party will resist all attempts
at renewing, in Congress or out of it, the agitation of
the slavery question, under whatever shape or color,
the attempt may be made.

4. That the Democratic party will faithfully abide
by and uphold the principles laid down in the Ken-
tucky and Virginia resolutions of 1798, and in the
report of Mr. Madison to the Virginia Legislature, in
1799; that it adopts those principles as constituting
one of the main foundations of its political creed, and
is resolved to carry them out in their obvious mean-
ing and import.

The number of these
characters may equal forty, more or less, including
Y all the free mulattoes and their white associates.

At the present writing only three have been
killed, some others keep themselves hid in the thick-
n ets and marshes,$1aylng a hide and seek game tof assassinate the better citizens and fulfil their threats

heretofore made, and many are aiming to go into
I 4alcaaieu and the adjoining parishes to live.

I will give you the names of many of these peo-
ple and a light touch of their practices, that yours readers may be on their guard.

f Wnm. Ashworth, mulatto, has possessed a handsome
stock of cattle, and for many yea-s has proved him-
selfa man of universal hospitality, but owing to his

f color, few people of honor and pride of charactera have descended to enjoy it, while hordes of gamblers,

thieves and counterfeiters hung about him and played
securely at their respective games unmolested, ex-I cept by one another. It is said, (and believed true)

that some 7 men have been shot in his house in
the course of his hospitality to these villains.

His son Luke has pursued a course which has
thrown some wealth into his hands, but, althoughShe has cautiously avoided the appearance of

open dishonesty, yet he has been a secret keeper for
these rascals and had knowledge of the most of
their rascality without ever informing the officears ofr Justice.

Henderson 2nd son of Wm. Ashworth, neverI courted the name of honesty, as I can learn, but on

the contrary, it inclined to boast of his ability to
steal, and I have no doubt but he is entitled to all
the honor due to a master thief and an accomplice
In murder. Luke Ashworth and others, state that
he penned 18 head of cattle belonging to the neigh-
bors and killed them at one time, for the hides. He
assisted in the murder of Samtuel Deputy.

Clark Ashworth, 3rd Pon of Wm. Ashworth, has
acted his part among the rest, and, on his own ree-
poonibiit , only stands bound over to court for the

Tap'Ashworth, was driven from an adjoining
County for some misdemeanor, and is now involved
in a law suit (I am told) of a thousand dollars on
acounet thereof; since residing here, nothing has
been alledged against him more ciminal than his
assistance personally rendered to Henderson in pen.

as he wants.

Aaron Ashworth, has never been charged with
dishonesty, nor has he entertained a promiscuous
s.le of vagabond parasites; but having raised a

mtmber of daughters of color, he seems to have dis-
posed of them unluckily among a set of lazy, idle
white men for mistresses, who were allurel more by
the beauty of a few cattle bestowed on them, than
by the beauty of the. gids. Thus he has entailed
apen our eountry a hoerd of worthless creatures in
a shape of human beings, who, no doubt will in due
dea, be ready to steal and bur any property which
the more honorable and industrious citizens may
eomstrat fo the beauty and Improvement of this

omuntry:
lea Ashworth, Mo of Aareo, seems to inherit inhis diSeosition, all the mot diabolical qualities of

the Indian, Negro and White man, without any of
their principles, is the murderer of Samuel Deputy,
a very useful and enterprisla citisen.

And they at once see the mistake, which these col-
ored people are laboring under to want a settlement
there, under such circumstances. Can you, Mr.
Editor, (I believe you can,) convince some of the
leading ones among these deluded people, of this
mistake, and show them their true interest in making
their exodues beyond the Rio Grande, where they
and their children will at once be on an equality
with the Natives of that Country.
