In the meantime an attack was made on the Sc-
rapiqui fo:t from two guns, one six-pour:der and one
nine-pounder, mounted on a flat and towed into po-
sition by the steamer. The guns of the fort were
silenced; hut an accident to, the steamer rendered it
necessary for her to waithdiawt for repait't.

The loss of the allies is vatliusly e.-timted at fromi
thirty killed and lifty wounded, to one haundled aid
fifty, all told.

Pose.-,ion of the Point havinig been thus gait-d,
preparations were made for a general attack o;t the
whole allied forces on the river, to t ke place at
midnight on the 11th. The Texas waited at San
Juan till half prat 2 P. II., on the 12th, in expecta-
tion of some intelligence respucti g it, but it did not
arrive. Cody's Point is a high comnialndit:g bluff, of
first importance as a military position, fully com-
manding Fort Serapiqui, and the men ,had been at
once set about strengthening it.

The conduct of the British is repre-erited as very
officious, arrogant and menacing, and fears sdeu- to
be entertained that they pu poscl joining thir forces
with those of the Costa R.cans, for the purpose of
elndeavoring to overcome Walker. They ha(d been
d' illiug on shore, practising with both sidall arths and
I guns, and at 4 o'clock on the morninlg ol'the '!2th, a

force of seven aimed boats was seen enteriing and
ascending the San Juan river, towards the Amblican
camp.

This is a concise account of what appear to be the
I facts with respect to the movements wnd state of

affairs on the river. As regards the nte liot, the
news from Rivas is to the 8d inst., takn fiothi San
Juan del Sur by the Orizaba, and by theoBritisb mail
steamship Tyne, from Aspinwall.

It is stated that Walker had had no coimunimation
with the lake or river since the seisure pf the iboats.
The Orizaba,took down fifty or sixty men for him.

The date of the affair at Obraje we do 4ot see given
but it was probably about the 25th or 2Eith tiult. The
place is variously stated as being about light, ten or
twelve miles from Rivas, on the road toiGranada. It
lasted twenty-four hours, when Gen. W;lker ordered
Gen. Henningeen to retire to Rivas. The enemy
was strongly fortified there, and had about 1500 men.
The attacking force is stated at 300., The loss of
the enemy is variously estimated at fi'oui 80 to 120
killed and wounded; that of the Ame ticans to five
killed, among whom was Capt. Filtiey.

On the 26th Gen. IIenningsee , with a force of 400
men, was dispatched to attack the enesmy who had
advanced anid taken up a position at San fIorge, which
is about three miles on the Virgin side of Riras, that
is on the side opposite to that on whi~t' Obraj

c 
is

situated. Gen.'Walker's orders were th;it the place
was to be taken only if it could be don- without a
losse 'f more than fifty men and that otherwise the
forces were to be withdrawn. The advatice, however,
attacked precipitately, and the attack was theri con-
tinued, one account says till sunset, auother tilt mid-
night, when orderswere sent to withdraw, which was
done. The enemy,were here 1600 or 1700 strong.

,mder the command of Gen. Canas, and strpngly
hardlcadedc They are represented to have lost 200
killed and 400 wounded; amoug the foimer beirg,
as baa•eetasupposed, though doubted, GArt. Bouquet,
the Comlmhnder of the Costa Ricans. :IThe Itss of
i the attaching force is said to have been only 16 lilled
and 88 wounded. Among the former are Cppts.
Wilkinson and Russell and Lieut. Hyea; the only
ones reported to be severely wounded are Captai-ns
Jiaquess nd Dusenberry, who, we regr~t to learn,
were art expected to recover.

Paung accounts represent that on the 1st Igst.,
Gee. C4nas marched a force of 400 into Virgin, and
aAer oeepying the town a few hours, rejoined his
forces at San Jorge.

,The state of affairs at latest accounts anpears to
be as follows: The command of the river was tatni-
festly in the hands of the Nicaraguan forces as for up
as Fort Serapiqui--a•hich may be calledhalf way up.
The other half could not wel long remain m• the
hands of the allies, for there is baut another poitat on
it at which they could not offer any serious re5i4iaince
-- Castillo Viejo. ~hat and Fort San Carloe, a tile
debouch6 of the river from the Lake, ommnunicstioa
with Walker wondd li, reopened on that side,: and
means of putting the allied forces at .

events, but our time and space are for the present
exhausted, and we must defer doing so.

HEROIC CONDUCT OF A WOMAN.

Account of Mrs. lllardtha Afmn. PI'aten, a
yapung lady twenty years of a•ge. who
commanded a vesse/lJftq-sinx dtajy, du-
ring her husband( s illness.

