FROM NICARAGUA.

By the steamship Empire City we have intelli-
gence from Nicaragua. It is no later, as we have
already said, than what has already been received
h ere. We have conversed with one of those who
came thence on the Empire city, a very intelligent
person who states that he left Rivas on the 28th,
ult, :that Walker had about 400 available men
there; that there was the greatest difficulty is
procuring supplies, the Costa Ricans having driven
off all cattle, and preventing the natives from
carrying in provisions; that it was impossible to
setd out foraging parties without their being cut
offor deserting; that the Costa Ricans were in
greaut strength at San Jorge and were marching up
a large force to take possession of San Juan del
Sur.

' 
The latest paragraph in the papers appears

to be the following, in the Panama Starand Herald
of the 19th inst:
The steamship Sierra Nevada, Capt, Huntington,

arrived here on the loth, at I o'clock, a. ar., from
San iFrancisco, via San Juan de: Sur, having left
the latter port on the afternoon of the 7th. The U.
S. sloop of war St. Marys was at San Juan.

lMr. Rogers, Walker's Secretary of the Treasury,
who left here about the 9th of January, in a five-
ton boat, had arrived at San Juan in thirty-five
days' passage.
The Sierra Nevada brought down a considerable

quanltity of provisions for Walker. When she left
San Juan, Caycee, with his twenty-five to thirty
men; was theer, and would attempt to get through
to Rivas with the eighty recruits.

From the Aspinwall Courier, of the 17th, we
extract the following:

The steamer Panama arrived at Panama on Sun-
day, March 15th, from Central America, which had
124 deserters from Walker's army, 24 for New
York and 100 for New Orleans, at the expense of
the Costa Rican Government.

Costa Rican papers, to March 7, contain no
news, though they acknowledge receipts of cor-
respondence from Gen. Canas, near Rivas, to Feb.

!6.
iFrom a more detailed account, we condense the

following:
No battle had taken place at Rivas since our last

accounts, nor had any engagement occurred be-
tween the belligerents. Walker remained In
peaceable possession of Rivas, wherom he was busily
engaged in manufacturing cannon balls and in
strengthening his position. He had about 400
fighting men, but was losing many desertion.
Walker's position in Rivas appeared perfectly
secure against any attempt theallies may make to
drive him out, and the only danger he has at pres-
ent to fear is the shortness of provisions, his com-
misary department being in very poor order, and
cattle are becoming very scarce through that sec-
tio,: of the country. His men appear tolerably
well contented and irl good spirits. They are
represented as being a most determined body.
The allies appear to be spending their time in

issuing proclamations, instead of attacking their
enemy. Their force have fallen off by desertion
and otherwise from 3000 to 1200, and although they
have had Walker shut up for two montha, they are
now no farther advanced than they were then.
There appears no doubt that they might very easily
have driven Walker out of the country by a little
energy. Their men are represented as quite in-
.difiirent, giving way to the most entire indolence,
and strongly contrasting with the resolute bearing
of their opponents.

Walker received 80 men from San Francisco by
the Sierra Nevada, and to that point he can alone
look for assistance in the shape of provissions, ms
lang as the river transit is closed by the allies.
It; was aext to impossible to get anything selia-

ble iriom either passengers or offacer of the Sierra
Nevada, the former knowing little as to what had
taken place the past month ia Niceargua, and, and
the latter not being disposed to bear unfavorable
news. They report that the Costa Rican irces
attacked Walker in ivas, from three points, on or
about the 5th March: that Walker waited
tantil the 'main force had got into the narrow streets,and then opened his cannon on them, causing im-
mense slaughter. They say that the yho!e of the
riext day }he filibuster forces were employed in
piling upand burning the dead.

About the first of this month, Walker sent Col-
onel Caycee, with thirty men, down to San Juan
del Sur, to guard over the wife and child of the
late Major Duesenbury and the mail. On his re-
turn, Caycee was attacked on the transit road by
400 of the enemy, and after in vain atlemn~ig to
cut his way through, and the 149 of several men,
he was forced to kil back to San Juan. Walker,
hearing of this mishap, sent about 150 men under
Brigadier-Geueral Sanders, to relieve him. When
this party reached the prairie ground of the Jocote
nra•h, they were attacked by a large force of the
Costa Ricans, and fifty of Sander's men were kilhed.
Some say he got back to Rivas with only fifty
men.
One day (date not given) Walker attempted to

move some-gu-boxes, filled with sand, down to
St. George, behind which to place his cannon, in
order more efectually to attack the Costa Ricans
nu their quarters. The latter, however, made a
.ily umon the party, captured their boxes, and

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"LUCKY DICK, THE PRIZE DRAWER."
One of the negroes of our neighbor,. Major

McCann, who resides at No. 181 Gravier street,
has recently won for himself the soubriquet of
"Lucky Dick, the Prize Drawer," in consequence
of his remarkable luck in winning prizes in the
Havana Lottery. For years past, no drawing has
taken place in which he has not been more or less
interested, and at almost every d:awing he comes
in for either a prize, a portion of one, or an approxi-
mnatioli.

