late Convention have recommended that youid should be addressed on the important issues
now before the country, and have appointed
the undersigned to fill that office.

In entering upon that duty we would re-
t, mark, that although at different periods in the

history of our country the conflict of political
elements have evolved questions of great mag-
nitude which have convulsed the Union to its
center, and every where caused the friends
of our government to fear for the stability of
our institutions, yet the present state and con-
dition of parties in this country, will warrant
us iq affirming that at no period anterior to
the present was there more just cause for se-
rious alarm.

t The Black Republican Party of the North,
purely sectional in its character, uniting all
the elements of an early opposition to the
SDemocracy and led on in a spirit of faction
engendered by a psuedo philanthropy, con-template the centralitation of all power in the
hands of the General Government, the dis-
tinction of the equality existing between the
States, and eventually the annihilation of the
relations existing between master and slave.
I It has gathered about its standard such
strength that in the late Presidential election
it carried with it the vote of nearly every
Northern State, and had it succeeded, as it
anticipated, in dividing the South, it would r
now have in its hands the destinies of the '
country, or wp would be plunged in a fratri- icidal war which however it might have even-
tuated could binly entail upon the country dis-
aster, dishonbr and disgrace.

This is a crisis not unforeseen. The "Father
of his country " in his'" Farewell Address "n
upon retiring from public life, foresaw, and P
warned his countrymen against it; and the
history of nations show, that in conflicts for
power growing out of sectional hostility and
sectional fanaticism, warnings are unheeded,
the teachings of history disregarded, and the ec
highest public good sacrificed. It is a melan- tl
choly reflection that a Nation such as ours, tl
whose birth has been within a short century, tl
whose progress in all the arts of civilization cI
has been the wonder of the world, whose Ir
greatness is the admiration of nations ; should w
so far forget its great mission, its duty to itself &
and the world as to jeopardise its very exis- ci
tence by an insane struggle for sectional g'
power. Yet, so it is, and we of the National ci
Democratic Party who alone " carry the flag tl
and keep step to the music of the Union " it
who " know no North, no South, no East, no at
Wrest--but our whole country " find ourselves tr
divided at home whilst upholding against V
Black Republican aggression, not only the ti
national bhut our own interests and honor, and w
that by a party which contemplates but one P'
object and that of such secondary and minor ti
importance, that in the great interests which a'
divide the country, the great mass of the peo- P1
jp• etirely ignore. We need not say, that oi
we refer to the one idea of the so-called 01
American Party, " the amendment of the hi
naturalization laws," all the rest is thrice ti
beaten straw-" sarcanet and prunella."

It is useless to pursue these inquiries furtbp,
the fact of its organization exists, and we
cannot do better than turn our attention to
the party as we find it here. It has been the
1 boast of our Republican Government, that
whilst in the old world public order is main-

1 tained by the force of standing armies, here
the Constables staff in the hands of the citizen
is alone sufficient to meet the highest exigen-
cics of the State; that whilst there everychange in government, every inauguration of
a new policy, is forced upon the people by the
bayonet, here the organic form of government
are modified and every grand question finds
its solution in the free exercise of suffrage at
the ballot box. It may not be questioned that
in a Government such as ours the ballot box
is the palladium of our liberties. To main-
tain it in its purity is the highest duty of the
citizen-to destroy that purity is the highest
crime of the traitor. What then shall we say
of a party which systemically seizes upon the

packs the cards to cheat his tob confiding ad-
versary, audaciously uses it to perpetrate a
fraud upon the country ? What shall we say
of that party which, to carry its ends, sets all
law at defiance, surrounds the polls with bands
bf armed mercenaries, and with the weapons
of the assassin, drives the peaceful and unof-
fending citizen from the exercise of a suffrage
gnatanteed him by the Constitution ? The
predominance of such a party cannot but be
subversite of all law, order and good govern-
ment. That the Native American Party of
the South are responsible for this state of
things, the past history of that party will bear
us out in affirming. Louisville, Baltimore
and New Orleans, and later still, the abortive
effort made in the city of Washington to cony
trol the polls by armied bullies imported from
neighboring city, shows at whose door the
blame lies. In each of these cities the blood
of the citizen was shed, exercising the dearest
right of the freeman. In New Orleans a city
of 160,000 inhabitants, as in Paris in the
darkest days of the " reign of terror," a small
band of organized assassins hold in their
hands the liberties of the people. They have
made the exercise of the right of suffrage a
mockery and a reproach, driving from the
polls with felon hands such men as Thos.
Slidell late your Chief Justice, and your late
Attorney General W. W. Elmore, and dis-
franchising citizens by thousands.

