I blue,
2 yds, 1 white,2 yds; a spoon, fork, tumbler and I
knife: also a small bucket, brushes, rc~mnL. a
pitcher, bowl, and looking-giass -- these three last
articles will be for sale in the house, to preserve
uniformity in the dressing room.
