From the New Orleans Crescent, of the 7th.
Editors.--We have just feturned from

the parish of St. Charles, right bank, and had
full opportunity of witnessing the new disas-
tar which has befallen our sugar-growing sec-
tion of the country.

About 2 o'clock last night the levee below
the residence of Mrs. Widow J. B. Labranche,
nearly opposite the Red Church, (25 miles
above the city,) gave way, and by 11 o'clock
this morning the gap was full 70 feet, withi a
fall of about 9 feet. The rush of water is
tremendous, and the want of proper direction
and the necessary materials--such as timber
and pile drivers--gave the destructive ele-
ment a full sway. The splendid surrounding
cane-fields are alreaty a vast sheet of water
and unless assistance be at once sent up, that
rich region will be fully inundated and an im-
mense loss entailed upon its population.

The effects of the crevasse will be direfulb
ly felt by the sufferers of the Bell crevasse
for its waters, after having filled up the basin
between the river and the ridge on which
runs the N. U. and Opelousas Railroad, will.
flow direct into thg Bayous des Allemands,
and then, backing up around Mayronne, or
Magnolia Ridge, will again reach the cypress
swamps and prairies between Jefferson and
the lower lice of St. Charles. the waters of
the two.crevaseso wil1-then meet and sweep
down Orleans and Plaquemine with such
violence as will complete the work of des-
truction already coinimenced.

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~El SLAV E TRADE-INTERESTING
"1ORRESPONDENOR."

Among Qe olicial documents recently
transmitted"to the Senate by the President
of the United States is a mass of correspond-
ence which has taken place within the last two
years on the subject of the African slave trade.
Some of these letters are both important and
iuterestint especially a communication from
J. Y. MAsooN, Minister to France, to Secre-
tary CAss, relative to the effort of the French
government to supply its colonies with Afri-
can labor, and an clabtpte l0ter from Mr.
Cass to Lord NArtLEr in reply to certain rep-
resentations made by the latter of the laxity

of zeal displayed by the United States in sup-
pressing the slave trade. These documents
merit consideration,

Mr. MAsoN states that he asnitd Count
WaLIEWSIe for information respecting the

precise character of the measure adopted by
the Emperor for securing a supply of African

1 negroes for the French colonies. Count W.
replied franlly to the following effect:

1I "That the French colonies, particularly in
the West Indies, were languishing for want
of labor; that negro labor alone was adapted
to tropical productions; that the French
government had devised a system for the iu-
troduction from Africa of laborers under
guards which were intended to protect them
as free emigrants; that to supply these labo-
Srers they looked mainly to pt isoners takens by the tribes in their intestine wars, who

would, if not so disposed of according to the
barbarous customs of the country, be put to
death; that the arrangements in Africa, prior
to the embarkation, and for the disposition of
the emigrants during the voyage and after
their arrival in the colonies, were entirely I
under the management of commissioners off
the Frend• government; the obligations were
taken by them front the planters who received
the emigrants into service to bind them to
provide for the negroes during their term
of service,, and secure to them the means of
returning to Africa if they shall choose to do
so after its expiration."

Count WALEWSKI explained further that
the British government would not object to
the scheme, and defended it as conductive to
the progress of humanity and civilization.
Count W•asLEwst furnished Mr. MASON with
Ia written memorandum embracing these

views at some length. Mr. MASON concludes
his letter by expressing the confidebt belief
that in future the fanatical" denunciation ofr American slavery will be greatly moderatet

if not silenced, in France, and perhaps in
England.

The-cqmmunication of Gen Cass to Lord
L NAPI ER bears date April 10, 1(58. ; It is ex-
i tremely voluminous, but written in his best
style, generally gravely argumentative, but
at times decidedly sarcastic. After stating
that the United States government has faith-
fully complied with the provisions oflthe trea-
ty for the suppression of the slave tirade, he
refers to the difficulty of effecting the object,
in consequence of the existence of slave
marts in the island of Cuba. To shut these
is to close the ports of Africa to the departure
of slaves, and this can be accomplished by the
co-operation of the Spanish government.
Were Great Britain and France to employ
their well.known influence *ith Spain, Cuba
would cease to be the resort cf slavers, and
the trade would define and disappear.

General CAsS alludes to the change of pub-
lie opinion in Europe, to the efforts of France
E to replenish her colonies with imported Afri-
cans, and of Epgland to supply Cooly labor
to tme W st Indies as obstacles to the sup-
pression of the slave trade, and as incitements
to its vigorous prosecution. In all this por-
tion of his letter re is a tone of quiet irony
which Lord NAP.R must have keenly felt.
Diverging from this topic, Secretary CAss
tails up the other vexed question of the
rightof search, and demolishes British theo-
ries, upon legal and international grounds,
showing that the right of.search as practiced
by British cruisers hasbeen denounced by the
highest legal uathorities in England, that it
is contrary to svery priueiple of interna-
tional coinity, tiaoiet &;eetise has been an
uPnceasing cause of irritation and complaint,
that it hs leed no aets of injustice and oppres
siOn; and fna!lly that itscontinuanoe willtend
to sdever theties of fried.ship which now
athite Great Britei;4 ~t Amr~rimca.. The argu-
mentis stronEgly framed, .well pyt, a-d seems
to be irresistible, nor does it Ibse any of its
force from the dignity and courtesy with
which itis urged.

