While frankly acknowledging the impossibility of
nrriving at positive and unerrinig conclusiois respect
ing the fever, we may saywitbout hesitation that it
has rredhed the dlimax. This is manifest from the
mortuary repoi ts of the last few days, as well as from
the deatsiou oftho digease, now id its eleventh-week.
The extrteme and•~pdden coolness whicfs on Sunday
and Miondclslast ucceeled to the suffocating heats
of the pteviois •eelr, affected' the sick disastrously,
and was the main cause of the heavy mortality repor-
ted on, Tuesday. i Since then, - however, there has
been, on the, whole, a dimninution in the daily records
ofdeath. We believe that, in spite of the fatal efects
of the cool spell, the aggregate mortality.of this week
Will be found no greater than that of the last, and
hencefortn the fever will steadily decline until ihis
annihilated by a frost.

TGE CROPS OF THE WEST.-The Chicago
Journal informs us that the aggregate yield
of. wheat in the several ,Western States is
about one-half theaverage of former years.
Thefreshets, the rust, and the general unfa-
vorableiees of the season, have operated dis-

UNION OF TIIE OPPOSITION.

We nf•e.s FPuch srecul ati o in the: politi ca"l pa-
pers touc •~,fa anion ofthe ratrous fiagmenrt of
the opposition for the purpose, of d'lefati ig the
Detmocracyia'the coming Congressional electiots,
and at the more impdrtant Presidential contest two
years hence. The several contracting parties seem
earnestly desirous of effectirg an arnica ble at range-
meet for a concentration of their strength, but in-
s•perable difficulties lie on the way of its accom-
plishment. When men agree upon certain funda-
mental ploin' and differ only in respect to minor
considerations, a union of forces is not impractica-
ble. This was the case during the existence of
the Whig party. The bank tariff, distribution,
and other cardinal tenets of that party weie warm-
ly advocated in the South as welles in the North,
while the tendency to anti-slavery which had
shown itself from time to timesn-the free States,
atd which sagacious men had long believed would
eventually shipwreck the party, was restrained,
and not permitted to thrust itself forward promi-
nently and offensively. Hence it happened that
in 1840 nd 1848 all the elements of-the opposition
being combined, were enabled td'defeat the De-
mocracy. It is hoped by some that by'similar
unanimity of opinion and concert of action the
sajne result may be again. attained. We do not
share in this expectation.

In the grst place, the discussion of the proposed
union is almost extensively confined to the North,
and to the frontier slaveholding States, such as
Kentucky and Maryland. In the North there is
an infinite deal of courting and coquetting in pro-
gress between the Black Republicans and the rem-
nants of the American party. The former, wherev-
er they distrust their unassisted strength, are anx-
ious for the co-operation of the latter; but the
terms of agreement suit the squeamish stomachs
of'neither. Americanism requires some of its dis-
tinctive features to be distinctly recognized, being
unwilling to be swallowdd ,up and lost among the
legions of abolition. Black fepublicanism insists
i upon making the slavery question paramount.
The leaders on both sides continue to chaffer and
haggle without advancing a single step towards a
idefinite understanding. Ir Pennsylvania alone.
where, from the extreme uncertainty of the con-
test absolute union is indispensable to success,
does any thing like a practical arrangement appear
to exist. There the Black Republicans have con-
ceded much; they have almost banished the anti-
slavery plank from their platform ; have inserted
one or two new features favoring the peculiar
views of the Americans; have come out strongly
for protection, and have crowned their work by
dubbing the opposion with the name of the People's
Party. In Pennsylvania, therefore, there is a pos-
sibility that the experiment of union may prove
successful. Elsewhere throughout the North it
presents every indication of failure.

Kentucky and Maryland are anxious to revive
the old Whig party; to merge Americanism into
Whiggery, but there is no response to the appeals
of the press. The people are mute-the elements
of opposition in those States doubtless believe that
the Whig party, as a national organization, is past
recovery; that those of the North who were wont
to act with it are too far gone in their devotions to
Black Republcansto warrant the hope of their re-
turn to sound principles, while those whilom
Whigs •who have, since the dissolution of the party,
embraced Democracy, find themselve too comfort-
ably provided for in their new positions to be will-
ing td' exchange them for the cares, tribulations
and uncertainties which must attendm the effort to
reconstruct a political party. Hence there is no
popular encouragement afforded to the strenuous
efforts of the leading journals ofKentlcky and Ma-
ryland to build up Whiggery anew.

In.the South proper, for obvious rmasons, union is
impossible. There are thousands of good and'true
Whigs in the South, but they are slaveholders.
firm in their defense of Southern institutions, and
irreconcilably hostile to the formidable Northern
party which, for a series of years has sought to
degrade and oppress them. It is sheer folly to
dream of a union between Southern slaveholders
and Northern Black Republicans. 'Hatred of the
dominant party will often induce men to associate
together for the common purpose of its overthrow,
who have few other synmpathies to bind them; but
even this potential motive is insufficientto unite
men who are seperated by the repellant operation
ofdiscrepant principles and interests. There have
been such phenomena as free trade and tariff Whigs
acting together; but the monstrosity of a slave-
holding Whig striking hands with a vehemuent and
fanatical Abolitionist is yet to be witnessed. We
of the South, who are anti-Democratic in our poli-
tical laith, cannot expect that simply because the
North likes Democracy no helter than ourselves, it
will consent to abnegate its intense sectional pre-
judices, and become truly catholic and national with
a view of securing our affiliationu; yet upon no
conditionlhort of this can Southern menu of the op-
position entertains without dishonor any project of
union. Knowing how utterly futile it is to antici-
pate the annihilation of anti-slavery in the North,
we rtiay reasonably roncluded that all schemes of
fraternization for political porposes with the South
are vain and impracticable. Consequently we re-
gard le proposed union as illusory-the vagary of
a fewionest minds ; the hope of a few cunning
minds who would not balk at a temporary surren-
der of principle, if political power might thereby
be attained.- At all events there can be no union
between North and South, since their relations to-
wards each other are too opposite and contradicto-
ry. There can, therefore, be neither a revival of
the Whig party, nor a construction of any other
opposition party, in a national sense.-N. 0. Bee.
