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AN AMERICAN BOAT ATTACKED`I3Y PIRATES.

-- TWELVE PIRATES EILLED. - The Hong
Kong. Diaidl• ess, of the 16th of August,
gives the following particulars of the loss of
the ship Antelpe, of New York, the fact of
which has been before given. After all
hopes of caving the .ip were exhausted, the
crewabandoned her. The Press says:

Captain Clarke, in a long boat, continued
his voyage northward, skirting the coast in
d.isperate Strain for water, when, the follow-
iig morning, the 28th inst., upon rouslding
as island they saw three fishing boats bearing
'own upon them, evidently with unfriendly
ihtentions. Capt. Clarke kept away, hoping
o elude them, but the breeze freshening, they

could outsail him. He, however, got them
all astern and some distance apart. On the
first coming up she commenced throwing large
stones, two men standing in the bow with
spears. Having no means of resisting, Cap-
tain Clarke made signs of submission, and
threw a line as a signal to be allowed to
come alongside, but the Chinese were teo
wary, and the Antelope's boat fell into their
wake. Captain Clarke then cut the line and
made an attempt to escape by pulling; he
got a little distance ahead when the China
boat ran into his stern, carrying away the
rudder and staving in the quarfer. The two
thimese still kept guard with sears at the

ir, preeluding all possibility of boarding.;
~d under these circumstances every 'thing

was surrbndered to them and passed out of the
boat , 4ether _ sthn. The sight of :the plun-
der'was too much for the Chinamen. They
relaxed their vigilance, allowing the" &inte-
lope's boat to fall alongside.

There had been no plan of attack concocted
because no opportunity of resistance was
hoped for; but no soonei did this- chance
present itself, than two sturdy "Jacks sprung
on the China boat's deck. Captain Clarke
followed, but not having the use of his legs
after being cramped so long in the boat, he
got tripped up and fell overboard. Long be-
fore he could get on board again, his crew
had overpowered the Chinese, killing all, save
one, who jumped into the water badly woun-
ded, but as the other two China boats made
offimmediately, the altered state of affairs be-
came developed ; he must have been drowned.
TheChinese numbered twelve. The surprise
ietiplete; not one of the Antelope's men was
wounded, and all the property was recovered.
T'he prize had water and rice in abundance.
A course was steered for this port where they
arrived in two days, i. e., on the 18th.
