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RESIGNATI•ON OF LIEUTENANT-IOVERNOR
MOUTON.

In givi g his resignation as Presientof the Senate,

Lieut,-Governor-Mouton said:

Senators-When I first entered upon the discharge
of my duties as your presiding officer, we had just
emerged from one of the fiercest political contests
ever known in this State. Party spirit ran high not

orly in this but in all the States of the Union. Under
such circumstances I know, from my short experience
in public lifeto whatexigencies I might be subjected
by what is generally called party oblig.tion. Although
I was not then afraid, nor am I now afraid, to recog-
nize the obligation of a public man to act with the
party which has elected him, 1I thought then, as I
do now, that that obligation arises fir~n the allegiance
which a man owes to the pinciples of his party, and
not from a blind and servile obedierjce to the wishes
or mandates of leaders who may arrogate to them-
selves the privilege of making a party subservient to
their :ends. In order to guard myself against an
abuse of this kind, in the address I made to this
Senate, when I took my seat as its presiding officer,
I held the following language:

"Senators-In taking my seat as the presiding
officer:of this body, I feel the anxiety which is felt
by a man who fears not to be able to discharge well
the duties of an office that he has accepted. My
knowiedge of parliamentary law and parliamentary
usages is limited, and I know that many obstacles
will be found in my way; but knowing that you are

alt weil %cquainted with the rules of the Senate, and

tiLat it is as much your duty to observe them as it is

mine tb elforce them, I feel that my task may be
nuch mor:e eavq than my expelience gives me the

right to anti.onate. Those rules and usages have

been adopted p.incij'lly for the protection of the

rights of the minori' y against the encroachments of

the dt(minant party ; an;i they are deemed necessary
to preserve order and to expedite business, in all

legislative bodies; hence, wheln.eer it -hall bycome imy
duty to enforce them, you may eCqect ue to do so
to the best of my understanding. In i.ie discharge
of this duty it is more than probable that I will 2ome-
times err; it belongs to man to commit errorsa; bun I
can ar•dure you, gentlemen, that whenever it shill
be n•y mi.fortune to do so, it will be an error of judg-
ment rind not an error of the heart.

"It hnay also happen, in thecourse of the discharge
of myd•uties, that I will be called upon to give my
casting vote on questions of great importance to the
people. of this State. In matters or measures corn-
cernigi our State affairs, and, principalib, the admin-
istratiari of our finances, those who have contributed
to elevate me to the position I now occupy, haveao
right tp expect my co-operation, unless the measure
proposed meets the approbation of my judgmeit.
But if' those qulestions partake of a political nature,
where ,principles or party policy, not conflicting with
the interest or honor of the State, are involved, no
one can doubt how I shall vote, believing as I do, in
the correctness of the principles of tihe Democratic
party, and in their efficacy to promote the interest
of the people, when those p ripciples are properly
understood and are judiciously applied in the admin-
istration of our public affhirs. I shall always cheer-
fully act in concert with my political fiiends, in sus-
tainintg those principles anu in preserving the organi-
zation of the party to which I belong."

My purpose then, was to. lay out the course I in-
tended to pursue in the discharge of my duties, lstt
towar(Js my country, 2d towards you as your presiding
officer, 3d towards the Democratic party by which I
h.rd been elected, without solicitation omn my pa t, to
the second office in tilhe State. Myg:ndeavor s have
always been to discharge all these utlies honestly,
faithfhlly, and impartially, and, indeed, I am not
awar e that I have by any act of ,uite fiiled to do so.
If I have failed in some instances to give entire sat-
i "fiction in the discharge of miy duties as your pre-i-
ding dfficer, it is becaiiuse "to err is humnanr." But
as to iy duties and obligations to the Democratic
party, I know that I have faithfully and scruulously
discharged them. Let the test of Democratic prin-
ciples he applied to my acts and.voten since I have
been in public life; let them be minutely scrutinized
and laid belbre the people of the State, and I am
willinglto stand or fall by them. It may be that I
have acted il somne instances contrary to the wishes,
and pe haps, to the mandates 1of men rho have as

