MJISCELLANY.
THE TWO NAPOLE.ON8.

Na oleon I was butvtenty-six years of age
when, oinied to the command of the army
of Italy. Before he had entered upon his
twcuty-seventh he had won the battles of
Monte Notte, Millessiwno and Mondovi; for-
ccd the terrible passage of the bridge of Lo-
di; entered Milan in triumph;,.seized upon
the great iron crown of Lombairdy, though
not yet crowned driven the Austgans out of
Mantuafbeaten the Tyrol army of Wurmser
at Castiglione; forced Parma, Modena, Rome;
and even Naples, into submissi n; in fine, re-
duced all Italy, from the Alps'to the Papal
dominions, under hip sway. And his army
numbered but 35,000 men, and those poorly
clothod and badly provisioned.

Napoleon III enters the same grand battle
field in his 52d year. IIe has no personal
esnerience•'n is'supported 'y well tr•ldd' te
terans of the Algerian and Crimean wars-
Pelissier, Mclahon, Randon, Neill, Canro-
bert, Castellam, Magnan, Baraguay d'Hil-
lieres-and, for active offensive war, the fin-
est army in Europe, the largest, most indivi-
dual in character, most ambitious, best disci-
plined and best equipped. He has,however,
himself a large and valuable theoretical
knowledge of the art of war. There is no
man probably living who has read more,
or written more on military subjects than Na.
peleon 111. Several of his treatises are, we
believe, the standard works in Europe in the
departments of the science of which they
treat. He has also been, from his youth, a
careful and sagacious observer of military af-
fairs throughout the world--of the two great
Algerian and Crimean wars in particular, the
opeirations of the first of which, since his ac-
cession, and of the last from the beginning,
he has the credit of conducting.

Napoleon I was young, but a mere strip-
pling; Napoleon II is in the vigor of mature
manhood. This was studious virtuous, tem-
perate even to abstemiousness, unknown, with-
out money and without friends: the other is
a riotous liver lascivious, commands money
and friends without number, and fills the
world with his name. This was open, frank,
sincere, full of sympathy with his men, with
whom he lived on the most familiar terms,
sharing their joys and sorrows and dangers,
impqrting to them his plans and designs, even
his inmost thought; the other is cold, distant,
reticent to a proverb, imparting his cou;lsels
to none, hardly letting his left hand know what
his right hand doeth, and familiar with none.
Napoleon I, in fine, was still in the fire'of
youth, active,4nterprising, a man of genius,
indeed, from the promptings of which he al-
ways acted. Napoleon the III is past the
middle age;. inactive, but mature is judment,
upon which, and upon his theoretical knowl-
edge, he has alone to rely. It will be curious
for the future historian to run the parallel of
their respective careers.

AN AMERICAN AMAZON IN PARIS.-A Pa-
ris correspondent of the New York Tribune
writes: Miss T., known on the turf at Paris
as the fair Amazon of Washington, was so
brilliant at the races on her horse, jet black,
save a white star on the forehead, that her ap-
pearance was hailed every where with admira.
tion and applause. A more lovely person
cannot be imagined ; she guides playfully the
most redoubtable courser. Beelzebub, the
name of Miss T.'s horse is so untamable and
ferocious, that no rider can mount him, nd
groom guide or stall him. He has already
killed an Englishman, named Thomas Dixon;
who undertook to groom him in the stable.
IRarey was powerless to tame this terrible ani-
mal. Three persons only can approach Beel-
zebub, the first is Mliss T. herself.
