A later despatch from the headquarters of
the All ed'amnp says that the people of Milan
hal risen against ihe Austrians, and that
the latte. had evacuated the city and castle.

In the precipitation of their flight, the
Alsti ans left all the canop and treasure of
their army behind them.

Another despatch from Hleadquarftrs
says:

"We are ericumhered with prisoners. We
have taken 12,000 Austrians."

The Austrian accounts by way of Vienna
do not differ materially from thie French, but
they claim that the result of the contest was
undecided.

They acknowledge, however, the evacu.
ation of Milain.

The London Times, of June the 8th, says:
"This hard-fought battle is even yet unde-

cided, but on the whole the French have the
best of it."

The statement that Gen. Canrobet was
mortally wounded rests only on report.

The followingis the fill Austrian account
of the battle by way %f Vienna:

"There was a fierce battle afTurbigo and
Buffalora, on the 4th.

"At first only two brigades, of the first
corps were engaged, but thet. wefe subse.
quently reinforced.
"On the afternoon of the same day the

third Austrian corps took part in the action,
which was severely contested".

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IS SCHOOL TEACHING DIGNIFIED.
The errors of mankind are innumerable; every

age and country has had its share; but, among the
all, there is scarcely one reiarkable or more di-
sastrous in itsfinfluences than that which has
prhvailed. and still does in mranydnlightened na-
tions, oar'ownhmot excepted, namely: that persons
witho.ut any speciat'.quaificatioas, nay, even those
who are u:Ifit for any other occupation. may make
very tolerable instructors of youth. No fallacy
can he more preposterous. and no course of action
more shortsighted, than that which has resulted
from it. It is not thus that they think and act on
other subjects.

To say nothing of the learned Professions, in
any one of which a man might seek long for em-

-ployment

preparation; 

they 
who 

build 
our

houses, make our shoes. teach our sons to ride and
daughters to dance, and cut our coats and hair,
must all understand their business; and an appren-
, ticeship of several years must be served by a cabi-

net maker, before he is allowed to undertake the
formation of an elegant piece of furniture, when
nothing can result from failure but the loss of the
rude m terial and the workman' s=time. But the
youthful mind, that most delicate and complex
piece ofthe Almighty's workmanship is commit-
ted to men who have never studied even the first
principles of its structure, and that too, at a time
when its purts are more easily disarranged, and
when such disarrangement produces the most fatal
and lasting results. As long as such views prac-

i tically prevail, it is in vain to look for the fruits of
wise and thoroughrinstruction. Little can be effec-
ted towards raising popular educatiomito its proper
level, till we have a supply of teachers trained to
their business, and the occupation of teaching takes
rank among the learned professions. When the
title of School Master, now almost a reproach,
shall be a passport to respect, then, and not till
then, will the general eduscation be what it ought
to be; and who is entitled to a higher degree of
consideration from the community, than the com-
petent, faithful, laborious instructor of youth?
What nobler work can task the human energies,
than that of training immortal beings to act well
their part in life, and to enjoy the rewards of vir-
tue through interminable ages. It may be affirmed
withoutthe least hesitation, that there is no offiQ-
in geiieral society more important and honorable
than that of teaching the young, and none on which
the present arnd future happiness of the race de-
tend. But, in consequence of an almost unlversal
deficiency ofqualifications, the office has been ren-
dered inefficient for the great purposes of human
improvement, and the teacher hiomself degraded
from the rank which he ought to hoid in the scale
of society.

He must be raised to his proper elevation in that
scale, or we must be content to forego the advan-
tages of a highei moral and intellectual develope-
ment of the popular mind.

Without qualified teachers te connot have good
schools. Nor can we have tl ese qualified teach-
ers unless the occupation of teaching is raised to
the rank of a learned profession; until teaching is
looked upon us.a science.

ENGLAND AND THE WAR.

