PEMBERTdON MILL DISASTER.
Full and dreadful particulars.

i Our Western exchanges come to us this mor-
i ning with full and heart-rending particnlars of
s the late dreadful calamity at Lawrence,.Mass., of

f which we have already had dispatches:
LAWRENCE, Masa., Jan. 10.-One .of the most

terrible catastrophes on record occurred in this
-city this afternoon. The Pemberton Mills fell
t with a sudden crash at about five o'clock, while
some six or seven hundred operatives were at
work. The mills are a complete wreck. Some
two or three hundred persons are supposed to be
still in the ruins.

At present, it is impossible to give anything
like a correct statement of the loss of life, but from
the best authority it is believed that at least two
hundred are dead in the ruins. Eighteen dead ho-
i dies have already been taken out, together with
some twenty-five persons mortally wounded. be-
sides some fifty in different stages of mutilation.

Mr Chase, the agent of the mill, and Mr. Howe,the treasurer, escaped by running from the falling
building.

It is impossible yet to tell the cause of the dis-
aster.

Our reporter has just come from the ruins. and the
sines there beggar all description. Some two or
more acres of ground are piled up with every des-
I cripi• of machinery of the fallen buildings.
Hlige-oonfires are burning to light two or three

•nousand persons who are at work, as if for their
own lives, to rescue the unfortunate persons, many
of whom are still crying and begging to be released
from their tortures.

Every few minutes some poor wre! ch is dragged
from his prison, and it is heart-rending to hear
their cries as they are drawn out with legs and
arms crushed and torn. One man, shockingly
mangled, cut his own throat to end his agony.

The whole city seems to be in mourning.
Many are running through the streets arid with
frantic cries are searching the ruins, Temporary
hospitals have been arranged for those rescued.
Many stood by the wreck frigid with despair, af-
ter a terrible crash caused by the cleaning away
threatened death to all who may still be alive in
the ruins. Gen. H. K Oliver is couspicious and
active in directing those personswho are enidea-
voring to rescue the victims of the disaster.

Gangs of men,with ropes below, are ciintalnly
dragging out huge pieces of the wreck which im-
prison so many. Some of the rescuers were killed
in their humane efforts. Since we left the scene
of disaster reports of more of the dead and dying
are constantly coming to us. Surgeons are coming
in from all directions, and everything that can be
done at such a painful moment is doing for the sut-
fering victimes of tne fatal calamity;,the mystery
of which will have to be cleared up by an inquest.

11: 30 P. M.- At about 10 minutes alter 05
o'clock this afternoon our citizens were.warned
by the cry of fire, which proceeded from the Pem-
berton Mill, about four-fifths of which had fallen
a shapeless mass, without the slightest warning to
the nearly 800 human beings who were then at
work. The building was never considered to be
as staunch as it ought to be. It was built above
seven years ago, and was then thought a sham: in-
deed, before the machinery was put in, the ' walls
spread to such an extent that some 22 tons of iron
slats were put in to save it from falling by its own

tn. From the best information that can be gathered,
mt the biilding appeared to crumble and fall from the

The street are filled with a mass of human be-
ings, every one eager to do and see and hear.

Friends who before the fire were alternating be-
tween hope and fear, are now settling down into
hopeless despair.

A portion of the operatives had left for supper s
previous to the falling of the building, abcut 600
remaining. The building was five stories high,
280 feet long, by 70 wide with a wing on the west
side 45 feet square, shaped like the letter L. It ran 2

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John Ward, operator in the carding-room of the
second story, who was miraculously saved with his
wife, describes his eseape as fdildws:

"I waP i9 the carding room with h second
overseer, I•gjening up. It was five or tei min-
ufes before "ve, and we had but a few burness

lighted. Suddenly we heard. a loud thundering
crash overhead, and looking up saw the shafting
coming down all over the room; terrified I stood
fastened to the spot, although I knew the building
was coming on me; then I heard the overseer
shout. I tried to jump out the rubbish, but some-
thing struck me sensless: when I came to I found
myseliTn the rubbish coveidif--vif i hliiod from
wounds on my face. Finally I crawled up and got
to the top and found a lot of ruins hanging over me,
which liked to have taken my life,but I succeeded
in getting out. - I passed a dead girl and two man-
gled bodies. When first I was knocked down I
fell undera heavy grinding stone, which was too
heavy to give way to the weight above."

Ward found his wife at the City Hall.
The following is one of the heart-rending inci-

dents.-
Margaret Hamilton, aged 14. This was her first

day's work. Her devoted mother attended, and
when asked what injuries her daughter had receiv-
ed, replied: "Her arm is broken, and her head is
broken, and, oh, my God! (and here the poor wo
man burst into tears,) my poor darling is all brok-
en!" The unfortunate girl died to-day. The daugh-
ter was the main support of the mother • td four
children.

Miss- Olive Bridges, bf Calais, Maine, who
work in the fiflh story, seized the hoisting chain of
the elevator, azid went safely down, and escaped
uninjured.

Before the building canght fire, a number of those
imprisoned beneath the ruins could be seen and
conversed with. Drinks and refreshments in some
cases were passed to them.

When the fire spread over the'ruins, they found
escape hopeless, and bid adieu to friends, and in
sevesal cases gave directions as to the disposition
oftheir effects. In one part of the building a hole
was battered through a wall, and through it could
be seen three young women, who said they were
not at all injured: One thrust her arm through
the small hole, and begged to be drawn throngh
it; but-before the apertnre could be made large
enough, the flames drove the men away, and the
prisoners perished,

A jury was summoned, who, after reviewing the
dead, adjourned until to-morrow.

The insurance on the mills was $415,000-said
to be against fire only.I.

TIHE MiSSISSIPPI RIVER.-The Mississippi
;ivcr is now rising rapidly along its whole
line. In the lower valley, the river begins
to excite serious apprehensions. At Pointe
Coupde, for several days, it has been rising
at the rate cf twelve inches in twenty-four
hours. The rise has been quite as great just
above this city.

At the present moment, the river.opposite
New Orleans presents an angry, turbid, tu-
multuous aspect. The waves sweep along
with great power. The surface of the stveam,
broken into great whirls or eddies, tosses
about the heavy drift wood as feathers are
driven by the breeze.

We do not yet anticipate a great flood, but
there is enough of warning for all to prepare
to resist serious danger. We will continue to
live under more or less of apprehensions until
we shall have adopted a levee system that
fully meets the necessities of the case.
