the jury. The 1st. See .of the " act relative
to crimes and offenses" enacts: See. 1. Who-
ever shall commit the crime of willful murder,
on conviction thereof, shall suir ,ath, and
the 25th Sec. of the act relative to tminal
proceedings enacts: "Sec. 25,., That~jn all
cases where the punishment denoon..u by
law is death, it shall be lawful for the jure
to qualify their verdict by adding ,
'without capital punishment.' And* when-
ever the jury shall return a verdict qualified
as aforesaid, the person convicted shall oe
sentenced to hard labor for life in the State
Penitentiary." In this case the jury belie-
ving that justice and public policy demanded
the severer example, returned an unqualified
verdict of guilty-the doom of death.
