:4O-. which is in the wordsfollowing, to wit:I An Act recognizing the survey of the Grande

Chrni re Island, State of Louisiantr( , , ved by
the Surveyor General, and for otrl`r purposes.

Be it enacted bit the Senate i4id Holuse of Repre-
sentatices of the United States of America, in Con-
preas assembled, That the anomalous survey of the
G(rande Chrnibre Islartl, in the South-Western Dis-
trict of Louitiana, as al -s,'oved by R. W. Boyd, Sur-
veyor General, on the 2'2'-" -lay of February 1852,
be, and the same is herebyJlconufirmed, and persons
residing thereon at the date- this Act, who, accor-
ding to .the preeauption 4wa nowian force, wicid be
entitled to a preemption, shall be illowed such right
on the lands referred to' in this bill ; but such pre-
ference right shall he confined to the single subdivi-
sion of land upon which the party may reside, and
shall exceed in no case 160 acres.
