Honduras.

The following extracts from the series
of letters on this subject, published in
the Canton (Miss.) Mail, will be found
of great interest, because they show that
country in a different light from other I
writers, as regards the sobriety of its i
people and the productiveness of its
soil :

Now what about the sobriety and or- 1
der argument? At 4 o'clock P. M. pre- i
t.isely, the principle stores of the town
of Belize are closed; no more business
done for the day. At that hour, the ne-
groes having also ceased from their la-
bors, begin to congregate in large crowds
in front of the rum shops of the town,
where, until the gun fires at 8 o'clock P'.
M., a fiery liquid is dealt out to them at
from two and a half to five cents a drink.
The visitor can, if he wishes, see on
every day of the week, in front of Jex's
rum shop, no less than twenty or thirty
negroes, in all the stages of intoxication.
A merchant of the place gave me his
opinion that there were more drunken
men there than in any other place of its t
size in the world. Here is exhibited to
the traveller the Ethiopian in. I might I
almost say, his natural or depraved
state. And here, I would again assert, I
the rules of decency are as much disre- 1
garded as are the laws of virtue. Per- I
Laps it would be saying too much to sug-
gest that the precepts of that law the 4
majority of the inhabitants of "Eden"
are in total ignorance, and that the law
itself must have been left out when this
innocent and law-abiding people fra•ed
their moral code. From what coad
learn. I would say that it is of frequent
occurreuce, even among the bon ton•, for
a-ouples to dispense altogether with the
services of a minister or priest. When
they do conclude to live together as the
rules of decency and the laws of God re-
quire, Belize is shaken to its shallow
foundation by discharges of artillery-
drums are furiously beaten, and the flags
of many nations are displayed from the
house-tops. It was my good fortune to I
witness a marriage ptocession. T'he hap-
py couple, attended by a large and in-
teresting family of grown sons and daugh-
4crs, took- through the principal streets of
the town, so that those not invited to
the church might have an opportunity
of seeing something nice.

But is the land so rich and productive
as it is represented to be, and will it pay
to cultivate it? The opinion of several
gentlemen, whom I questioned on that
point, is that the cultivation, or the
plowing of the laud will not only kill
a growing crop, but will render the land
totally unprodactive. A gentleman of
the Toledo neighborhood informed me
that, as an experiment, he gave'a portion
of his corn a working with a hoe, and
that it not only ceased to grow, but in a
few days died.
The land of the colony wcill ot' bear

cultivation, and yet land should be culti-
vated to make it produce, for a time, re-
iuunerative crops. I noticed that when
the timber is cut off the land, the latter
is baked or hardened by the san. In
fact, as far as I am able et judgiug, hav-
ing walked over what is said to be the
richezt laud in the colony, it very much
resembles the pratie lands of Lowudes
and Nozubee counties of this State. It
has the same tendency to crack open, as
they do in the summer months, by direct
exposure to the sun.

Comimou sense must teach a wan,
though lecturers afirm to the contrary,
that ho cannot expect to gather large
crops from land off of which every year
is taken a most tremendous and exhaus-
tive yield of cane. He must know that,
as soon as the manure of vegetable mat-
ter is exhausted, and as soon as the roots
of the trees and vine! cease to act me-
chanically by keeping the soil loose and
porous, the land wii "ruun together,"
and become so hard! and compact that
nothing can be done without ma plow.

I imagine from the manner in which
the Caribt now cultivate the lands in the
Toledo neighborhood, and from the man-
ner of their previous cultivation, that
they discovered by experience the truth
of the above common sense deduction.

lie sub-leased to two Americans
Brown and Mooring, for the remainder
of the term, at original terms. These
gentlemen expended upon the place!
$300. Their income was the proceeds
of 3,000 cocoanuts sold to the Trade
Wind for $30, and which they delivered
at a cost to them of $40. This place was
thoroughly plowed; four crops were
planted, and all of them were complete
failures.

Carroll leased a place on Belize river,
fifteen miles from Belize, at $100 rent (
per year. This fine plantation had a
two-story frame house on it; about eight
or ten acres cleared. C. kept it six
months, worked very hard during that
time, and expended on it $200. Income -
the proceeds of the sale of 400 sticks of
logwood, at fifty cents per hundred.
Then sub-leased the place to David
James for $50. James thought that
something might be done. He did it.
Got in debt; tied the country to prevent
an inglorious incarceration in the coun-
ty jail.

The farming interests not bringing in
such handsome returns as they were led
to expect, some Americans engaged pret-
ty extensively in the cocoa-nut business.

Thompson and Oladowske, two enter-
prising gentlemen, formerly of Bragg's
staff, leased an island from the British
Honduras Company, they agreeing to
bear all expenses and deliver to the Com-
pany one half the nuts as paymeut of
lease. The island has upon it probably
over 175,000 trees. They shipped a car-
go of 7,000 nuts to New Orleans. Their
merchants in N. O. charged them no
commissions for selling. Messrs. T. and
O. realized a lose of seventy-five cents
on their shipment. Mr. Carey, of New
Orleans, leased Mansibique point foi, I
eam informed, $600. lie lost heavily and
abandoned the place.

It is probable, if these gentlemen had
purchased a recipe from Burnett and
opened a hair oil business, they might
have succeeded better.

Letter writers and eloquent lecturers
hinted very broadly that there was a
vast deal of money in the logwood busi-
ness. Messrs. Moore and Griffin. of the
"States," tried it: lost all they had, and
fled the country, in debt. Nichols and
Barrow, of Louisiana, two hard-working
gentlemen, tried it; spent all the money
theyrratd, and came back to the States.

Duvall, the founder of the city of Rich-
mond, county of Confederate, colony of
Honduras-atrity of one inhabitant-has
been residing in the said city two years.
lie finds business a 'ileetle dull."

Two brothers named Carpenter, from
New Orleans, planted on Ambergris Is-
land; put in rice and corn and melons
for Belize market. Crab fish ate them
up. Tried repeatedly. Failed every
time. Lost all their money. Left in
disgust.

Gen. King planted on Lake Manitun;
put in seven or eight crops, all of which
made complete failures. At one time,
the General was elated with the pros-
pects of a fine crop of corn, at least 50
bushels to the acre. When it grew tol
be breast high, every stalk died in two
or three days' time, and not a nubbin
was maude. An interesting letter wrote
to the States for publication, a letter,
stating that Gen. King had planted four
hundred acres of cotton, and that the
same was growing finely,--in fact, was
looking better than any cotton he had
ever seen.

Gen. K. had never planted a seed of
cotton, nor had he a stock of cotton on
the place. Having sunk several thou-
sand dollars, the gentleman I am in-
formed, has removed to New Orleans,
where, the writer hopes, he may do good
in keeping others from the promised
land.
