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The Income Tax.

The assistant assessors a busily engaged
in their several districts in ending notices to
citizens to make returns of their incomes, so
that the tax due the Govern ent on all incomes
exceeding $2000 may be colic ted:

The taxable income of eac person is deter-
mined by adding together th following items :
the gains or profits of busine a for the year; the
wages or salary received for services from any
government, corporation r other employer;
the rents received from ho see and lands; the
interest on notes, bonds o mortgages, or on
money lent on any or on no curity; the profits
of speculation in stocks, ids or gold, and
those obtained upon the le of any houses or
lands during the year which been purchased
within pro years preceding and the dividends
upon stocks or shares, exce t that the dividends
of corporations which have hemselves withheld
the tax from stockholders, and paid it to the
United States, are not to included, nor that
part of the salary of officers of the United State
from which the tax has be n deducted at the
time of payment, nor an pension paid to a
soldier or sailor.

From the aggregate ineu e as thus determin-
ed, each tax-payer will duct the national,
State, Oounty and municip 1 taxes paid by him
during the year; all losses in business, not in-
cluding any estimated reciation of values;
the amount of interest pa during the year;
the rent of land for cultiv ion and of premises
for business purposes, and the wages of labor
paid out for business pa se; the rent of the
house and rooms occupied as a residence; but
not the rental value, if ow ed by the tax-payer
himself; and the amount aid for ordinary re-
pairs, but not for permine it improvements.

The remainder of the gr se income, after these
deductions are made, cous itutes the net inconfe
for the year; and two the sand dollars are fur-
ther to be deducted from his amount. The re-
mainder is the taxable in me, on which a tax
of 2 percent. istobe 1 ied and paid. This
tax is due and payable on or before the 13th day
of April next- and a pen ty of 5 per cent. upon
the amount of the tax, a d of interest at the
rate of I per cent. per mo th, is to be levied for
neglect to make payment at the time, or within
ten days after the collee shall have demanded
the tax.

Paris, April 2, Eve ing.-A serious en.
gagementoeuarred t is morning between
the Goverdnment tro pa and the Commnu
nists.

Communists fled. Twenty-fiver insur-
gents were killed and many wounded.

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BA'EZ AND HIS ARMY,

Whe Gallant President of San
Domingo and his lol-

lowers.

I may say indeed that there can be no
reasonable doubt of the sentiment of the
population. If that is to decide the ques-
tion of annexation, the solution is easy.
They are unanimously in favor of it. As
Mr. Wade says: '-They would be con-
demned fools if they were not." But
whether it is worth our while to accept
the island is another matter altogether.
I wrote you when we firstlandedat Santo
Domingo City that Baez was excited
over a rumored activity of Cabrel on the
frontier. The stir lasted for several days.
Cabrel was reported to be marching up-
on Azua with all his forces (they number
about 2,000!), and Baez either was or
pretended to be seriously alarmed. I
had the inestimable privilege of witness-
ing the muster. of the Dominican force
which was dispatched to meet the in-
surgents. All the available soldiers in
and near the capital were got together
inside the walls. They were barefooted,
ragged, dirty, and probably hungry, but.
a better humored rabble of negroes I
never saw. Few of them had any better
weapons than a sword or a long knife.
Small boats conveyed them in detach-
ments to a wretched little schooner lying
in the harbor, on board which they were
crowded till there was hardly room even
for a pilot. This was the flag-ship of
the Dominican navy, and as the troops
clambered over its side a brass band on
the shore brayed an inspiritring farewell.
One thing the army carried which sur-
prised and grived me. They had no
standard of their own, but they bore with
great pride an American flag, of the reg-
ulation regimental size. 'This was no ac-
cident, or a lawless fancy of the soldiers.
Baez has made similar use of false colors
before. His troops raised our flag at
Higney recently, and the day before yes-
terday, whei I was going aboard ship
with one of our party, the President ask-
ed us to "tell the captain of the Tennes-
see to, send him immediately a large
American flag" at Azua. What lie want-
ed of it-whether it was to deceive his
own people, or to frighten the insurgents
-I do not know. It is hardly necessary
to say that Capt. Temple did not com-
ply with his request.

The fact is Senator Sumner spoke
nothing but the truth when he called
Bass "a political jockey." He jnockeyp
his people, apd he has done his best to
jockey the Commissioners. He completes
the thing by dressing as much like a
jockey as any man can in the tropics.,
When he came aboard the Tennessee,
he reminded me of a horse race. The;
Dominican ALt was run up to the mast-'
head of this beautiful frigate, the offi-
sers grouped themselves on deck in full-.
dtes. uniform, with swallow-tail coats,
epaulets, white trowsers, and cocked
hats; a salute was fired of twenty-one
guns, and the man for whom all this pa-
rade was made came on board in a bril-,
liant jacket, light pantaloons, and a crim.
son velvet jockey cap, trimmed elabo,-
rately with gold lace, and looking, to
tell the plain truth, like a shrewd and
rather tricky "sport." He has no wife,
but scores of children. He has no sat-
ary, but he lives in luxury while the sol-.
diers starve. He has neither character
nor courage, and he cannot quell a con-
temptible insurrection, though his nonim-
ihIl power is almost absolute. In a re-
public he roles like a royal despot. And
yet, as I said before, he js popular, and
practically there is no respectable op-
position to his government. The insur-
rection of Cabral deserves very little
eonsideration. There has never been

ighting enough to hurt anybody, and
of late these has been none at all, for theo
rumored movement against Azua proved
to be a phantom attack, and the army
had its voyage from Santo Domingofbur
nothing.'
