Criiwfoird, of the parish of St. Landry,
shall ji;ve the right to keep and main-
tiiin a fity across the Atchafalaya. at
threir plantati:l, inear thle tmoiith of the
l•:you t HngE, oil tite road leading fromii
•olrgainza, in titer i':risht of Pointe Coln-
liee; to O)pelousas, ~j1 the parish of St.
lrandrv. for and during tli," terii of ten
years from the passage of Itis act; pro-
vided, said right of feirriage hllll not
ipterfiere with the location of thel road
ftomn the Mississippi river to Opelousas,
now in courcse of survey undtler an act ap-
proved March sixteenth, one thoulsaind
eight ihudreid and fifty-four, in which
ease said WVarren and Crawford shall
have the right to keep said ferry until
the completion of said road.
