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The Germans have anticipated Captain

A dispatch from Ajacclo reports a stormy
session in the Council General of the Island
of Corsica. Prince Napoleon is not pres-
ent, but his partisans, who are in the minor-
lty, joined in a protest against the unfir-
ness of the elections.

The Emperor Francis Joseph is still un-
decided as to the demands of the Bohemian
diet. The compromise proposed by Count
Andrassy will not be accepted. It is said
that, in ease Bohemia sends no deputies to
the Rtichira.h court, Ilohenworth will rc-

Three hundred thousand n:,n s have
b,, n obtained for the Anti-German l:agie
in Fralice. Etch signer pledges him.iself not
to employ any Germans: not to buy any-
thing from Germans, and to do all in his
power to lessen the i:fllucnce of Germany
in France.

Another frightfull collry explosion took
place in S ahap mine, near Newca.stle.
Tihirty-three men were in the pit at the
time, none of whom h ve ydt been reached.
There is scarcely a hope of saving a single
life. The families of the victims, with
large numbers of the people, are gather•d
around the mouth of the pit.

The Prussian Cross Gazi tte contradicts
the accounts given by M. Benedetti of the
negotiations between Bismarck and Napo-
leon in 1866. It asserts that Germans,
while at Versailles, found in the archives of
the French government a copy, in Benne-
detti's handwriting, of the famous secret
treaty, which was published last year.

The workingmen societies of Rome and
Naples have refused to participate in the
congress of workingmen to be heldin Rome,
on the ground that the assembly will be a
mere Republican demonstration, unfriendly
to Italy. The government has lessened its
precautions against the Internationale and
the partisans of Republican agitation, be-
lieving that their principles have no hold
upon the Italians.

A WORD IN TIME-
The immense loss of property by the fire t

at Chicogo and the consequent withdrawal I
of capital from other points to rebuild that I
city, will probahly help in producing a dif-
ferent condition of affairs than has existed
for several years past. It may possibly be-
come a link in the chain of causes that will
produce events destined to influence our
lihves and fortunes hereafter. It may not
bring great disasters but it will have rt- ults
of some importance.

For a dozen years the country has beu
riding a high horse. Men have been getting
rich, they have inve sted heavily in city and
country real estate, in railway bonds, in t
companhs of every description. Never be-
fore have greater per centages been paid for I
loans of money. The ar a of largely taxa- t
ble property has extended. All through the
country, within a radius of a hundred miles
of New I ork, have been laid out, anl n
many cases have been graded, enough streets i
to put a curbstone in front of every man who
will come to America wichin the nexs ten,
years.

The-e have been two great excitemrents- t
one in oil, which suddenly collapse], and
one in real estate, which we hope will not
collapse, but which has been run at a tem- r
pestuous blood-heat, recklessly, madly.
This excitement has been kept up by coun-
ter excitements. Thousands of men have
engaged in the real estate business, and have 1
been speculating largely on the prospects of
the future. The wonder is that so many ex-
peetat'ons have reaped so great re wards.

Men have coined money." A great quan-
tity of it is in han]. The poor men who
have gained homes during the pai~t six years
ate not wonderoi'sly many. The poor are
as poor as ever. The upper classes have
handled the vast sums of money and the va-
rious per centsges. A react'on from this
state of affairs would be very disastrous.

The men who havetorrowed money to keep
their hold on the land for futute values must
pay. Money is no longer plenty. A hun-
dred millions of money gone up into the air
affects the money markets of the wdrl i.

But the hundred millions that Chicago
has lost and the extra hundred millions that
will be added to the co3t of the old town to
make the new, are not all. Disasters do not
come single-handed. During the past six
months the losses of coueting and o ean
steamers have been unprecdented. The
loss s in bottoms and freights must be count-
ed by millions. There have been great fam-
ines in Asia, which must affect southern and
eastern Europe and the whole Mediterra-
nean. The French war affected every Euro-
pean market, and will for years to come.
