The election In Chicago pessed.off quictly,
though there was great interest in the re-
rult, - Business was largely suspended. The
citizens’ ticket, with Hon. Jos. Medill for
Mayor, has been elected by s large majority,
over the sore-headed or politicians’ ticket.
Of twenty aldermen elected in the eity, fit-
teen are fire-prrof and five politiclans,

Baron Beust, on resigning his position as
leader of the Cabinet at Vienns, has becn
clevated to a life membership of the Upper
Chamber of the Reichsrath.

In New Jersgey the election returns indis |

cate a majorlty of about 0,000 for "arker,
