@ The five prisoners accused of the mur-
der of the colored preacher, Willis Johnson,
killed on Mr. Solomon Johnson's place, in Prai-
rie Marie Ronde, on the 6th inst., appeared,
before Justice of the Peace J. F. Knox of our
Town, on Thursday and Friday of last week,
and were remanded to jail, to appear before
the District Court. They are: Baptiste Cl- I
ment, Emile Prejean, Kldber Mouton, Alce i
Martin, alias Sisa, and Jean Lentier, all resi-
dents of the Parish of Lafayette. The negro,
George, implicated in this affair, and one Ben- !
janin Mire, also accused of complicity in the
crime, were released for want of sufficient
evidence.

I'A little incident occurred at the Repub-
lican Convention at Baton Rouge, the other
day, which caused some surprise and consid-
erable laughter.

The balloting for Secretary of State was
going on. Among the many aspirants was M.
John Simmes of our town. The first ballot
having resulted in no choice, Mr. Simmes with-
drew in favor of Mr. Staes, remarking that as
Mr. Staes associated only with colored people,
he hoped his friends would vote for him.

This little speech, says the correspondent of
the Picayune, caused a good many colored de-
Iegates to change their votes to Boveo (w.).

POSTPONEMENT OF THE PARISH COURT.-At I
the unanimous request of the members of the
Bar of ourtTown, Judge Garrignes has indefi-
nitely postponed the regular session of the
Parish Court, which was to have commenced
in our Town on Monday last.

On the last stormy day of the late session
ef Congress Judge Klley, of the House, Rad-
ied member from Philadelphia, hauled his
party over the coals.

The Radical State Candidates.

The nomination at Baton Rouge of Senator
Kellogg is in some respect strong, and in some
weak. Forty-ninefiftieth of the party which
will support him are colored men, and there-
fore, no white nominee can possibly elicit their
enthusiasm and the cordial ellegiance. The
separation of the colored voters from tho white
has become nearly complete, and the Repub-
licans of this State, who can be depended
upon, are now almost exclusively, negroes:
They adhere, of course, to the regular Radical
party. They are pledged to Grant. Few
negroes will vote for any other candidate and
few will fail to vote. Kellogg has indentified
himself most thoroughly with the party in
support of Grant ; he has committed the Baton
Rouge Convention to Grant absolutely. The
whole black Louisiana Division of the Grand
Army of the Republic, privates, corporals,
sergeants and commissioned officers, will give.
their votes for the Grant State ticket. All
the negro orators, emissaries and agents of
the party, aided by a numerous and active
band of negro preachers, will be advocates of
the Kellogg ticket. But we apprehend that
it was the general wish of the colored voters
to have a negro as their candidate, claiming
it as the right due to them for their superior.
numbers. Disappointed in their support of
Kellogg must be lukewarm, nor can their
hearty favor be secured by placing the names
of colored men on the same ticket for the
minor offices.

But what tha nominee will lose by the mis-
fortune of being white he will make up by
being possessed of the confidence of the Rad-
ical party at large, by having any share of
the general election fund which may be re-
quired, by being rather favorable known to
the members of speculative rings, by being
reputed wealthy and having the support of
many wealthy friends, by being a superior
manager, by plausibility of address, and
bhieflyby the accident of not having been

a party to the gross and criminal misman-
agement of our State affairs.

Mr. Kellogg entered the Convention with
a pledged plurality.. His friends acting in
concert found it easy to wear away the oppo-
sition by expulsions and by the persuasions
familiar to the managers of Radical bodies.
After much wrangling contention the ballot-
ing blegan Saturday morning.

The first ballot showed for Kellogg 128 votes,
for Billings 103, for Mary 58, the favorite
lacking 19 votes ofa majority. The second
ballot gave Kellogg 140, Billings 111, and
Mary 39, six of Mary's votes being changed to
Billings and twelve to Kellogrg. On the third
and final ballot there were 17 votes for Kel-
logg, 103 for Billings and 35 for Mdry. From
these changes it is easy enough to infer the
kind of influences that were employed in
favor of Kellogg and against the colored can-
didate, although the latter was well known
to be the most acceptable to Radicals through-
out the State.

The nominee for Lieutenant Governor is
Antoine. of Caddo, a member of the State
Senate for several scssions, a full bred
African. qnite cunning and adroit, plausible
and "shifty," thoroughly identified with the
worst of the corrupt and ruinous legislation
of the past three or four years.

The Pinchback-Warmoth Convention was
rudely repelled, allegiance to Grant being
made by the Grant Convention the first con-
dition of recognition and consultation. This
being rejected and Piuehback and his fellow-
passengers refusing to renounce Greeley and
Warmoth, they got up steam and returned to
the city sadder but wiser men.

