THE LONG LOOKED FOR HAS COME AND GONE!

The Convention of the Liberal party of Lou-

isiana, that assembled in New Orleans on the
5th inst., and which was to have accomplished
so muec towards uniting all the opposing ele-
ments to Gen. Grant, has ceased its labors,
and nothing of what it promised has been ac-
complished.

There is not now in the entire State we hope,
a same, unprejudiced, and really patriotic

eitisen who is not satisfied, after what has

taken place between the conference Commit-
tees of the three pqarties participating in the

conferance, that the prime movers of the
Liberal movement, were really not intent upon
securing the State government to a reform
party. The glory of forming a new Party,
the placing in power-at the head of the gov-
ernment-those who had participated in the
work of paternity; favorite aspirants to offi-
cial position-was the motive that ruled au-
preme in the breasts of those who worked the

wires of the Liberal Convention. H. C. War-
moth was the principal wire worker there.

the bundle, and when he pulled on it every-

thing moved. When be appeared on the plat-

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DESTRUCTIVE FIRE.

HEAVY LOSS OF PROPERTY.

Bloch &. Dupre's Immense Estab-
lishment Baurnt to the around.

Loss in Goods, about $50,000,---
Partly Insured.

The Building a Total Loss,--No
Insurance.

*About 2 o'clock on Thursday morning last, a
fire was discovered escaping from the upper
portion of Bloch & Duprd's establishment, cor-
ner of Main and Bellevue streets. It was soon
made evident that the fire had gained consid
erable headway before it was perceived. Im-
mediately on the alarm being given, Opelou-
sas Fire Co. No. 1, and Hook and Ladder No.
1, were promptly on the scene, soon followed
by the little Engine under charge of our col-
ored citizens, all of whom done immense ser-
vice in preventing the spreading of the fire,
and in saving most of the goods from the
lower story of the building burned-the up-
per story being inaccessible when the fire was
discovered, on account of the great headway
already niade by the fire. The grearter por-
tion of the stock of goods-and the most val-
unable, was stored up stairs, and was conse-
quently destroyed. There is now left of that
magnificent building-the largest in our town

or parish-but the four naked walls, which, it
is feared, cannot be of any service in re-build-
ing This building was of brick, covered with
a fire-proof slate roof: was built by Mr. Paun-
delly, one of the best architects of New Or-
leans, in 1842, and cost we believe $14,000
The loss in goods amounts to about $50,000,
partly insured. The building is a total loss to
Messrs. Bloch & Dupre, as it was not insured.
Our Fire Department, (the Fire Co. and Hook
and Ladder Co.) deserve much credit fortheir
prompt and efficient services in preventing the
spreading of the conflagration ; and it requir-

ed all their exertions to save the adjoining
buildings from becoming ignited, as there was
but the width of the street between the burn-
ing building and the splendid frame building
occupied by Mr. Sol. Loeb, that occupied by
Mr. D. Roos, Mr. Wm. Lightley's tin-shop,
and the other adjoining buildings, Messra.
Prevost's Zweinert's &c., all of which required
a continual stream of water to be played up-
on them to prevent igniting; we should not
forget to mention the very efficient services
rendered by the colored men with the little
engine formerly belonging to Opelousas Fire
Co. No. 1. on which occasion they gave ample
evidence of their competency of doing good
service when needed.

There are many conjectures as to the origin
of the fire, but nothing positive can be stated.
The amount of goods saved is variously estim-
atee at six or eight thousand dollars.

Messrs. Bloch & Duprd request u. to tender
their most sincere thanks to the fire depart-
ment and citizens of Opelousas generally, for
their valuable services and courageous efforts
to rescue their property from destruction.

Iomination of Mlr. U). B. Penn.

Mr. Penn's nomination for Gevernor by the
Liberal Convention proves that there was no
sincerity in the action of that body when it
appointed a committee to confer with the
Democrats and Reformers.

France; Carls-
bad, Bohemia ; Seltzer, Saratoga, and the
Sweet Springs of Virginia. Chalybeate waters
are used as tonics in debility of all kinds, in
all cases where iron is considered to be indi-
cated. The most celebrated of chalybeates are
those of Turn Bridge, Scarborough, Spa, Bus-
sang, Provins. The saline mineral waters are
usually aperient, and the most noted are those
of Seltzer, Sedlitz, Baden anti Epsom.

Thermal mineral waters are valuable agents
in rheumatic affections; the most celbrated
are those of Bath, Buxton, W~arm and ilot
Springs of Virginia, Arkansas. &c.

I have examined Dr. Perier's compositions
of the principles of mineral waters, and tind
by comparison that all the chalybeate waters
contain properties closely allied to each other;
from this fact, I come to the conclusion that
Pointe-aux-Loups Springs pslsesses virtues,
that were they known, they would soon be
celebrated.

EDITonR CoUnRIER:-
Some weeks ago, you were promised, that

if anything of interest "turned up" in our
quarter, you should hear from us. Should
you find space in your pa per for what we s•adl,
yon are welcome to our d esire to furnish you
witha few items from Waxia. Owing to the
industry, patience and perseverance of our
worthy neighbor, Capt. E. C. Preston, our road
to the Courtableau, which, heretofore, has
been a disgrace to the neighborhood and a
source of sinful exclamations from christian
men, has been converted into an agreeable
and useful highway. Every stream, ditch,
and rut, is now spanned by a bridge; each hole
tilled, the palmetto cut away, and useless
trees removed.

As "working on the road." in these parts, is
a new thing, it being the first time for Jifteen
or more years; and as there were those who
were disposed to otbject to such work, the
task undertaken by the Captain, was a stu-
pendous one. Not less than twentyv-ive
bridges have been built, immense and lengtlhy
ditches dug, and oaksthat have been standing
for centuries, felled and rolled aside. It may
be pleasing to the tax-payers, to know, that
seven miles of road have been thoroughly,
worked, bridged, ditched and leveled, in the
Parish of St. Landry, and the only expense
incurred, was three hundred and fifty-two
feet of lumber, worth less than twnuty dollars.
Candidates for office had better take Ia ote of
this, and talk economy when they visit \Waxia.
Our crops are unusually tine-much fine fodder I
has been gathered during the last ten days.
The corn crop is abundatt andl safe-the cot-
ton crop still hangs in the balance. The ''fore-
runner" as the neig hbors call Iimu, which cuan
now, be found in every iield, is webbing and
preparing to go through that process which
changes him into a butterfly. This fly is said
to be the mother of the veritable cotton worm,
which will eventually appear upon the cotton.
The "forerunner' is an inch in length, when
ready to spin his web, and his general appear-
ance green.

To be more minute-bhe is green on the belly,
on each side and on the back. The back is
separated from the side by a yellow streak,
extending from the head to the tail. In the
center of the bark, parallel with the yellow
streaks, is an almost imperceptible white line.
This worm is a succession of ten joints, i-
cluding head and tail.

Between the yellow streaks, on the back, in
the shape of a square are four black specks on
each joint, four more on each joint on the sides.
He has twenty-four feet. The head is of an
amber color, and covered with black specks,
Between the head and first joint on a white
ring, is a necklace of black specks. From i
each one of these specks on the body, projects
a blac~hair. We have a bottle full of these
fellows in the crysalis state-when the but-
terfly appears she shall have our attention.
