Sensible--A' Last.

In the course of a speech delivered at New

Orleans on the 28th ult., the would-be Senator

Pinchback made use of some rema:rkable lan-

guage, which is all very sensible and correct;
but it remains to be seen if he himself or his

followers will practice what he preaches. It

will be seen that the sentiments expressed by

Pinch are almost identical with those of a

prominent colored man of South Carolina,

published elsewhere. It would seem that the

colored men of the South begin to realize their

situation. Bet ter late than never !

We copy as follows from Pichback's speech,
as given by the Picayune of the 1st:

"The colored people of the South must learn
more. We must learn to throw off these tram-
mels of party lines, and put good, honest men
in office, regardless of race or color. We must
throw off this rule of amagogism under which
we have labored. We must act and speak for
ourselves. The people of the North are some-
what dissatisfied, and small wonder. They
have waked for some- years, ascribing our
condition to our ignorance, and though pity-
ing us, upholding our actions on that account;
but they now believe we must act for our-
selves. They believe we should have learned
in these number of years to govern ourselves
well, and not give way to the demagogues
who have been our ruin. Our State is sunk
under a load of debt fastened on us by these
people and we, the colored people, who live
here, have our interests here and cannotgo
away, we are the ones who will have to pay
this in the future. It is no trifling matter. It
is one of the most serious import, as it is one
which concerns ourselves deeply, and our
children, and we must reform this Govern-
ment. We must elect good, honest men to
office, and we must act for ourselves, believ-
ing no more the tricksters who have sought to
rule us in the past."

The speech was listened to with the deepest
interest, and appeared to create a considerable
impression. The speaker concluded amidst
the loudest cheers. A vote of thanks was
tendered on behalf of the club, and so ended tihe
first war cry upon what is doubtless destined
to be a new line for the colored people of the
South.

passed were framed in the interest of private

parties. The law in regard to public printing,

which forces the public to pay to the official

jornal twice as much as they would pay to

a competitor, still defiles the statute book--a

roul blot upon legislation and an outrageous

Imposition upon thespeople.

'holesale Robbery.

The report of W. G. Brown, our colored
State Superintendent of Public Instruction, is
at last issued from the press. It presents the
same old story of frauds, pecuhltion and im-
becility. The teachers of the public schools
received during the past year $551,1j30, and
the cost of paying them this amount and con-
ducting the schools was $155,4-1". The sala-
ries of Superintendents, messengers and clerks
run up to $34.1000. The enormous sum of $30,-
362 is set down for incidentals and fuel.

The vast disproportion between the money
paid teachers and that paid for everything
else is not the least significant part of this re-
port. The Superintendent says that the re-
ports from his division officers exhibit an "ab-
sence of official integrity to a degree a.arm-
ing." IIe specifies numerous instances of dis-
honesty-so numerous, indeed, that it would
appear that honesty and competency in the
management of public school funds have been
exceptional. It. is gravely charged against
leading politicians that "a large portion of
the school funds was expended for private and
partisan purposes." The embezzlement of
funds in Plaquemines is reported at $2.841.
The Treasurer of the school Board of St. Tam-
many absconded with $1200. The Directors of
Tangipahoa admit that they spent "large
sums for political purposes," alleging that T.
W. Conway, late State Superintendent, au-
thorized them to do so. The President of the
Board inSt. James was charged with embez-
zling large amounts. was arrested, gave bond
in the sum of $5000 and absconded. In St.
Martin there is a defalcatioh of $3786. In
East Feliciana "useless and inappropriate ex-
penditures of thousands of dollars" are report-
ed. In St. Landry the Superintendent says
$5700 has been illegally squandered. Terre-
bonne parish, Mr. Brown mildly observes,
"has been unfortunate." Carroll parish, in
his opinion, has been "the most unfortunate
of any."

The Superintendent is unsparing in his pub-
lication of charges. If the half he tells us is
true, the public schools of Louisiana have
been robbed more completely than those of
any Southern State. It was hoped that the
story of school frauds and embezzlement was
over, but it has been reserved for Louisiana to
cap the climax. At another time we propose
to criticise other points of this voluminous re-
port.

We might add, however, that Mr. Brown's
report appears at a particularly opportune
moment. The non-payment of the teachers
has attracted attention, and the State Super-
intendent of Education now explains it.--Y. O.
Picayune, Feb. 27th.

A Voice of Alarm.

[N. O. Picayune, Feb. 28. 1
A prominent colored man of South Carolina,

M. R. Delancey, writes a letter to the colored
Supreme Court Justice of that State. It ap-
pears that at a meeting of colored men of
Richland much interest and alarm were man-
ifested at the influx of white inmmigration
into the State. Delauey's letter is intended
to show that there is good ground for this
feeling of alarm. He thinks that the Grange
movement in South Carolina is having the ef-
fect of introducing large numbers of white
settlers, and that this tide of immigration
will not cease until the white population be-
comes the ruling element. Delaney believes
that this movement on the part of Granges
would never have been organized had not
the whites been convinced that the blacks
were being led and controlled in their political
actions without principle or will of their own.
It is his opinion that the movement will now
go on, and that in five years, if not in less
time, the black population will ba in a minor-
ity. To preserve as far as possible an influ-
ence in politics commensurate with their num-
berst the writer suggests that "having pros-
pectively lost the popular preponderance and
consequent certainly of representation in all
the departments of Government, our only
hope and chance of its future security are in
the principle of cumulative voting." In con-
clusion, Delaney very wisely begs his colored
brethren of South Carolina to rest assured
that there are no white people, North or South,
who will submit to see the blacks rule the
whites in America. It is to be inferred from
this letter that powerful agencies are at work
even in South Carolina which will at no dis-
tant day restore the control of that State to
the whites, and that the more intelligent
blacks, seeing the hand of fate, are disposed
to curb the political excesses of their friends.
Very few of us have believed that South Care
lina, within the present generation, would see
her affairs once more guided by white men;
but it has never been doubtful that all the
Southern States at no distant day, some ear

lier and some later, would once more revert to
the political control of the white man. Thif
result can be materially hastened by action or
the part of the Granges as energetic in the
Gulf States as it has beeoon in South Carolina.

GRANtT ON A WAR FOOTIRN.- -We learn from
a reliable source that our colored friends in
Grant parish have been improving the shin-
ing hour since last spring, and are now tho-
roughly well armed with Enfield rifics. Have
any of those militia appropriations, concern-
ing which some of our Legislators were so
curious, gone to Grant Parish -- N. O. Pica-
yune, Ist.

The Republicarn professes to be "on a wild
hunt after that Southern State which has fail-
len into the hands of the Conservatives and
acquired peculiar financial credit as a conse-
quence." We are always disposed to give in-
formatiou to those who seek it. If the lRepub-
lican will refer to the quotations of Southern
State securities, it will find that the bonds of
those States which have been governed by
the Republican party are of far less value
than those which have fallen into the hands
of the Conservatives. Of the Republican
States, Louisiana G's at last quotations were
38c., Louisiana 8's of 1910 at he.: Arkansas 6's,
30.. South Carolina ti's, 21c.: North Carolina
Gs under Ilolden had run down to 30c., and
have never been able to recuperate. Of the
Conservative States, Georgia 7's sold a few
days ago at 90c.; Missouri G's are bringfin
95. ; Tennessee d"s are bringing 87c, whereas
in the days of (Gov. Brownlow they brflrght
but 70c. Alabama S's under Gov. Lindsay's
De)mocratic administation ruled at !55.,
whereas in August, 1873, under Lewis's Re-
publican adminiistratiou, they stand quoted
at 45c.-l'. O. Picayune.
