Ward Oc•ers.

The 2d section of the act of the Legislature
approved and signed by the Governor March
2d, 1876, entitled "An Act establishing Justice
of the Peace wards in the parish of St. Lan-
dry," &c., is as follows :

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, &c.. That
there shall he el, cted, at the next general
election, by the volers residents of each of the
Justice of the Peace wards, one Justice of the
Peace and one t 'osta ile for said ward. except
in the wards emniraciun the towns of Opelon-
ase aind Washingtrnl. inl which wards the voters
residents thereof shall elect two Justices of the
Peace and two Constables for each of said
wards."

This law was enacted specially for the par-
ish of St. Landry, and for the special purpose
of giving to the residents of each ward the ex'
clusive privilege of choosing their own ward
officers. There is no room for interpretation
or doubt. It was intended to prevent the con-
fusion and injustice done by voting for the
minor officers all over the parish, as was done
heretofore. No honest Governor will there-
fore hesitate to commission the candidate for
a ward office that gets the majority or plu-
rality of votes cast in the ward of his resi-
dence. Any other course would be a positive
injustice and an open violation of the express
terms of the law enacted to prevent this very
evil. We advise our friends all over the par-
ish to vote only for the ward officers of their
own residence.

Messrs. inudspeth and Perrodin ane informed
that our article on " Our Ticket" was not
"written to create the impression' that
Messrs. Lewis and Dnpra were Democratic
nominees, inasmuch as they are District can-
didates and no District convention was held,
and that we are surprised that they should
say so. The (to them)'objectionable portion
of that article was calculated to leave the inm-
pression on the minds of our readers that the
Democracy of Messrs. Hudspeth and Perrodin
was an inferior article, while that of Messrs.
Lewis and Dupr6 (in our humble opinion) was
of better material; insomuch as the former
opposed nominations, and announced them-
selves independently, and the latter favored
them, and announced themselves as candi-
dates subject to the approval of a Democratic
Convention. And we are still of opinion that
that impression was a correct one, and a very
proper one to leave on the minds of our readers.

Messrs. Hudspeth and Perrodin are also in-
