The N. O.'Pacifc Rail Road.
The bill for the aid of this important road

has passed both Houses of the Legislature and
is now in the hands of Gov. Nicholls. There
seems to be a lingering hope among the ene-
mies of the bill that the Governor will veto it.
We trust that this hope will be blasted. We
cannot conceive liow any one who feels a deep
interest in the progress and development-
both moral and material-of Louisiana, can
wish for the defeat of a measure which will
have the effect of assuring the completion of
the road in question in a short time.

We would refer any of our fellow-citizens
who have any doubts as to the benefits that
will accrue to our State from the building of
railroads within its territory, to the history of
those States of the Union-at the South as
well as at the North-in which railroads have
been built and fostered. The immense dis-
tance from this State in their material and
moral advancement lies open to view and is
indisputable. But for abundant, sound and
sensible reasons why the Governor should sign
the bill, we commend to our readers the most
excellent and unanswerable argument of Sen-
ator Zacharie, of New Orleans, to be found in
the N. O. Democrat of the 9th inst. The argu-
ment of the Senator no doubt had its meritedc
effect upon the minds of members of the Sen-
ate, and influenced the votes of some of them.
It certainly greatly strengthened the convic-
tions of those who supported the bill.

Hereafter, when all citizens of this State
shall without exception'acknowledge the ben-

We are gratified, therefore, at the naction of
