PariMh Superintendent of Edu.
cation.

We publish below, for the information of
the public, the ordinance of the Board of Pub-
lie School Directors of this Parish defiuine
and regulating the duties &c., of the Parish
Superintendent of Education, an office lately
instituted by our Parish Board.

The Superintendent shall be a man of goodmoral character and otherwise competent to
perform the duties assigned hibr.lie shall be elected annually by the Board
on the first meeting in January, and hold his
office for one year and until his successor has
qualified.

For the remainder of the present year. he
shall be elected on the 18th day of April 1878,
and he shall Cuter upon the duties of his office
on the 1st day of May following, and his term
of office shall expire on the first Saturday of
January or when his successor will quality.

Hle shall receive a salary of $500 per annum,
payable monthly; provided, for the remainder
of this year, he shall receive a salary of $50
per month.

No applicant shall be declared elected, un-
less he has received a majority of the votes of
the members of the Board present on the day
of the election.

It shall be lawful for the Board of Public
School Directors to remove any incumbent
for geed cause.

The duties of :ie Srperiutendent of Public
Schools of St. Landry Parish shall he

1st He shall collect all information in rela-
tion to school property, whether moveable or
imrioveable, and report the same to the Parish
Board at each regular meeting.2

r1. lie shall gather all information relating
to school lands, and make a report of snme
to the School Board at each regular meeting.

3d. He shall immediately after entering upon
the dnties of his office, or within such tirre as
the Board will direct, make a tour over, the
whole Parish-call meetings of the Local
Boards of Trustees wherever practicable. and
examine the condition of public schools within
their respective school districts, and in con-
junction with them or on his own account
make such recommendation to the School
Board as to the necessary changes of schools,
or increase or decrease of same. He shall also
recommend to the Board any other changes
which might improve the condition of the
schools.

4th. He shall visit each school at least once
during every three months, when they are
open. He shall report to the President of the
Board forthwith, all delinquencies of teachers,
or anything else concerning public schools
which is detrimental to public education.

5th. He shall prepare a report of his work-
ings every three morths, and submit it to the
School Board at their quarterly meetings; and
make such recommendations as are suggested
to him by teachers or others interested ih the
education of children; or that, from his own
observation, he thinks beneficial and necessary
to education. He shall be present at every
regular meeting, unless the Board decides
otherwise.

6th. Hle shall cause, if possible, to have
public examinations of the schools at least
once a year, and for that purpose he shall con-
suit the Local Board, for their respective diet-
ricts. No expenses shall be made by the
Board for such examination.

7th. He shall use his best efforts to get aid
from public spirited citizens; or from other
sources for the purpose of promoting public
education.

8th. He shall make reports of all private
schools in the Parish; and, if possible, get in-
formation of the number of pupils therein,
and of the studies they purere.

9th. He shall obey all mandates and orders
emanating from this Board given hint through
the Secretary by order of the President in ac-
cordance with the duties of his office.

A Contitutional Government.

[N. O. Democrat.1
Two or three of our contemporaries have

recently evinced a disposition to assail the
Democrat for its assaults upon the late Legis-
lature. The able and ingenious speech of Sen-
ator White, made in the closing hours of the
session, has proselyted thoue journals and fur-
nished them with their thunder. We have
no desire to underrate the merits of Mr.
White's speech, nor the extent of the retrench-
ments it was intended to point out. We have
read the speech with great care, and though
we cheerfully concede that every proposition
in it is correct, still it furnishes us no reason
to reverse the judgment we have pronounced
upon the General Assembly, and which the
great mass of the people have indorsed, that
is, that it failed in its pledges, and is deserv-
ing of little else than public condemnation.
Indeed, were the Democratic party to plant
itself upon the record of that body and at-
tempt to defend it, it would meet with inevi-
table defeat in the coming elections.

What most astonishes us in reading Mr.
White's speech is, that a body composed of re-
presentatives of the people, who found it prac-
ticable, by piddling legislation, to reduce the
indirect burdens under which the people have
so long suffered over two millions of dollars
per annum. did not see the absolute necessity
of striking at the very root of the evil and
substituting for the present cumbersome and
expensive governmental system a simple, in-
expensive and constitutional system. This
saving of $2,185,475 per annum, shown by Mr.
White, did not enable the Legislature to re-
duce in the least the burdens of taxation. A
reduction of li mills is indeed provided for;
but that reduction was based rather on the
belief that the Moffett register tax would more
than supply the void,, than that there would
be any reduction in tJe expenses of the gov-
erment.

