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The Democratic Policy.

We shall turn the fountain of our tears loose

upon the Democratic party of Louisiana if, at
the State Convention which is to assemble at
Baton Rouge on the 1st Monday in August
next, its deliberations. plans and purposes are
not shaped to accomplish the final redemption
of this State from bad rule. We can see plain-
ly-or believe we can-that the future of the
good people of the State, either for good or ill,depends upon the action of that Convention.
A temporizing, half-way policy-a pandering
to Republican usages, laws and inftiuences-
will leave the people no better ff thau they
are at this time-suspended between the hope
of redemption and the fear of Radicalism re-
turneil to power. A vigorous, manly, ringing
platform will restore confidence and revive
the hope of a commonwealth restored to hon-
est rule which cannot be disturbed. There is
need of more mauliness--more soul-in the
policy of the Democratic party of Louisiana.
It has been wandering and fooling around.
and it has grown feeble from the exertion to
find some other path than the one which .lay
straight before it. In the search for new paths
and devious routes to the accomplishment of
the purposes for which the Democratic party
in this State was organized we have taken no
part. There is a way to redeem this State and
p reserve its institutions sacred for posterity.
We are not so bigoted as to believe that the

route we advocate is the only safe one, but
we do claim that the State Convention must
adhere to the principles and teachings of the
Democratic party. It is our firm belief that
no adequate remedy for the evils arising from
Radical misrule and no certain preventive of
a return of the malady, has, as yet, been pro-
vided. It is claimed that the placing of a
State government and a legislature in power
elected by Democrats has accomplished the
objects and purposes for which the Democracy
has so valiantly struggled ever since the civil
war ended. This is not true. There is just
as much danger of Radicalism now as there
has ever been, except that rulers have changed.
Politicians may palaver as much as they
choose, b>t Louisianians are in .just as great
danger to day as ever of a permancnt over-
throw of their rights and liberties. The State
is not saved.

We hope the Democratic State Convention
will consider the doubtful condition in which
our institutions, our rights, property and fu-
ture stand. There is a spirit of dissatisfac-
tion abroad. We know it. There is an ele
ment, also, which is content to he any and all
things with all men. And there is another
element whion may be classed as Independent
and to which the Radicals are looking for as-
sistance. How to reconcile these elements is
the question. It must be done, otherwise this
State will relapse into Radicalism and barbar-
ism. It can be dote. The old platform and
principles of the party, the " rebel yell" of
1876, and the proclamation of a bold, deter-
mined and downright campaign will call to-
gether the host which swept this State two
years ago in favor of retrenchment and reform.
Such a declaration will arouse enthusi:tsm and
revive hope; while a timid, halting, coquet-
tish policy will inevitably result in straggling.
desertion and probable defeat. We urge the
people, in selecting their delegates to Baton
Rouge, to send no man there who will not ad-
vocate a bold, uncompromising warfare upon
Radicalism and bad government. And we
should say that the greatest obstacle to a re-
turn to a good government is the infamous
Constitution of 18t•8. It should be trampled
out of existence-burned as waste paper.
There is no redemption while that vile instru-
ment survives as the organic law of the land.
It is a lie from the beginning and should be
wiped out.

There has been a variableness in the policy
of the Democratic party-a wandering after
strange gods, that is reprehensible, because
unmanly, insincere and false. It' the Telegraph
can speak for that party-and we have a right
to a decided opinion in that behalf--we can
say it is the party of constitutional liberty
and of thorough reform. Sneaks and make-
shifts may have been tolerated, but it was for
the purpose of restoring Louisiana to the right-
ful ownershipof the only true governing class;
and in the benefits of this result all were to be
participants alike. But. somehow, the wily,
or cowardly leaders of the Democratic party
have failed to restore Louisiana to the posses-
sion of its rightful owners. Shall this policy
go on forever? In 1865 the people fought the
iuquity of military reconstruction. Every
election since, the State has gone Democratic.
It remained for the only Democratic govern-
ment placed in power since '65 to accomplish
the redemption of Louisiana. Has it done it ?
The task has yet to be performed.

