The Amendments.

We anticipate no controversy when we as-
sert that legislative law should be as clear
and as free trom doubt as language can make
it and that all its parts should be consistent.
Its requirements should be just and needful
and give promise of stability. Changes should
result tronm experience and a due regard to
the wishes of the people ascertained in public
discussions, popular resolutions and in general
elections. Legislation should then guard and
protect existing rights with legal exactness
and provide for concluding them without de-
lay or prejudice. Do the proposed constitu-
tional amendments tally with any of these
fundamental principles of jurisprudence or
with constitutional necessities?

Article 75 of the Constitution, which is to
be stricken out, reads:

The supreme court shall be composed of one
chief justice and four associate justices, a ma-
jority of whom shall constitute a quornum.
The chiefjustice shall receive a salary of $7,-
500 and each of the associate justices a salary
of $7,000 annually, payable quart.rly on their
own warrants. The chief justice and the as-
sociate justices shall be appointed by the gov-
ernor with the advice and consent of the sen-
ate, for the term of eight years. They sha:l
be citizens of the United States, and shall
have practiced law for five years, the last three
thereof next preceding their appointment, in
the state. The court shall appoint its own
clet ks and may remove them at pleasure.

Nothing could be plainer than that.
We quote three of the proposed amendments,

IX, X and XII:
AMENDMENT IX.

The judicial power shall be vested in a su-
preme court, in district courts and in justices
of the peace. The district courts shall have
original jurisdiction for all civil cases where
the amount in suit exceeds one hundred dol-
lars, exclusive of interest. In criminal cases
and in all probate matters their juridliction
shall be unlimited. They shall have appellate
jurisdiction in civil suits from justices of the
peace, if the amount in dispute exceeds ten
dollars, exclusive of interest. The justices of
the peace shall be elected by the electors of
each parish, in the manner and with the qua-
lifications to be determined by the general as-
sembly. They shall hold office for the term
of two years, and their compensation shall be
fixed by law. Their jurisdiction in civil cases
shall not exceed one hundred dollars. exclu-
sive of interest, subject to an appeal to the
district court in all cases where the amount
in dispute shall exceed ten dollars exclusive
of interest. They shall have such criminal
jurisdiction as shall be conferred by law. The
general assembly shall have power to vest in
the clerks of the district courts the right to
grant such orders and do such acts as umay be
deemed necessary for the furtherance of the
administration of justice. Int all cases the
power thus granted shall be specified and de-
termined.

(Strike out article 75.)
AMENDMENT X.

The chief justice of the supreme court shall
receive a salary of $7.000 per annumu. and the
associate justices of the sllpre:tme court shahl
each receive a salary of $6.500 per annum, pay-
able quarterly on their own warrants.

AMENDMENT XII.

Each of the districts judges shall receive a
salary to be fixed by law, which, except in the
parish of Orleans, shall not be less than two
thousand nor more than three thousand dol-
lars per anumn. payable on his own warrant,
and which shall not be increased or diminished
during his term of office. He tmust lbe a citi-
zen of the United States over the age of twen-
ty five years, and have resided in the State
anid practiced law therein for the space of
two years next preceding his election. The
judges of the district courts shall hold their
office for the term of four years.

In the parish of Orleans the annual salary
of the district judges shall not exceed five
thousand dollars, to be paid a as aove provided.

(Strike out article 38.)
I. If you have read the three foregoing

amendments earefully you have seen that
there is no provision is the IXth or XIIth
proposed amendment touching theases that
may be pending on the civil docket of the par-
ish courts, unless they are to be transferred to
the justices of the peace ex necessitate rei. It
is a question of some importance and we ask,
What is to becomlte of them n

2. The salaries of the judges should be fixed.
What has been the rcustom is mno pisrt ot the
business of to-day. The people require at this
time certainty in all financial matters. If the
judges are to be paid either $2.000, or $3.000,
say so.

3. Article 75 having been stricken out and
amendment IX substituted for it, in all serious-
ness what becomes of the Supreme Court ?
They can have no successors, for the amend-
ment does not prescribe a mode either by ap-
pointment or electiou ; requires no qualifica-
tious or citizenship, and fixes no qtorum. It
may be contended that as now organized it
will contiuue without term. That will be ex-
traordinary hair splitting, but in these days
of wonders we may not be surprised at any-
thins. But if the entire omission of all the
essentials of an office in the new, and the un-
qualified striking of them out of the olt ar-
ticle, does not abrogate the law and abolish
the office, then we must admit that we have
read law to little piurpose and studied the
science of government to no advantage.

4. The Xth amendment discovers the haste
of their preparation in providing a fat salary
for a court that had been tacitly dropped.
Some may think there is wisdom in it, that it
is best, that it is progress. Science develops
slowly at first, only a few eyes can discern it.
We are as blinul as a bat. Good may come of
it, but it will be when pademonium is turned
loose.

The proposed amendments do not answer
the reqditremeits of the people's condtititon.
We show above into what itter confuision it
is proposed to precipitate the judiciary systemn
of the State. Such patch-work was never
heard of before, and the work shows haste
and a lack of legal knowledge which is inex-
cusable and too elemsy for serious cuonsilera-
tion. Out of this codiusion there is a plain
path of escape, and it is the only one. Call a
constitutional convention complosed of dele-
gates chosen by the people, antd let tihe or-
ganic law be changed fiundamentally. Patch-
work is a cheat andl a fraud.

MRs LUtsiit TOUR.-UOn the twenty-first,
Superintendent Lusher, with •Plsars. J. M.
Moore, C. C. Swayte and C. N. Ealer, inspect-
ed the recently made repairs to the Franklin
College buildings. He found them beautifully
located. convenient and greatly strengthen-
ed by the repairs. A good fence encloses the
college grounds. A small appropriation from
the St. Landry police jury is expected to make
thenm perfectly comfortable. It is hoped that
under a competent facolty, a boarding acad-
emy, with a normal department engrafted,
will be opened.

The colored school, 129 pupils, in charge of
Mad. Donate and three assistants, manifest-
ed considerable proficiency. To this school
$150 of the Peabody fund was donated for the
half session of five monte within the present
year.

The four white schools in town, closed in
April, will be re-opened in September and an
effort made to unite them in one well graded
school, with aid from thePeabody fund.

Thle private schobol of Mrs. Mayer was vis-
ited and found in very good condition.-N. 0.

This calculation of cost is made eon a
basis of a first class railway, with a guage of
four feet eight and a half inches, a hliaviest
gradient of thirty-five feet to the mile, and
steel rails with fi'rst class equipments in every
respect.

Gen. Bnuekner is here in the interest of his
enterprise. antd particularly to effect sonle sat-
isfactory arrangement, either with the Morgatn
Road or tihe Donaldsonville route as a preliml-
inary basis for his negotitiation abroad.
