Ex-President Davis.

On the 10th inst., at Mississippi City, Col.
James Lingan, on behalf of the Louisiana
Division of the Association of the Army of
Tennessee, presented to ex-President Jeffer-
son Davis a gold badge and certificate of hono-
ry membership in that Association. The old
Confederate hero responded in a most admira-
ble address, from which we make the follow.
ing extracts:

The gratitude felt for your kindness, and
the appreciation of the honor you have con-
fcrred, are doubly dear to me. IDear as an ex-
pressiotn of your friendship and esteem, and
not less dear as an exponent of the magnaninm-
ity of those who have much of sorrow and
sacrifice to remember in connection with the
period of my administration.

The history of the world is full of examples
where rewards and honors and public appre-
ciation have waited on the successful, and
where condemnation followed failure: with
little discrimination in either case as to the
merit or denlerit of the conduct applauded or
condenuedl. To you. my countrymllen, belongs
the distitctionti of presenting an exception to
the rule.

You come to-day to confer a badge and or-
der on one endeared to you by our comnlmon
misfortune, and especially regardea by you
because he has been the particular object of
the hate and unwearying slander of his and
your enemies. I am cordially thankful for
this kindness and proud to be enrolled in an
association of men whose opinions and friend-
ships do not veer with the changing tides of
fortune. Your organization was appropriate,
if not needful, to preserve the memories and
cherished brotherhoods of your soldier life,
and cannot be objectionable to any. unless it
be to one who hols your services to have been
in ani unworthy cause, and your conduct .nuch
as called for repentance and forgircness. The
weary marchl, the picket, the ill-supplied camp,
the heart-depressing hospital, as well as the
battle-field, afford numerous occasions to call
forth the generosity and fidelity of soldier
triends, and of all the tenderest memories and
closest and strongest ties these are perhaps the
most enduring. But to sanctify these friend-
ships there must be pride as well in the cause
as in the conduct. The veteran who shoulders
his crutch to show how fields were won must
not be ashamed of the battle in which he was
wounded. To higher natures success is not
the only test of merit. And you, my friends.
though you were finally unsuccessful. have the
least possible cause to regret the flag under
whied you marched or the manner in which
you upheld it. Under provocation the bitter-
est and oft-repeated, yours was never the
policy of retaliation. While your homes were
laid waste and your families often left desti-
tute, the peaceful home of an enenmy sutfered
not at your hands. Nor had the non-combat-
ants cause to tremble at your coming, either
ill their body or estate. There were some who
were not with our marching armies that ad-
vocated raising the black flag. unt you pre-
ferretl to share your canteen with the wound-
ed enemy, and your half ration with a hutgry
lrisoner. In the heat of the confiict, I coun-
mended this exhibition of magnanimity on
the part of our soldiers in a general order,
and remuember with pride the chivalry which
called it forth. It were needless to recall the
instances of cruel and unmanly conduct of the
enemy towards the aged men and helpless
women and children of our land; if it were
possible to forget, it were well such acts were
forgotten. The noblest have most power to
forgive, and the meanest are most revengeful.
The first is best able to return good for evil;
that is your part, and your past conduct shows
how well you were able to meet the require-
ment.
As an original question, the propriety of ex-

ercising the State right of secession in 1861
was at least debatable, but the course pursued
by the Federal government, after the war had
ceased, vindicates the judgment of those who
held separation to be necessary for the safety
and freedom of the Southern States. The un-
successful attempt to separate left those in
power to work their will, as it had been mani-
fested when they first got control of the gov-
ernmutent. The events are too recent to re-
quite recapitulation, and the ruin I

tl.-y have
wrought, the depravity they have developed.
require no other memorial than the material
and moral wreck which the country presents.

Permit mle to say of the controverted ques-
tion of secession by a State from the Union,
of whichl! it was a member by cau pact, vol-
untarily made, that my faith in that right as
an inherent attribute of State sovereignty,
was adopted early in life, was confirmed by
the study and observation of later years, and
has passed, utichanged and unshaken, through
the severe ordeal to which it has been sub-
jected.