The readers of the Ilerald w;11 rerncinl,.r
account taken from one o(f the ('alifo;rnia pa-
pers, relative to the heroic conduct of Captain
Patten, of the ship Nepltune's Car, who du-

ring her husband's illness. took cha::ge of the

vessel and navigated it safely into San Frlan-

cisco. This lady. together wit Ii her husband,
who is now so sick that Ihe is not eXl-ecteci to

live, arrived in this city in the (Gcoge Law,
and are now stopping at the Battery lHotel.

Her story is an interesting and painful one,
and shows how much a weak, de:icate woman

can do when a great emergency calls out her

powers.
Mrs. Patten was born in East Boston of

wealthy parents, and received an excellent
education, and was in every respect tenderly
nurtured and cared for. She is now but

twenty years of age, de petite taille, has
small hands and features, delicate blonde com-
plexion, soft blue eyes, and, altogether, gives
one an idea of femiinine softness and woman-
liness that it is impossible to associate with
the daring nerve and decisive qualities she
exhibited in a remarkable degree. At eigh-
teen years of age she married Captain Pat-
ton, then but twenty-five ye::rs of age, he
having been master of a vessel-the bark
St. Atndreu, which plied between New-York
and the South A merica:i ports-a-nd was then
off duty, waiting until the Cornelia Law-
rence, a new ship, was ready for sea. Short-
ly after he was married the master of the
ship pNreptune's Car sickened as she was
about to put to sea for a voyage around the
world, and the owners, Messrs. Foster &
Nickerson, offered the post to Captain Pat-
ten, but he hesitated, as he did not wi'h to
leave his young bride. The owners, however,
gave lim permission to take her with him :
and in twelve hours after the first notification
the young couple were on board, and the ves-
sel getting ready to leave the dock. The
Neptune's Car first sailed for San Francisco,
thence to China, from China to London, and
finally arrived in New-York, after an absentce
of seventeen months. During this time Mrs.
Patten amused herself by heiping her hus-
band in his nautical obs• rvations, worked up
the time from the chronometers, and occa-
sionally kept the reckoning of the ship. Last
August the Nept•une's Car again put to sea,
and it was on this voyage that Mrs. Patten's
misfortunes coummanced. As the vessel near-
ed the straits of Magellan, her husband was
taken with a disea-e in the head, which final-
ly developed into a brain fever. He attend-
ed to his ship as long as he was able, and
when it was impossible to give any personal
orders he found, to his dismay, that his first
mate was wholly incompetent to take charge
of the ship, and that there was no officer on
board qualified to take the vessel into Iort.
He found that the first mate was anxious to
run the vessel into Valparaiso, but this he
earnestly forbade, as the crew might all leave
and the cargo be destroyed before the con-
signees could send for the vessel. In this
emergency Mrs. Patten's rare qualities deve-
loped themselves. She assumed command
of the vessel herself, and the nautical obser-
vations she once made in sport and for a pas-
time she now undertook as a duty. Her
time was spent between the bedside of her
dclirigus husband and the writing-desk, work-
ing up the intricate calculations incident to
nautical observations, making entries in the
log-book in her own delicate penmanship,
and tracing out with accuracy the position of
the ship from the charts in the cabin. The
rough sailors all obeyed the " little woman,"
as they called her, with a will, and eyed her
curiously and affeotionately through the cabin
piudows while deep in the calculations on
which her life and theirs depended. There
was one person on board, however, who
viewed her course with jealousy and mistrust.
This was the first mate. lie wrote her a ittter
warning her of the responsibility she was
assuming and proferring advice, but she spir-
itedly replied that "her husband would not
trust him when he was well, and she could
not do so now that he was sick." For fifty
days Mrs. Patten did not undress herself, and
took very little sleep, working day and night,
and never leaving her sick husband's room.
Her laboursare the more surprising in view
of the fact that she was all this tine in a del-
icate condition, and soon expects to give birth
to her first child.

The Neptune's Car arrived safely at San
Francisco on the 15th of November last, it
having been for fifty-six days under the com-
mand of a delicated femal not twenty years
of age. What a splendid text for the wo-
men's rights people.

Mrs. Fatten is now at the Battery Hotel
with her husband, who, it is supposed, is in
a dying condition. The fever has never left
him, and foir some time past hlie has been blind
and deaf. They did expect to leave in the
boat for Boston yesterdy for her own home,
but he was too sick to be moved.

Mrs. Patten's case is one of the most ro-
markable on record, and adds one to the many
instances that history records of female devo-
tion and heroism.--NV. Y. Herald.