Tie true name of Lucky Dick, according to the
engraved inscription on his broad gold shirt buttons,
hi~jfancy cane, and his seal ring, is Richard Lee, and
"Dick

' is a mere familiar abbreviation, to which
the prefix of '" Lucky has given emphasis and
pomp. He rather likes the name of Lucky Dick,
and is inclined to think that it has in it a sort of
fiscal charm, the potency of which we would not
for any consideration break. So Lucky Dick we
call him.

Unlike many an unfortunate individual of the
true Saxon blood, Dick can indulge in the luxury of
a wife-as indeed can all the masculines of his
caste--without any of those harrowing considera-
tions of propriety and fears of poverty, which are
ever present to the thoughtful poor of the master
race. In sickness he is attended without a thought
of futunr bills; his offsprings are provided for till

they are of suficient age to come under the pro-
visions of hat universal law, " In the sweat of thy
face shalt thou eat bread; ; and In his last sickness,
and the transfer of his "dust to dust," he is not a
pensioner on his postel.tY.

Such, at least, are Lucky Dick's ph!ioeophisings
on the comparative economy of white and colored
domestic institutions, and tar the truth thereof hl
appeals to " these twin jailors of the daring heart
-low birth and iron fortune." Being content with
that position which the chances of birth and color
cast him, under a great law promulgated by a Crea-
tor's fist, he feels no disposition to barter the pro-
ceeds of his luck, for to him, a useless freedom,
though he could, had he so determined, have bought
himself a dozen times over within the last two or
three years.

A quarter of a year has not yet elapsed since a
lucky turn of the Havana wheel of fortune brought
Dick a prize of five thousand dollars, and since
that he has been specially elated, and, more than
ever. confident that he was born under a lucky star.
Indeed, he has an idea of getting a diamond star
made to represent the Divinity of Luck.

On various occasions when Lucky Dick has
drawn a prize his friends have pestered him with
persuasions to buy himself, or, in other words, in-
vest a portion of his surplus funds in his own Boesh
and blood. But Dick applied his philosophy to the
proposition, and the result of his deliberations has
always been a very emphatic nay. "'lm as free as
I wast to be," quoth Lucky Dick; ' I've a master
who is kind and good to me ; when I gets old, as
I know I must soon, he'll take care of me without
my botheria' my head about it, and when he dies,
I'd just as soon die too. Besides," continued Lucky
Dick, 

" I might lose my luck if I was to fool away
my money in that way, for I own myself now just
as much as I ever could, and mote than any body
else does. I think what I please, and enjoy eatin',
and dleepia', and lovia', and all that, just as much
as any body ever did, and twenty times more than
a good-many poor white folks that I knows on, who
are always gettin' turned out, because they can't
pay their rent, and go beggin' about to keep them-
selves aind their children from starvin'. 1 knows
plenty of that kind-I does."

For these andother reasons equally potent, Lucky
Dick refuses to negotiate either for the freedom of
himself, his wife, or his son. Instead, however, he
furanshas them with costly apparel and luxurits
which appeal to the eye and appetite. In his vest
pocket he wears a watch cost him f110, and-for
his wife he purchased a gold watch and chain,
which stood him in 4102; while the dresses of
himieeif his wife and son on Sundays are in the
very height offashion. Strong-minded people may
call this vanity; but in what portion at the world
may not such vanity be found ? Fashion feeds it,
and from the Empress Eugenie to the poor milliner
with her "stich, stitch, stitch," it is the same em-
phatic weakness. Princes and philosophers have
it, and the possession of it by Lucky Dick may be
excused.-Picayepae

THREATENED TNVASION OF r vBn-The
Spanish journals are discussing, at great
lenght, the preparations making in Spain and
Cuba, says the Paris Patria, in order to send
to the Mexican coast a sufficient naval force,
for the purpose of forcing from the Mexican
government, compensations, claimed, for a
long time in vain, for outrages, which it is
alleged, subjects of the Spanish crown bave
been the victims of, in that ever agitated re-
public. On learning that the Spanish navy
was going to adopt the offensive, when it was
not thought strong enough to repulse an un-
fair aggression, the question has been agita-
ted in the United-States, if the Spanish
movement was anything else than a vain
show, or, if Spain was, really, in a position to
have her rights respected everywhere, they
should be attacked, or overlooked. The
question is certainly of the highest impor-
tance, in presence of the unceasing threats
to which Cuba is subjected in the United
States, and of the flibustero schemes which
have never been entirely abandoned, either
in New Orleans, or in New York. England
and France would certainly never consent to
the annexation of Cuba to the North Ameri-
can confederations. Cuba is, in fact the key
of the gulf of Mexice, as Constantinople is
the key of the black sea; and Europe can no
more admit that the gulf of Mexico should
ever become a Yankee lake, than allow the
Black sea to become a Russian lake. But
it will be understood that it is better that
Spain should be in a position to enable her to
protect her colonies in the West Indies, than
to be at the necessity of imploring help from
the great maritime powers, in order to have
her property respected. Now, about this
point we have no fear at all; Spain is not
only capable of defending Cuba against the
most direct aggression from the United States,
but this colony can protect itself, alone, with-
out needing an appeal to the arms of the
mother country.

Love, and S•icide.-A young German woman, named
Caroline Jiselieh, aged twenty-two years, committed
suicide, in New York, on Friday last, in consequence
of disappointed love.

Subsequently she became ac-
quainted with a young German named Edward Sbus-