In the country parishes we have less knol-
edge of the fruits of Native Americanism, for
the calm and regular pursuits of the people,
the knowledge which each has of the other,
the habit of independent individual action
confirmed by agricultural pursuits; and we
may add, the higher moral character of those
who control the operations of the party, pre-
sent such results as we witness in the large
cities. Yet, it has its fruits antagonistical to
good government, for it is ,aided by no prin-
ciple other than a greedy lust for power. In
this Parish what do we see ? A party whose
motto is " rule or ruin," and whose actions
are faithful to its motto. To attain the con-
trol of Parochial affairs it has disfranchised
Ward after Ward opposed to its sway; and
the control once attained it has used it in a
wasteful and extravagant expenditure of the
public monies increasing the burthen oftaxa-
tion from $15,000 to mere than $26,000 per
annum. Now reduced by the action of the
people to an insignificant minority, it can
only hope for success by the divisions in our
own ranks. Fortunately its efforts thus far
have been unsuccessful and we are led to hope
that their objects, now fully known, will ever
be defeated.

The Democratic Party has outlived all the
great National parties raised against its pro-
gress. It has carried the country triumph-
antly through two wars. It has extended our
Territories to the shores of the Pacifie. It
has subdued the wilderness, and made every
land and every ocean tributary to our cowin
try's greatness. For more than half a cen-
tury, with but three brief intervals, it has
controled the destinies of the Republic, im-
pressing its peculiar principles on every act of
the government, like the stamp on the coin of
the Union. Preeminently a party of princi-
ples, the Democratic Party relies upon its
principles for its ascendancy. It makes no
appeal to the prejudice of caste, the prejudice
of birth-place, or the prejudice of religion. It
would hold up the man who would pander to
such prejudices as its Woret enemy. It re-
cognizes as one of the cardinal maxims " that
all men are of right free and equal." It die-
tinctly afirms, that be is the best man who
serves his country best, be he Catholic or
Protestant, Native or Naturalized. Confident
in its rectitude, confident in the position it
occupies before the country, and'confident in
its hopes for the future, the Demotratic Party
is founded on eternal Truth, and it invokes
your aid and support It calls upon the peo.
pie of this District, and upon the-people of
this Parish to rally around its standard. It
calls upon them by the right and morti force
of their opinion to rebuke the blood stained
faction which controls our Commercial" Me-
tropolis. Andit eallspen them to vindicate
the law against the lawlessness of mob violence
at home and uphold the Constitution against
the vandalism of Northern aggression abroad:

We would not disparage a party which
numbers in its midst men of undoubted honor,
undoubted integrity and undoubted patriot-
ism did we not feel that the crisis demands
the investigation. That such men remain
members of the party is only to be accounted I
for on the hypothesis that they have given the
subject a little reflection, or that their habits 1
of opposition have become so confirmed as to
make opposition a virtue, like the old cava-
liers who followed to the last the fortunes of 1

The old W 'ig Party, a gallant opposition
in its day, run its career most gloriously but
being a party of expediency it died with the
failure to engraft its expedients on the legis.

proposed to be attained and left the party in
time to save the country, Massachusetts the
first in order of the Know Nothing States,
whose first Legislature numbered more than
nineteen twentieths of the men of that party,
sent Wilson and Sumner to the United States
Senate. New York followed next, and with
a majority of Know-Nothings in her Legisla-
ture, sent the " arch agitator" Seward to
that august body,-a fowler blow was never
struck to the South! It would be in vain to
follow the tortuous course of this party in the
North. Faithless to every priociple, corrupt
to its very core, and with a lie in its mouth,
it sacrificed the patriot Fillmore, to cajole and
divide the South whilst it should place at'the
head of the government that imbecile traitor
Freamont. (eihtlemen of the American party
her4 do you ot.b •ieve this ? Scan closely
the Pennsylvania election. Were you not
told that the triumph of the Fusion ticket
there wouldbe a national American triumph ?