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THE D)ARKifti-Gh- CLOUDS.
We are somewhat curiou- to see the com-

ment. of the French press on the acquittal
by adrEnglish jury of Si~mo BERNARD, ac-
cused of being an accessory in the plot to
murder Louis NAPOLEON. Of the particu-
lars of the trial we as yet know nothing, but
them cannot be the smallest doubt of its
absolute fairness and impartiality. English
judges are proverbially men of the highest
reputation for integrity as well as legal lear-
ning and English juries are alhnost invariably
composed of intelligent citizens. The release
of BERNARD isp therefore in all probability,
the result of insufficient evidence.

To us in America, who are disinterested
in the matter, and who understand tolerably
well the nature of State prosecutions in Great
Britain, the acquittal of BERNaRD simply
establishes his innocence of the charge, or
shows that conclusive proofs of his guilt were
not attainable. Not thus is the trial likely
to be viewed by the French nation. In the
first place, the system of legal proceedings
in France is entirely different from that of
England, and seems designed rather to, pre-
judge the guilt of the accused than to ensure
a fair and equitable trial. The man who in
France is brought before a court on a charge
of conspiring against the life of the Emperor,
must be able to make his innocence as pal-
pable as the sun at noon-day, if he expects
to escape conviction. Under the torturing
process of repeated judical interrogatories,
and the extreme latitude allowed to the
Attorney-General, it is excessively difficult
for the accused to avoid committing himself
fatally, and equally difficult for the jury to
maintain their judgment in fitting equipoise.
To the mass of Frenchmen, who are accus-
tonmed to this mode of criminal procedure, the
wise and temperate course of English judi-
cature, resting upon the merciful maxim that
every man is presumed innocent until his
guilt is proved, would appear a nfere mockery
of justice.

When, however, we take into cousidera-
tion the delicate relationsfexisting between
France and England, the undercurrent of
hostile feeling prevailing in France, in con-
sequence of the refusal of the British Parlia-
ment essentially to modify the laws of the
realm touching political refugees; when we
bear in mind the manifold causes of estrange-
ment between the two countries growing odt
of the Orsini conspiracy, and the popular be-
lief that it was hatched in England, and that
every plot against Louts NAPoLEON origi-
nates'there, we can readily a~nticipate the
sensation, which the acquittal of BERNARD

will create in France. Every Paris journal
will consider it an indisputable sign of the en-
mity of the British government, and will treat
it as the evidence of a determination by Great
Britain to dissolve the entente cordiale. The
angry feelings previously harbored in the
breasts of thousands of Frenchmen will be
greatly aggravated by this unexpected and
unwelcome denouement, and unless the pru-
dence of the Emperor should prompt him to
check outward manifestations of national in-
dignation, we may expect to see the leading
sheets of he empire teem with invective
against the perfidy and punic faith of England.

It would really appear as if uncontrollable
circumstances are compelling two great na-
tions to drift into a war that can only entail
misery, suffering and disaster on both. A
series of events has occurred calculated to
irritat the pride and wound the self esteem
of countries. First we had the Orsini
aflai then the 'iolent'abusesof England by
the c•ers of the French army; then the ef-
fort browbeat England into the passage of
laws wholly opposed to her traditional usage
and policy; then PALMERSTON'S servile and
sycophantic attempt to carry into effect the
will ofthe Emperor; then his overthrow and
resignations, the correspondence between the
English and French ministers, the tardy and
ungracious apology tendered by France, the
inewly soldered friendship again shaken by
the Perim controversy, and finally the acquit-
tal of BERNARD. HOW can harmoney and good
feeling, far, less friendly alliance and frater-
nal co-operation be maintained between na-
tions'subjected to so many successive ele-
ments of disturbaee and disrord! It will be a
political miacle if France and England oon-
trive to avoid a Collision.-Meanwhile the
lowering prospect is so clearly discerned on
both sides of the British Channel that En-
gland is quitely increasing her coast defenses,
and France is busily employed in placing her
army and imvy in the highest 'state of effi-
ciency,-N. O. Bee.