In 'timcs of yore, the ablest expounire.., of t._
Demcenratic creed were properly considered leaders,
but tj eir eloquence and their logic were the beacon
lights whrich guided the patriotism of the people
throughr the storms which more thran once threatened
to engulf our institutions. Then the word party was
syondiutous with principle, and party obligation
mreant allegiance to principle. Now, these words are
constrgl d by some to mean the organization of those
men wit have assumed the leadership if the party,
and a blind obedience to their maudatra. My alle.
giance to the Detiiocaltic party, and nay determina-
tiorto contirnue to act with it, 1 still plbfess, but if
urmyclilow Demodrats of thin State expeqt me to obey
the dictates of leaders who may endeavor to control
its aucirlt by their extraordinary skill in concentra-
ting upon one end, the ambitinr aild'interesta of as-
pining politicians, they are mistaken. "They expect
too mrlch of ire.

When the Democratic -onvention of 1855 nomi-
nated mte as candidate for Lieutenant Governor, they
did so, not only without solicitation on my pert, but
without, my knowledge ot consent; and had I then
consulted my taste and my interests, t would have
declirned the honor which they so unexpectedly con-
ferred Upon me. But I was willing to sacrifice my
iucliuation for private life, and my interests to the
service of my native State and to the success of my
party ;but indeed, 1 have never conceded, nor will
I everetonede, to my fellow Democrats, theright to
exact that I should submit o what I cpiceive to be
more than a gratuitqus.censure on umy character as
a public officer. The course of the Senate, this
mornirig, in electing the comumittee of cppference was
novel, and one which had never 'eddr, resorted to
since I occupied the office which I am nCy about to
resignr During this session5i and upon this very
questio of Apportionment, the officer presiding in
my absence,. appointed, under the rule of. the Senate,
a committee for the same object. 'The course of the
Senate in thus prejudging me, intimates clearly that
they hfve not that'cofldence in my impartiality and
capacity which a presiIng oflicer should snjdy ;unider
theseeircunmstances t I can no longer colrsent to pre-
side over iths boihdy. "I the~1ree unw tender through
you, to the people of Louisiana, my resignation of
the oeice of' ,Liiit. Gover•or; and to them I refer
both: my edhduct -aid yours for judgment. To those
gentlemen whou have hones-ed me with their confi-
deace, I tender my heartfelt thanks, and to .those
who have thought proper .o act torards me as they

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c•utinuation of the road beyond the Bay. We have
determinoed to withdraw the jprds issued in June,
1857, none of which have bee•ld, and to issue
others at from.'20 to 30 years, and ithese are now
being preparedl The necessity ott pstructing the
Rdad, with all possible dirpatch, t6 to boundary of
Texas 'ls so clear, there can be ni'i dilffrence of
opinion that this work is to be, henceforth, the great
object of the Board of Directors, and to which their
constant attention and best exertions are to be de-
voted. We have experienced a succes ion of mis-
haps and obstructions to our progress, from the first
inception of this great enterprise to the present mo-
meut. However, these passed, we find ourselves on
the Atchafalaya, with the road in full operation from
Algiers, and connected with Texas by a line of Steam
Ships, running tri-weekly-our debt greatly reduced,
and our credit undoubted. We have before us the
finest country in the world, both for construction of
the Road, and quick returnsin way of business, after
it is built. The distance from our present terminus
to the Sabine is about 178 miles-the whole line is
staked out-the crossing on the Sabine fixed-lands
entered for Depots, &c., &c., and nothing remains to
be done, but to raise the means for accomplishing the
great object of the Charter, a continuous line of rail-
road from New Orleans to Texas.

The Chief Engineer of the Company has recently
returned from Buikesviile, Texas, nearly opposite to
the Sabine terminus of the Road as fixed by the Board
in December, 1856, and confirmed by an act of the
Legislature. His report is herewith submitted, with
a map, showing the main line of our Road, and all its
proposed connections; among them a branch, coil-
sidered of very great importance, from New Iberia
to •1adison, Texas, just above the parallel of 30 0-
but these are all dubordioate to the constructiol of
the main trunk road, and the realization of the mu-
nificent land grant ofCongress.