The attentive reader of European intelligence
can scarcely have failed to remark the cool, if not
absolutely hostile tone displayed towards France
by the London Iimes since the commencement of
'the war with Austria. We have seen lettres writ-
ten by the regular correspondent of the Times from
Sardinia which studiously represent the people of
that kingdom as altogether inimical to the policy
or their sovereign, and disposed to weloome the
Austrian as friends. Even the telegraphic accounts
of the battle at Montebello furnished to the Times
by its letter-writers rather favor Austria, hinting
at the superiority of force on the part of the French
depreciating the fight to a fifth-rate victory, accu-
sing Loris NAPOLEON of inordinate ambition, and
indulging in warm panegyrics of the great tenacity
and courage of the Austrians. In fact, everysince
the oobreak of hostilities, the T'imes has evinced a
foregoing determination to disparage France, and
to traduce the motives of her monarch. That in-
fluential sleet has been swift to catch up and cir-
culate eve' flying run.mor prejudicial to the good
faith and Ibnor of Louis NAPoLEoa; such for in-
stance as the publication of an imaginary treaty,of
alliance between France andtRussia. It has inti-
mated repeatedly that the ruler of the French is
only awaiting a favorable opportunity to exhibi
his inborn enmity to England; and on every possi-
ble occasion it has sought apparently to stir up and
foment those strong international prejudices be-
twe Englishmen and Frenchman which cordial
unde ndings and profelsions of mutual friend-
ship a esteem have imperfectly smothered, but
can nver wholly extinguish.

No he London Times has an object in playing
this semingly dangerously game, and that object
will notbe deemed atall extraordinary by those
who arffamiliar wit hthepolicy which governs that
astute jpournabL The Times never attempts to com-
batpubtlit pisnion in Great Britain, but has often
evinced wonderful sagacity in perceiving it while
is a-latent state. Netser does the Times run coun-
ter to the will of the natron. The sentiment of the
peQple is the sentiment of the Times, and the sole
marked suieriority of that print over its cotempo-
raries consists in this, that it discovers the tendency
of the popular mind whilst in the embryonic state,
and thus appears to direct and shape -it while in
reality it merely hastens its birty and develop-
ment. To,apply thlis rule to the case in point is
easy. We have ,not aparticle of doubt that the
London Times discerns the latent hatred towards
France cherished by the British people, and which,
if the war continues, will be certain to exhibit it-
self in an open and visible form. It sees clearly
enough that England cannot do otherwise than feel
averse to a war which may increase materially
the terrtorial possessioBs of her great rival, and
must in any event add considerable to the already
ovelshadoywsig, prestige: of hepr mrilitary renown.

LAnGE Sn•PMENTS OF SPEciE.--The re-
cent enormous shipments of specie from New
York to Europe are exciting *much remark
in that city. The Persia on the 25th took
out over $3,000,000, the largest amount of
specie wwjch erer left that port in a single
ship-and that, too, after $8,451,000 had al-
ready been despatched during the month.
The steamships Arago and Vigo and We•*ir,
were to have sailed, from New York last
week, and it was thought that they w car-
ry out nearly if not quite as miuchns th
sia. This,will give a shipmentof over ri -
teen and a half millions in a single month.
The New York Times thinks that, in view
of the large imports of the year thus far, it
will not be safe to assume that less than
eight or ten millions a month for the next
three months will be exported to Europe
The Times adds:

This cannot fail to make itself very srie;
ously felt upon the banks, and through'them
upon general business. A return current
may possibly set in, but this is too remote a
chance to serve as a basis for financial action.
It is not felt just at the present moment,, be-
cause it comes upon us at the dull season of
the year, when there is but little demandfoi
money for business purposes. But dull as
it is, the banks are already expanded to twice
the amount of their capital-and if, under
my sudden alarm, ,the banks were to adopt
precautions against these excessive ship-
ments, it would uidoubtedly create a very
decided stringency in the money, market
even now. By-and-by. however-!- Auiga
and September, the Southern and Westsed~
deposits will be required to move the crop,
and they will no longer be available for the
support of our money market, and something
very much likea crisis may then occur.