Reserving comments on the proceedings,
spirit and nominations of the Baton Rouge
conclaves, we can only now express our con-
viction that the Radical ticket can be defeated
by proper exertion with or without the votes
of those who have lately withdrawn from the'
Radical party.-1V 0. Bee.

An Antidote as well as an Evil.

The amendment to the act of Feb. 28, 1871,
was given in full by telegraph yesterday. In'
substance the new bill authorized the super-
vision of such elections in the several States
as are directly connected with the Federal
Government. The judges of the United States:
district courts are authorized and required to
appoint citizens, residents and voters of the
precinct, as commissioners to witness the
voting, the counting of votes and the returns
of election. Such commissioners are to be
taken from each of the two parties interested
in the election, and able to read and write
English.
These supervisors have no authority to make

arrests, but the district court have authority
to sit during the ten days preceeding the elec-
tion, the day of electioq and the following day,
with power to punish any contempt of their
authority: These powers seem to be sufficient
to enable these courts to know whether or not
an election in any precinct has been fairly
held and properly returned. No guarantee is
given for the honesty of the supervisors, and
thus a door is still left open for fraud. There'
may be fraudulent appointments, and there
certainly will be supervisors who can be hired
to ignore or violate their duty.

If the amendment had been contrived ex-
pressly for Louisiana it could not have been
better fitted to eounteract the extraordinary'
power placed in the hands of Gov. Warmoth by
the election, registration and constabulary
laws of 1869 and 1870. The latter were parti-
san, exceptional and peculiar; they were dis-
honest in design and in every respect subver-
sive of free and fair voting. The counteract-
ing law of Congress is also exceptional and
while it may be a partial antidote for the
State slwes and do much toward securing to us
a fair election, the precedent is one which
may prove to be the seed of bitter frutit, The
new amendment to th enforcement bill may
put into ourhands the long desired and vin-
ly sought means of giving vitality to the pop-
ular will; it may compel a free election, a
fair count and honest return; it may indirect-
Sly coinpel a fair registration of voters; but in

our condition we see it only as a new weapon
in the hands of one of the rival factions who
are both our enemies. It is an invocation to
federal power against State power; it is cal-
ling upon a great tyrant to guard against a
little home despot. It is no less an encroach-
ment upon principles because it may for the
present operate in our favor. It certainlyre-
ieyes our honest and conservative people

from any nsupposed necessity of seeking a
fair election by means of base coalitions and
humiliating concessions, because it prevents
Warmoth or any other officer from mocking
at our rights of suffrage by hIs false and
fraudulent returns. But it is still a new
breach in the wall that seperates federal
from State prerogatives. It is a new invasion
of the reserved rghts of the States and a dan-
gerous precedent for new encroachments. Our
bane was of federal origin, a sickening poison
which produces slow and painful destruction;
our antidote comes front the same source
and is also a poison though more remote in
its deadly effects--N. 0. Bee.

Meetilg of the Citizens of Cou.
lee Croche.

On June 19, 1872,-Mr. M. Richard called to
the Chair; Mr. Antis Cummings, Secretary.

Dr. McMillan having been requested to ex-
plain the object of the meeting in english,
said:

Gentlemen, I presume we have been called
here to-day to vindicate our characters in re-
gard to an article published in the Opelousas
Journal of the 8th of June inst., headed "An-
other Outrage," intimating that there is a
band of assassins in our midst, and we know
them, but are afraid to betray them. Now,
Gentlemen, I would make this motion, that I
we the citizens of Coulee Croche are opposed
to all disorderly conduct, whether it comes
under the head of Ku-Klux, or any other that
would deprive any individual of his lawful
rights to life, liberty or property, and that we
are opposed to those clans that are commiting
outrages, in whatever part of the country it
may be done; that we know of no such clan,
but if we should hereafter find that there are
such among us, we will surely report themi to
the proper authorities. The resolution was
unanimously adopted.

On motion of Asa Miller, a Committee of
three is appointed to answer the Journals
stretch of high journalistic privilege in con-
demning Coulpe Croche before knowing where
or by whom the outrage was committed. The
following were appointed on said Committee:

Annis
Cummings, and, on motion, Marcel Richard
was added to the Committee.

And so at last the Liberal Republican kite,

Questionless, this is the beginning of the
end, heretofore, frequently, but mysteriously,
alluded to by Messrs. Warmoth and Pinch-
back and their fuglemen, as a contingent
eventuality, in case of their failure to capture
the National Republican Convention at Baton
Rouge and dictate nominations for State'
offles by all parties, and in all interest, except
the reform interest

It is now proposed that the Liberal Repub-
lican party, about which the rhites were,