That more might have been done Mr. White
admits, but he affirms that the constitution
was a bar to further retrenchment. Mr. White
is entirely right here. During the session of
1877, in the midst of civil revolution, with a
usnrpatory and rival Legislature in operation,
with the capital of the State swarming with
hostile federal troops, the Legislature enacted
very nearly every single measure of retrench-
ment which Mr. White has mentioned. Nearly
every single dollar of the $2,185,475 which Mr.
White shows to have been saved by the acts
of the late Legislature, was saved by the le-
gislation of the session of 1877, when the Dem-
ocratic majority in both the Senate and House
was overwhelming. Of the legislation of that
session there has been little or no complaint,
and no defense of it, so far as its measures of
retrenchment are concerned, was needed. But
it accomplished all that could be accomplished
under the present constitution. Therefore,
when th& session of 1878 assembled, in the
midst of profound peace, there was nothing
more to do in the line of retrenchment. The
Legislature, then, had the choice of going on
with the cumbersome and expensive system of,
government we had wrested from the Itadi-
sale and exercising no functions except the
drawing of mileage and per diem and enact-
ing bills to incorporate villages and fire com-
panics, or of calling a convention and giving
the people an opportunity to correct the in-
curable abuses of the present system and es-
tablish a constitution of their own.

The Legislature preferred the former course.
It refused to call a constitutional convention;
it refused to repeal the charter of a single

.monopoly, and now it presents the record it
made in the session of 1877 as a defense against
the attacks of the people upon the ignoble
session of 1878, which was rnu.hy the Lottery
Company, a ring of bondholders, and the Ra-
dical minority, re-infurced by enough "fishy "
Democrats to constitute a majority. This is a
brief summary of the reasons of the public
discontent and the almost general odium that
has fallen upon the session of 1878.

The Legislature bad a great work before it,
but it was not equal to its sphere of duty.
The people demanded alarge, enlightened and'
patriotic policy of reform. sconstitutional con-
vention and the extinction of the horde of !
odious and oppressive monopolies which dis,
grace our civilisation and cripple our indus-
tries, and they were given a batch of amend-
mentse, the adoption of which will involve
everything in contusion and give us no relief.
When we conpisin, we are met with the res-
ponse that the seasien of 1877 saved the State
per annum over two millions of dollars. It is
unfortunate, we think, that the Legislature
did not realize the fact that the smallest part,
of our grievance was this two millions. Du-

ring the reign of carpet-baggers and bayonets
all the foundations of civil liberty had been
disturbed, and a constitution imposed upon
the State by its enemies and set up by armed
force, a constitution framed in the interest
of tax eaters and to plunder the taxpayers.
This constitution is both an insult and an op-
pression to the people of Louisiana; it is un-
republican in its nature, and it exists by virtue
of force and fraud and not by the consent of
those who live under it. Was that true reform
which, by an act here and a bill there, saved
the State some money, lint dared not sweep
out of existence an instrument like this? It
is not," said a great statesman, " a predilec-
tion for mean and sordid things that will averr
the consequences of a false estimation of out
interests or prevent the shameful dilapidation
into which a great empire must fall by mean
reparations upon mighty ruins." Nothing
could be truer than this, and yet, when we
contemplate the history of our State during
the past ten years, what must the constitu-
tional amendments and the money-saving of
two millions of dollars appear but " mean re-
parations upon mighty ruins," utterly incapabe
of correcting the evils under which the State
is staggering I From the marrowlesa bones of
these skeleton enactments, if we may para-
phrase the language of the illustrious man
from whom we have just quoted, by the use of
every sort of cutting and of every sort of fret-
ting tool. our reform Legislature flattered it
self that it could chip and rasp an eimpirical
alimentary powder, to diet into some similitude
of health and substance the languishing chi-
meras (o1;ipromised reformation.

How grave has been the mistake is manifest
in the universal discontent which pervades
the State and threatens the unity of the Dem-
ocratic party. Only an aggressive platform
and campaign can restore, order in our ranks
and insure our success this fall. Factions are
arising in every quarter of the State the so-
called independent spirit is holder than ever
before. lThe Democratic party can be conso-
lidated upon two propositions only, and the
platform of the party should be restricted to
those two-the establishment through a con-
vnition of a constitutional government, and
the extinction of all existing monopolies.

EDITORS OPELOUSAS COURIER:

o We desire to call attention to the ordinance
of our Board of School Directors, providing

o for a new officer, a Parish Superintendent of
Education, and regulating his pay, duties, &c.

There are some noticeable features in these
regulations,-or rather noticeable abseate of
f leatures, to which we wish to call attention.
This office has been created at the suggestion
of Mr. Lusher, the State Superintendent, and
it is presumed lie has made the same suggest-

' ion to the other Parish Boards of the State.
e Some Parishes, we know, instituted such an
office, even before it was recommended by him;
1 and we take it for granted that such an otficer
i is necessary and perhaps essential to the etfi-
cient working of any system of education.