It is idle to tell us that the best has been
done that could be done. We know better.
And we ask the Democratic State Convention
not to put upon the Telegraph the task of de-
fending the unstatesmaulike policy which has
already cost itus much anxiety and grief. (3o
straightforward like men-say forward. and
then go forward in the lead. There is no bet-
ter time for a quotaton :

Alluding to the investigation of frauds in the
Presidential election of 1876, the New Orleans
Democrat of the 25th ultimo says :

This investigation may or it may not result
in the deposing of Hayes : this is a debatable
question; but that it will damn forever and
eternally the Republican party, the authors of
the conspiracy and crime which put him in
place, and, at the same time, defrauded the
people and brought dishonor to the country,
there can be no doubt. The simple bringing
out of the facts will accomplish this, and this
is all the investigation proposes to do. leaving
it to the country to dipose of the presidential
questiop afterward and as suits it best. This
exposure. we feel assured, will compel the
ousting of Hayes by impeachment or some
other process, but it will also consign to en-
during infamy the party that put him where
he is by the means of every crime that human
depravity has ever devised, from murder to
larceny.

The deficiency bill passed by the late Legis-

lature appropriated $50)0 to pay the newspa-
pers throughout the Statet'or publishing the
delinquent tax list in the various parishes last
fall, which is about one-half sunficient to cover
the debt at the meager price they allow the
printer. In looking over the many appropria-
tions we do not find anything so miserably
mean as their treatment of printers: for them
selves they provided anfply in the way of
mileage and per diem. no half rations. no cur-
tailing of any of their perquisites, no holding
back or hesitation about dipping deep into
the State Treasury for their own account, but
when it came to paying the printers; a sudden
attack of economy and reform seized them.
and they razed and cut down the compensa-
tion to starvation rates: and then, only make
one-half the provision necessary to pay eren
that.

We have been averse to joining the crusade
against the late Legislature for reasons that
we have assigned, and even now we complain
with hesitancy because we think but little
good can grow out of it. Yet. when the shoe
pinches so tightly as in this instance. we are
bound to hold up to public gaze a body of men
who were so keenly alive to their own inter-
est, and so utterly void of conscience when
pretending to compensate the newspapers who
helped the State in its efforts to collect the
taxes last year. This is one damning fact
against them, and we score it in real earnest.
and shall continue to keelp it before the peo-
ple-a Legislature that took good care of them-
selves and tried to starve out the newspapers
of the State by withholding their just compen-
sation.

MOIIGANS ROAIO Ti) TEX.As.-The Rils .11-
ready Bought and C,,ntrctstfor Ties Being Let.
-The public in general have not heretofore
attached much importance to the occasional
symptoms manifested by the Morgan Railroad
Company of an onward movement to Texas.
It has always been impossible for the repor-
ters to get any definite statements on the sub-
ject out of the officers of the road. People
could not see why, if they really intended
to connect us with Texas. they should
wish to conceal their laudable design, and
there has been further, a profound conviction
that it was not to the interest of this line to
spend millions to extend their track to Texas
so long as they can enjoy a monopoly of our
Texas trade over their steamshlip line.

At last, however, there is some very posi-
tive looking evidence, that will rejoice every
man, woman and child in this city. In the in-
terest of the exprolriation suit for the old
Opelousas road-bed and as an evidence that
it is brought in good faith, Mr. Pan'ely. the
superintendent of the Morgan road, yesterday
made an attidavit before Deputy United States
Circuit Clerk Viuot. that Mr. Whitney has
purchased, for $141,000 cash. three thousand
tons of steel rails, from the Edgar Thompson
Works, deliverable in September: that he has
virtually closed a contract for the fastenings
for the same, and that the affiant (Panlely)
ha;s contracted for 35.000 cross ties, of which
6000 are already made, and that all this oate-
rial is for the extension of the road beyond
Morgan City.-- . O. Times.

CONDITION OF THE N. O. P. RAILROAD.--I
an article on the status and prospects of this
road the New Orleans Tines gives these fig-
fures:

As the company now stands, it has comple-
ted 136 miles of grading, excavating and filling
-all the heaviest work-which is worth at a
reasonable estimate $1,000.000 and on which
they do not owe a cent. They have yet to
gradle 100 miles which with the ties, bridging,
rails, etc., for the whole will not require a
cash expenditure of more than $1,000,000. The
estimated cost of the entire road from New
Orleans to Marshall, including everything.
rolling stock, buildings, etc., with seven per
cent, added for contingencies, will be under
$1 5,000 per nmile, and to accomplish this they
have the $5.000,000 bonds which they are au-
thorized to issue, guaranteed by the $2,000,-
000 bonds to be loaned by the state, to say
nothing of the essential character of the induce-
i ment involved in so solid and substantial an
investment. Leaving a liberal margin open
for unforeseen delays. and discounting at a
fancy figure the opposition of the Property
Holders Union, obstructionists, croakers. Chi-
nese Wall statesmen, and assorted blights,
the work ought to he completed in time to
bring next year's crop to market, and simul-
taneously, to enter Texas as a competitor of
St. Louis for that trade.