Without desire for a political future, only
anxious for the supremacy of the truths oan
which the Union was founded, and which I
believe to be essential to the prosperity andl
the liberties of the people, it is little to assuime
that I shall die, as I have lived, firm in the
State rights faith.

In other times and places I have discussed
the right of a State to withdraw froam the
Union, and will not repeat the argument on
this occasion.

Suffice it to say, the historical facts front
which tile right is deducible can only be over-
thrown by the demolition of the principles on
which the government of our fathers was or-
dained anad established. The independence
and sovereignty of the State carried with it
the obligation of the allegiance of the citizen
to his State. To refuse to defend it when itn-
vaded would be treason. To respond to its
call and go forth with those who 'hung the
banner on the outer wall," was a legal duty
and obligation to his home, and all it held
dear; alike binding on the father, the brother,
the son and the citizen. The propriety of ean-
gaging in war is a question open to debate;
but, when it has been entered on, to shrink
from its trials and responsibilities is ia crime,
which in all ages has been denounced by the
lpatriotic and the brave.

We have been accustomed, and justly, too,
to give unmeasured praise for the sacrifices
made by our Rievolutio ary ancestors for the
cause of self-government and the indepen-
dence which had been delared. But there
was no such unanimity among the colonists
as was shown by our people in their effort to
maintain the liberties their fathers had se-
cured and transmitted to them. Then organ-
ised bodies of Tories combated, with donbtful
result, the troops of the States in revolution.
Among us there was no organized resistance
and but few cases of individual defection.
This, at least, shows that our cause was not
less dear or less worthy of a people's love than
theirs.

Let no one suppose that in thus vindicating
our cause, iu paying due tribute to your gal-
laut deeds, and in commending the heroic for-
titude of your mothers, your wives, your sis-
ters and your daughters, 1 am seeking to dis-
turb such peace as we have, or to avoid the
logic of events. You have done your duty in
the past, and I weuld ask no more than that
you should fulfill equally well the duties of
the present and the future. The bravest are,
es a rule, the gentlest, and they are also the

truest to every obligation assumed by them.
You struck for independence and were unsuc- I
cessful. You agreed to return to tile Union,
and abide by the constitution and the laws
made in comformity with it. Thus far, no
farther, do I understand your promise to ex-
tend.

It does not require you to accept a fraud in
the title to office, nor, because a man calls
himself a "statesman," to admit his right to
legitimate bribery and corruption. Wars of
conquest, like the convulsive heaving of an
oarthquake, displace the proper order of con-
stituent elements, and briungiu the dregs of
society to the surface check-both material and
wsoral progress. But this evil in a country
where the ople rule must have an inherent
remedy. IBad laws badly admiuistered im-
pair the prosperity and happiness of the
masses, and their interest must teach them
that corruption and fraud may enrich the few,
bpt does so by impoverishing the many.

The fortitude with which our people have
borne the oppression imposed on them since i
the war was closed; the resolute will with
whih they have struggled against poverty
sd oleial pillage, is tehighest glory and
gives the beat assuranee of inal triumph.

Well may we rejoice in the regained posses-
sion of local self government, in the power of

the people to choose their representatives and
to legislate uncontrolled by bayouets. This is
the great victory and promises another as the
sequence to it, a total non-interference by the
Federal goverllnent with the domestic affairs
of the States. The revival of the time-honored
doctrine of State sovereignty and the supre-
macy of law will secure permanent peace, flree-
dom and prosperity. The constitution of the
United States. interpreted as it was by those
who made it. is the prophet's rod to sweeten
the bitter water from which dowel the strife.
the carnage, the misery and the shame of the
past, as well as the foils of the present.