SJn the Ne1 Orleans "J•ee," whiqt hba been regar-
ided as one oflthe leading journils of the Ametican
party, in Louisiana, we find the :following senteffeps

THE KANSAS COMPRO3ISE.
The South seems uqcertain whether to rejoice

or grieve at the adoption of the bill rela:ive to
Kansas reported by the Joint Committee of Con.a ference in Congress. Compromises have been
sovereign remedies for the reconciliation of con-e ficting opinions almost since the foundation ofour
government. Cool-headed men of fixed convic-
tions have usually opposed this species of settle-
ment, on the ground that jt is of the very nature of
, a compromise to involve a surrender of principle onr both sides; that such concessions must be tempo-
rary; that the principle cannot be extinguished,
and that it will continually revive in other fdcms
and create new schisms and discords. There is a
substratum of truth in these ob;jections, but. never-
theless, compromises Would appear to be the ultj-
mate resort in all cases where the antagonism of
opinion is so sharply degned as to preclude a more
direct adjustment.

The only question to be determined in the Kansas
settlement is whether the North or South has yiel-ded most. We think that a cursory examination
will prove that substantially the North has given
up nearly every tling, and retained little beyond a
barren and shadowy recognition of the doctrine in-
sisted on by her representatives that the people of
a new State shouldltve an opportunity to sanction
or reject their organic law. The position of the
opposing parties is briefly this: the North refused.I to vote for the Lecomptos Constitution on the plea
that the electors of Kansas had been denied the
opportunity of accepting or rejecting that instru-.
merit.. The South contended that the Constitution
of Kansas was before Congress-.-a Constitution le-
I gally fratqed, and invested with every formality
required by laW4-that Congress could not go be-yond this Constitution, but" must adopt it as the
expression of the will of the people of Kansas,through their delegates to the Convention which
framned it. Upon this divergence of views there was
an apparently hopeless split. ' The Senate approved
the Ledomptoll Constitution; the Hoqse rejected
it. After many eorts to produce concert of action
between these bodies, the expedient of appointing
a joint omrrmittee of conference was adopted. That
committe reported a bill ,htiid•i has passed both
Houses, atid is probably ,ere this a law.

THE WOMAN WHO LIVES WFITHOUT
EATING.

TWe have published several letters respect-
! ing this extraordinary case of suffering; they
art important to scientific men, and painfully
intere.sting to all. The folloriing is written

by Rev, .S , Williams to the Christian
AdLvocate

Mrs. Hayes is not yet dead. I have seen
her several times. And after reading all that

has appeared in the Advccate in regard to
her, venture to communicate a few thoughts
upon her case. Before she passed into this

peculiar and afflictive condition, her health
was for some length of time extremely poor.
She ate but little, and that little occasioned q
considerable amount of suffering. Sometimes
it threw her into spasm. For nearly a year
before she ceased to take refreshments alto-
gether, she lived wholly, or nearly so, upon
the juice of dried raspberries, until that be-
came a source of suffering. Then, for a time,
she took occasionally a small quantity of cold
water; and it is now nearly a year since she
swallowed any liquid to the knowledge of any
one, Indeed I have no doubt that a teaspoou-
full of liquid put into her mouth would be the
occasion of her death, unless the spasmodic
action of her throat should expel it. Any
person, to see her ten minutes, must be sa-
tisfied there is no deception in her case. Her
head and shoulders, one or the other, are in
perpetual motion. She is frequently thrown
forward until she is nearly doubled together,
and then the.head thrown back, and her neck
leterally doubled, and the body forced back,
and the whole face, chin and all, entirely bu-
cied in the pillow. This is done several times
successively in less time than I take in writ-
ing it.

The last time in the series the face will re-
main nearly buried in the pillow, and she does
not breathe for ten or fifteen minutes without
breathing. When this is over and the spasm
passes of she struggles for breath, and her
head is rolled from side to side almost with
the velocity of lightning for a moment or two ;
the face becomes red with the rush of blood
to the head and the skin quite moist with per-
spiration. Then the spasm subsides into a
gentle motion of the jaw and shoulder, keep-
ing time, as one would think, with the action
of the heart. Her skin about the face, neck,
chest and hands is delicate and healthy as the
skin of an infant. The pulsations of her blood
about the chest, neck, head and arms, though
exceedingly delicate, are quite regular. Her
hair does unot grow, nor is it worn off the
head, as one would naturally suppose, except
a little just upon the crown. The action of
•he liver is entirely suspended, of course.
The action and state of the lungs are perfect-
ly healthy. They have been thoroughly ex-
amined by skilful physicians, with the aid of
a stethoscope, and are supposed to be perfect.
Her nourishment is wholly from the atmos-
phere. The last nutriment, indeed, the last
swallow of water she was known to take,-was
in the last of June, 1857. The last time she
was known to be concious was last December.
When she comes out of these long spasms she
seems to cry, for a moment, like an infant in
distress. At such times her husband thinks
she may be conscious. It is most distressing
to hear it. She is not above the ordinary
laws of disease. She has recently had a
thorough. case of the mumps, precisely, as
others have them. Her nalj upon her fin.
gers, like her hair, do not grow at all.