This map shows the vast importauce of this Road,
especially when it is considered the commencement
of what must inevitably be the grand route to the
Pacific ocean, traversing as it will, in its whole extent,
a country remarkably favorable for railroad construc-
tion, and rich in mineral and agricultural productions.

Our presentt condition call be stated in a very few
K ords--and it is this-the realized portion of our
capi.'l expended-the floating and mortgage debts

t,ogther about $470,000-but with arrears of stock

and tax subecriptiot
ns 

due us, sufficient with the State
quota, somb res! estate, and the estimated nettearn-

legs of the year, to clear off the greater part of this

indebtedness. For the future, and for continuing the
Road to the Sabine, means to be raised by the Bords

of the Company $2.000.0C;9.-secured by first mort-

gage of the complete and sep.'ate First Grand Di-

vision of the Road, terminating at b. rwick'• Bay, and
sales of lauds between New Orleans ai;d Opelousas.
The punctual payment of the interest on tae Bonds

to be provided for by special, Monthly deposiEa in
bank, secured against withdrawal for any other pu.-
poe whatever, and, front sales of the lands beyond
Opelousas (about 500,000 acres) a sinking funid to
be established, for the final redermption of the Bonds,
and consequent dischargd rf the mo:tgage. Uiac-

quainted with the causes of the delay in proseauting
this important enterprise, the public is impatirent, and
demands immediate and vigoous action. We now
look back upon difficulrti- st lnmounted, and forward
to continued exet iolos, confident of success within a
reasonable time, inasmuch as the securities we will
offer for loans, will be so unexceptionable anrd safe,
t ,at there can be no doubt, the required funds will
be easily ,aised, and n',, good rerrms.-It will be seen
by the :eport of the Vice P, esiHenit, that but for the
inten uptiun of our Ibisiines. by the cre'asses, the
earnings of the road would have greatly exceeded
thone of any former year. In our last report we es-
timrated them at fiorti 390 to $400,000. The Vice
Pre:ident's repot t shows them to amoirt to $225,577,
notwithstan:di:.g the almost entire stoppage of income
for half the year. The account of the Treasurer is
madeup to 31st ultim~n-at that date the Bills Paya-
ble account amnoun:ted to $518,330 93, with a large
amount of calsh onr hand. The Bills Payable account
is this day reduced to $470,438 39.
The Report of the Ch.ef Engineer is confirmatory

of the viers heretofore presented by that officer.

THE EBB OF IMMIGRATION.
It was one of the articles of accusation

aagai't the King of Great Britain, embodied
;i

t h e  e la r a t i
on of Independence, that he

jja} 'ied to ass laws for the encourage-
ment f .;on to to colonies, and it
ment f emigr es e e.d that the
was hirdly to have bee, expe •c t
descendents of the men of tn revn'• ,on
would themselves fall into so suicidal a poi.:'
The records of the Commissioners of Emi-
gration show a prodigious falling off in the
current of emigration to our shores, and al-
though other causes besides the intolerance
and violence of the Know Nothings have
contributed to this result, we cannot overlook
them in accounting for so remarkable a
change.

We find that in 1853 the number of emi-
grants arriving was considerably over 400,-
000; while last year itis cut down to less than
80.000. The opening of new fields of profi-
table labor in Australia and the effect of the
late finaacial hurricane will hardly account
for this notable diminution in the number of
our foreign emigrants to one fifth of what it
was but six years ago. - The breaking out of
the Know Nothing mania in 1853 and 1854
at once out down the wa'te of emigration one-
half, and it has steadily declined until the
present -time, when the late serious embar-
rasment in business, and the depression in
general trade consequent thereon, still fur-
ther diminished its volume.