7 This is all coine it faut.
But the peculiarity of our Superintendent is

that no educatinal qunalification whatever is
exacted of hire. The tir.-t paragraph ot the
t ordinance defines what sort of a body he shallbe, in these few words: "'a man of good mnral

icharacter, and otherwise competent to porform
the ditties assigned him." This is surely la-
conic enough to tickle the oid Spartan himself;
f and, if brevity be the soul of law as it is the

r soul of wit, our Board deserves some repute.But. ah! that little -otherwise" is a loose
stitch in the bag-it lets the wind in and it lets
the wind out as pleases the man who holds it,
and so the thing sucks and blows by the pres-
sure he puts upon it. It is more than possible
that any man might slip through it, as nimbly
as those equestrian gentlemen leap through
the papered hoop.

The truth is, Mr. Lusher, in recommending
the creation of this office, clearly and fully
defined the educat:onal qualifications and du-
ties of the incumbent. He says. there should
be "selected, a collegiate graduate, or the
most competent and active professor in your
parish, or the most energetic male reacher in
your schools, as head teacher and inspector of

, all the schools in the parish-; prescribing that,
said inspector shall aid in the examination of
teachers ; visit and examine each rural school
at least twice a year; counsel and instruct tea-
chers as to the best mode of advancing their
pupils in the respective braiehes."

These very proper qualifications, named by
Mr. Lusher, and whit-h, any man of common
sense with a sense of duty, must consider es-
sential in any Superintendent of Education,
were absolutely thrust aside and utterly ig-
nored by our Board. A minnte minority in the
Board made the etfort to have the gist of Mr.
Lusherfs requiretments. as to qualifications,
incorporated with the first paragraph of the
ordinance by requiring that, the parish super-
intetdent should be held competent to teach
a grantar school.

When this proposed amendment came to
be voted on, the yeas and nays were called
(by that minute minority of course) and the
amendment was rejected by a vote of five to
two, with a reserve corps to decide the battle,
in case there had been an equality of torces.

Thus we are to have a Superintendent of
Educutioun with absolutely no qualification re-
quiced, except his '-good moral character *
and his 'otherwise." None of the duties as-
signed hibt demuand the least education on his
part, except sniec reports of his doings, le
has to make to the Board. He can easily do
the doings himself, and get some clever fellow
to write them up. There cannot be found a
parallel to this case in any county or any par-
ish or district from Maitie to Mexico.

We do not apply those remarks to any in-
cnnibent of the office; but we are discussing
the faultiness of a law, that will or may inju-
riously affect the educational welfare of this
parish, and that may remain a law for ten or
one hunidred years to come, unless some Board
of Education with a better appreciation of
education should sooter succeed our present
one.

This direct and designed rebuff to the State
Superintetident, and t 's mute rebuke to the
cultivated intelligence of the Parish, it will be
difficult for the members of the Board to ex-
plain satisfactorily to the public, or creditably
to themselves. That the acts of all intelligent
beings are prompted by some motive, is known
to all-what motive or motives actuated our
Board of Education in this action, we leave
the public to riddle out with the sieves at
hand.

The education being stricken out, what is
our officer the Superintendent of? His duties,
when summed up, amount to very little.
He must make a kind of report about the
school lands, and when he shall have done
this once (and it ought not to take long) lie
will not have it to do again during several
years, as the lands will scarcely run away or
move about much. He is soon free of this
duty.

Then he is to take a sort of inventory of
moveables and imomoveables. The immove- i
ables, with a few old school houses, are these
same lands that he has already reported. The
moveables, God save them! have been moved
long age, what there was of them. What he
can find of them now, the Superintendent
might gather up in a handle basket, and walk
into the Board with themn swinging on his
arn.

Again. he his to call up those local trustees
to meet him at the school houses, not to over-
haul the classes, and counsel and aid the teach-
ers in the best modes of instructing-but to
decide whether to move the schools, or in-
crease or decrease them-questions that should
be regulated by the amount of money in the
treasury.

Then again, le must seek aid from public
spirited citizens, and other sources. We know
of a number of spirited citizens, but Peabodys
among them are rare; and the other sources
spoken of will lye hard to find on the map.

All this about ' ditties," is mote wordy than
wine; and there is more fiddie-sticks in it
than foundation. And-think of it! I a sire-
Inuous effort was made to fix the salary, for
this trashy work, at $1200 per year.

Let the School Board cast abont them now,
and see if they can rig up a Superintendent of,
Education for us, besides this Superintendent
of School Houses suit Lands-and let as have
a pasrof them, and divide the salary between
thiemt or, failing in this, let them try aiid
combine them both in one-eit her way, to
make things ship-shape, and not to look so.I
oddly; and, failing in both these, why gentle-
men, just wet the sponge and wipe out this
carrmcature on tour black-bonrdl.

The Parish of St. Latdry refuses to collect
any School Tax, but that Parish having the
famous Tom Anderson as a citizen can afford
to do without educating the children of the
poor---,fhibodaur Sentinel.