Every evil which has befallen our institu-
tions is directly traceable to the perversion of
the compact of union and the usurpation by
the Federal government of undelegated pow-
ers. *

It was no part of my piurpose, as has been
already shown, to discuss the politics of the
dtay, though the deep interest I must ever feel
in the affairs of tlhe country has not allowed

lme to ignore them, and will not permit me to
be unobservant of passing events, or inditfir-
ent to the humiliating exposures to which the
Federal governmuent has of late been subjected.
Separated from anlly active participation in pub-
lic affairs, Ii ay not properly judtge of those
who have to hear the heat and buirtlden of the
lay. Representing no otn,. it wouil be quite
unreasonable to hold any other respounible
for the opiniols which I miay entertain. Ilow
or whlen a restoration of the government to the
principles and practices of its earlier period
imay be accomplished, it is not given itus to
foresee. For me it remains only earnestly to
hope, and holtpefully to believe, though I may
lot see it, that the restoration st ill come. To

disbhelieve this, is to discredit the polular iu-
telligence and integrity in which sellt-govern-
ileut must necessarily depend. Though severe'ly
tried, my fallith in thet people is not lost, and I
pirayertltly trust, though I should not live to
see the hope realized, that it will be permitted
to tie to (lie believing that the principles on
which our fathers founded their gove-rlmlntlt
will tinally prevail throughonut the land, and
the ends for which it witas Instituted yet be at-
tained and rendered as perpetual its human
institutions may be.

I have said we could not foresee how or
when this may be brought to pass, but it is
not so difficult to determine a hat means are
needful to secure the result. First in order
and importance, fir it is the corner stone of
the edifice, the elective franchiste iri t Ithe il-
telligently and honestly exercised. Let there
be no class legislation, low taxes, low salarics,
no perquisites; and let the official be held to
a strict accountability to his constituents.
Nepotism and gift-taking by a public agent
deserves severest censure, and the bestowal
of the people's offices as a reward for partisan
service, should lie as a gross bleach of trust.
Let not such offenses be condoned ; for. in a
government of the people there can be no
abuses permissible as usefully counteracting
each other. Truth and justice and honor pre-
sided at the birth of our Federal Union, and
its mission can only be pertiorned by their
rontinual attendance upon it. For this. there
is not needed a condition of human perfecti-
bility ; but only so much of virtue as wil; con-
trol vice. and teach the mercenary and seif-
seeking. that power and distinction anil honor
will be awarded to patriotism, capacity andt
integrit y.

To you. self-saetificing, self-denying defend-
ers of imperishable truths and inalienable
rights, I look for the perforltmauce of whatever
man can do for the welfare and happiness of
his country.

In the language of a gifted poet of Mississip-
pi

' It is not for thee to falter.
It is not for thee to palter

In this crisis-for thy mission is the mightiest
of Time :

It is thine to lead a legion
Out of every realm and region

In the glorious march sunward to the golden
heights sublime."

After Mr. Davis retired amid a storm of ap-
plause, says the City Item, Father Ryan, the
poet priest. :uthor of t ie -Conquered Banner."
was hurried .o the trout and iluforned that a
few words at least were expected of him. His
was a peculiarly unreconstrutr ed speech, but
it was surprisingly pithy and eloquent. After
apologizing for speaking word of praise in the
preseince of IMr. Davis, he proceeded to glanlce
troiut page to page over the hi tomry of the f•l-
len chiet, and to cast on each the gleam of a
most brilliant sun-burst. Finally he wound
up with a climax of wonderfully vivid and des-
criptivepersonalenlogy. Turning to the tall.ei
chief he exclaimed: " Your heart, Mr. Davis.
has been through all these years and these
struggles the seat and soul of honor. Your pril-
ciples, Mr. Davis. were right all the time-
were right first, are right now. and will be to
the enld. Your hand, Mr. Davis. was never
stained by the taking of base bribes. You,
Mr. Davis. were never investigated [uproarious
applause.] and if the first Washington. for his
services in the cause of revolution deserved
honor, you, the second Washingtonl for like
efforts, though in a faililng cause, deserve it
equally. [Applause.] listotry, Mr. Davis. in
the calm future will do y,,u justice tanti from
the reverberations of venleration anld respect
now passing down to other times, poets, as yet
unborn. will wreathe the lmuost glorious of
rhymnes ini your praise. 'I'hongli fallen, you
are not conquered, and tholugh covered with
contumely, you were still inobler than your
enemies! We honor you, Mr. Davis, a hero
alike in triumph and disaster."

Then, with a salute of fifty guns, thte cere-
monies of the day were closed.