We are thus reaping the fruit of our foolish
inhospitality and injustice. The theories of
Malthus, if not absurd, are at least riot appli-
cable to a country like ours, where the most
densely populated of our States fall vastly
below the standard of European countries.
As mere labor.machines, every one of the
adult population thus put on our shores, is
worth at least $1,000 to the country, in not
only supplying the means of production, but
stimulating the gnergy of the country gene-
rally•. Over one •-alf of ~a immigraifits are
grown persons in the priaie of life, and most-
ly brought up to active industrial pursuits.
The tocsin of Know Nothingism repelled at
once 200,000 from our shores•- arid thus in
one year substantially abstracted from the
real capital of the country $100,000,000. If
this addition had been mide, it would have
been equivalent to-'al average new.. State,.
and in the six years since the dawn of Know

4Nothingism, we have brobably l.ot a popula-
tion equal to that of ii S:tate lik, Wiscoi:iu
oriMichigan, with thoeincreased value that its
presence alone would add to the wild lands of
our national domain, to say nothing ot.the
money brought and the immediate improve-

;ment ffiected oy,;their labors. ia• This is

A BRAIN AND NERVE PEOPLE.

One would suppose from the almost boundless
extent of our domain, ,the opportunities for being
11 *- pen as the' Ltion 1e. ,which

See yti g tan a th 'ei~ould wi-
s th5 f np . ou influeses,

[as gtea hyslea1 dustoE and develop-
nent. But the contrary seems to' be the case, or

at least there appeara4to be a strong tendency to
the opposite results. There is, we think, -a less

amount of physical stamina exhibited liy the pres-
ent generation than by the last. The men are less
healthy,alternatelymore excited and more languid.
We speak of course of the mas and not of indivi-
dual exceptions. What magnificent specimens
men and women aereour •rnd-fathers and gran
mothers ! What muscle and )one they possessed
of how few pains and achies did they complamn, an<
how few drugs did they eat! This was owing to
the active life they led in a new country, which
required them to be almost ,onstantlv out-doors, in
the sunshine, breathing vigorously the pure air of
heaven. There it no law better established than
that such active exercisedirectly tends to make the
physical system robust, symmetrical and hardy,
subject to few ailments, and capable of lasting a
lone time with very few or no repairs!f he machinery of our bodies, like any other.ma-
chinery, howA'er good it may originallydbe, is sus-
ceptible of abuse It soon shwvs the effects of bad
treatment, whether such treatment arises from ig-
norance or indifference. It is also a well estab-
lished law that children inherit, to a great extent,
the good or bad condition) of their parents. The
law is recognized throughout the whole animal
wnrld. The effects of't ervousness. irritation and
languor brought upon the parents by too great a
tax upon the nervous system through an intense
application to business, the promptings ofambition
or otherwise, therefore, appear in their children,
and they will be more liable to the same influences
through their hereditary taint than their parents
were. Hence, the debilitating current flows on,
unless special pains are taken to arrest it, from
generation to generation, with a constantly aug-
menting velocity. The circumstances in which
the people of this country find themselves placed
are directly calculated to produce and foster, un-
duly, an intensified condition of the brain and nerves
not at all healthy or productive of normal results,
either mental or material. These circumstances
are found in the nature of our instititions, in virtue
of which the highest office in the Republic is open
to the aspirations of the humblest and poorest boy
in the land, and the facilities for the acquisition of
competence and wealth which are held out to the
active and enterprising. These appeal strongly to
our powers of ambition. We become excited, we
plunge headlong into the surging, foaming sea, and
struggle fiercely for the coveted good which we
should not do if we did not think success fairly
within our reach, and depending entirely upon our
efforts. Hence,our intense activity, eagerness aind
boundless ambition. Our brains. as it were, take
fire and are almost consumed in the conflagration
in which our lives are spent. Under these condli-
tions and circiumstancesthe children of the country
are born. Is it any wonder that they should pos-
sess, to so great an extent, tremendous cerebral de-

bodies? Then,

to mend the matter, they are hurried offto school,
as though every moment spent out of it were so
much time lost, hurried.through the scholastic mill
with a full head of water and every inch of steam
oin that the. gear call possibly bear, and by the time
they fairly begin to grow, they come out, full
dtedged, little gentlemen and ladies.

instead of being restrained in ord,i to give the
rest of the body some chance to caterh up with the
brain, if we may so speak, in order that a just and
healthy equilibrium may be established and a }or-
mal foundation laid for the future edifice, every
artifice is resorted to in order to maake that yet
more active and restless which is already too much
so. The intense brain of the yet little prattler is
plied with all'sorts of mental stimulus, the parent
vies with the teacher and the teacher he
parent, and the little victim is litterally loaded dk? ,
with a package of books nearly as large as himsetr,
as he labors on manfully aind heroically towards the
house of bondage, a veritable martyr to the hot-bed,
high-pressure system of forcing which has been
inaugurated. Under the operation of all these com-
bined causes, is the terrible, infantile and adoles-
cent waste of life which every year witnesses in
this country, surprising ? Itis the terrible penalty
for terrible abuses.

We submit that we have drawn no imaginary or
over-colored picture. There is no fancy about it.
It is simply the recital of the stern reality, as ten
thousand darkened rooms and desolate hearts
throughout the country can bear testimony,

attention to the development of the body instead of
the mind till such a substratum of physical vigor
has been secured as will be competent to endure
the mental strain to which it will be subsequently
subjected. Except with very sluggish natures,
there is no danger of a want of sufficient am ion.
It is the great, predominant American passion
which, like Aaron's rod, is in danger of swallowing
up everything which stands in the way of its grati-
fication to.succomb to its power.

The evils to which we have glanced abound to a
much greater extent in cities than in the country,
because there are greater facilities for promoting
bodily vigor in the cotintry than in the towns and
cities, and at the same time less facilities in the
coutntry l'or the forcing,scholastic system. An ex-
tensive glove dealer informs us that the size of
gloves for the American market has been growing
less ald less ever since he has been in the trade;
while there is said tobe, as a general rule. a marked

Our barids, .afigs, etc., are exercised too
little, our brains too rnuch. Hence, the nervous
excitability, the dispepsia, etc., of our adult popula-
tion, and the terrible •iortalityI mong children.

SPEECH OF Lois NAPOLEON.-WOe find in
the St. Louis papers of the 26th ultimo a
somewhat detailed account of the speech de-
liverediy the French Emperor at the ope-
Inng ofthe LEgislature on the 7th. The re-
port of ihe speech forms part of the news by
the Canada, which arrived at Halifax on the
24th February, with dates from Liverpool
to the 12th:

The session of the French Legislature was
opened on the 7th instant, with an important
speech from the Emperor. The Emperor,
referring to the existing agitation, stated that
it was excited without any apparent and im-
minent danger, and after expressing regret at
the disquietude, and pointing to his peaceful
policy as a proof of his moderation, he procee-
ded to speak as follows:

To-day it is my duty to explain again
what you appear to have forgotten, what have
ever been my feelings, to reassure Europe;
to restore France to her true rank among na-
tions; to cement closely an alliance with En-
gland, and to regulate with the continental
powers the extent of our relations according
to and in conformity with our views, and the
relation towards France was in that spirit,
that on the eve of my third election I made
at Bordeaux the declaration " The Empire is
peace," and anxious to prove by that expres-
sion that, although the heir of Napoleon I.
had ascended the throne, he would inaugu-,
rate a system which could only be disturbed
for the purpose of defending great national
interests. With respect to the alliance with
England, I have used all my perseverance to
consolidate, it and have found a happy reci-
procation of sentiment on the part of the
Queen, and of statesmen of every shade of opi-
nion. Also to attain that end so valuable to
the peace of the world have I thrown aside all
opportunities of reviving and irritating rc-
membrance of the past, of the calumuious at-
tack dictated by prejudice, and even by the
natural antipathies of my own country. This
alliance has borne its fruits. Not only have
we acquired a lasting glory in the east, but
at the extremity of dhe world. We have just
opened an immense empire to the progress of
civilization, and the Christian religion "

He says, " The relations with Europe have
assumed the frankest cordiality. The rela-
tion with Prussia have never ceased to be
animated by nutual good will The cabinets
of Vienna and France, on the contrary, I
speak it with regret, have disagreed upon
important qued-,'ns., and it required the most

conciliatory sparl t9 succeed in arranging
them. For instance, the reconst'uction of
the Principalities was not completed without
many difficulties. Were I asked what inter-
est France has in those distant countries, I
should reply that the interest of France is
every where, there is just cause, and where
civilization ought to be made to prevail In
this state of things, it is nothing extraordi-
nary that France should draw closer to Pied-
mont, which has proved herself so devoted
during war, and fiaithful to our policy during
neace.

The marriage of my well-beloved cousirf
had no hid4den meaning, but was the natural
consequence of the community of interest of
the countries and the friendship of their sove-
reigns for some time. The state of Italy, her
abnormal position, where order cannot be ob-
tained except by for,.ign troops, gives just
cause for anxiety to diplomacy. This, how-
e~ecr, is not a sufficient motive to give rise to
the belief in war. Some may invoke it with
all their heart without legitimate reasons;
others may, in their exaggerated fears,; en-
deavor to show to France the dangers of a
coalition. It shall remain firm and invulne-
rable in the path of right and justice and na-
tional honor, and my government will not al-
low itself to be either led away or intimidated
because my policy will be either provocative
or pusillanimous. Far be it from us, then
these unjust suspicions, these interested ap-

pyh'eusions. Peace, I hope, wiil not be dis-

tu;, •d 2--:'Ime calmly the usual course of

yoir labors. h Lave frankly explained the

state of our foreign rembioOs, anuu~ : explan-
ation corresponds with all I have ni;de know•
during the last two months, both at houie and 1
abroad. You will find my policy has never
ceased to be firm, but conciliatory ; thereiobre
I confidently rely on your support as well as
upon that of the nation that has entru: td its
fate to me. 'Tis well known that never 'hall
personal interest nor a party ambition guide
my actions. When supported by popular
sentiments we ascend a throne and acquire
so grave a responsibility we rise far above
that infamous region where vulgar interests
are debated and the first motives of our ac-
tions are the last judges-God, conscience and
prosperity. [The effect of the speech was un-
favorable, notwithstanding the pacific nature ]

GOING TO CUBA FOR HEALTH.-A corres-

pondent of the St. Louis Republican, who
has been some time on the Island, makes a
touching appeal, "from dear bought expe-
rience and in the name of humanity," on this
subject: "Invalids, do not come to Cuba for
your health. How many consumptives have
bid adieu to their native land and have never
returned." In Cuba you can have no com-
fort. The hitels are miserable things. You
have to sleep on astripof canvas, at best. You
have no attendance. Your laws and habit:s
are all changed; and the climate, though
lovely in itself, is exceedingly unfavorable to
diseased lungs. And then if you die on this
island it will cost your friends $600 before
your remains can be taken away. If you die
poor, ar.d the above expenses are not paid,
your remains are taken in -the public dead
cart, and-your body iapitched, into. a ditch
among the remains of the paupers and of those
who have been executed. The $600 is made
up as follows; coffn $175, embalming $200,
church tax $72; hotel for bedding, about
$40; the Governmes t tax, undertaker's fee;
etc., etc., all of these. biks must be paid be-
fore Government willallow the remains to
leave the ishud. The writer expresses but
the common opinion-of all who have ever vi-
sited the Island, especially in his advice to
those who go there with consumption. The
climate is too debilitating, and comforts too
few for invalids of that class.

GOLD. -We learn from the New York
Shipping List that the influx of the precious
metals from California does not diminish an
iota, notwithstanding the dileterious effects of
the extreme cold weather upon mining opera-
tions in some portions of the country. The
yield of gold in California for 1858 is estima-
ted at $65.550,000, and the total yield since
1848 at $600,000,000. The mines of Aus-
tralia continue to yield to a fair extent, the
total yield since 1851 being estimated at
about $400,000,000, which is nearly as great
as California. Notwithstanding the discove-
ries of gold in Australia, New Caledonia, and
various other ples of minor import, which
have followed each other in rapid succession,
since California opened her rich treasure
vaults, she has lost none of her importance,
but has steadily and surely gained increased
notoriety and consequence, and still maintains
her position as the chiefest of the-gold proda-
ing eirnatriea.
