The Courier's 26th Year.

This number begins tth twenty-sixth volume
of THE OPELOUSAS COURIER. Established in
December 1852, by Joel H. Sandoz, the father
of the present editors and proprietors, and
Andrew Meynier,-both of whom have passed
to the spirit land, it has been published as a
fearless and outspoken Democratic sheet, ex-
cept during a few mouths in the late war when
suppressed by Federal soldiery, the material
destroyed and carried off, and the editor and
his assistants imprisoned, and a short suspen-
sion in 1870 when the infamous "printing bill"
prevented Democratic papers from receiving
any patronage in order to enrich Republican
journals, who would otherwise have starved
but for this legalized theft of the people's
money. After the death of Mr. Meynier, Wnm.
H. Spencer an elegant and forcible writer, be-
came co-editor and co-publisher with Joel H.
Sandoz, and retained that position until he fell
at his post of duty in defense of his section, at
the second battle of Manassas while in com-
maud of the 10th Louisiana infantry. Mr. T.
G. Compton a well known journalist and pun-
gent paragraphist edited the COURIER for one
year in 1867-8. He too is dead--numbered with
Meynier, Spencer and Joel H. Sandoz in the
"files" of the past forever gone. But the
COLtURIER still lives, and continues as it has for
the past quarter of a century to battle for the
best interests of our people. The present
management took the helm of the paperin 1870
and have consistently adhered to the charac-
ter and principles advocated by it from its
birth to the present time. The CouRIER will
coltinue it the old Democratic faith. Reared
in it, we find no false theories to abandon, and
no disappointments to regret. We are willing
to be judged by the record of the old COUI;IER,
and are proud of its history through all the
vicissitudes of its long career down to the
present moment. We can truthfully say that
we have never wavered in our fight against
the Radical thieves, who for eight long years
plundered and misgoverned our State; nor
have we for the sake of thrift "crooked the
pregnant hinges of the knee" to the power
that, for so long a period, dealt out to its fol-
lowers and apologists patronage and benefices
without stint. If at times we have lived hard,
yet we had the consolation of knowing it was
as least democratic "tasso and corn bread"
earned from the willing hands of our own
poverty-stricken people. We are poor, and
have made but little money; yet we possess a
reward which is better and more enduring-
the consciousness of having always performed
our duty to our country and our people to the
best of our ability. We intend to pursue the
same line of duty in the future, and confident-
ly refer to the COURIER's labors of the past
as an earnest of the fulfillment of all its
pledges to the Democratic party and the peo-
ple. To those of our friends who have stood
by the COURIER in its darkest days, and at a
time when both paper and patron were sorely
oppressed by the common enemy,-to those
who have contributed their mite to.the sup-
port of their representative, and enabled us
to "pull through" in spite of enemies high and
low, domestic and imported-we desire to ten-
der our sincere thanks; and we trust none
will be found among them who cannot truth-
fully say that he is gratified at having assisted
us in living through the trying times we have
traversed together.

The leaders of the Radical party in this par-
ish are actively engaged in the work of organ-
izing opposition to the Democratic ticket. The
executive committee of the party, to which
the authority to make nominations of candi-.
dates for office has been given, has agreed up-
on a portion of their ticket, to-wit: For the
State Senate, Thomas C. Anderson; for the
House, Louis Desmarais and Claudius Mayo,
white men, and Sim6on Birotte and Jules Go-
dean, colored; for the Police Jury-lst ward,
J. J. Thompson, white; 2d ward, J. W. Hardy,
colored; 3d ward, G. T. Hawkins; 4th ward,
S. Prbjean; for justices of the peace-lst
ward, E. P. Veazie and D. P. C. Ilill; for con-
stables-slt ward, Victoriu Laatrapes and B.
A. Guidry. It seems that as regards some of
the parochial or local offices, no nominations
will be made, but that the wire-workers and
leaders of the party have adhered to the policy
ef supporting men who, while professing to be
Democrats, will notwithstanding become can-
didates in opposition to the action of the Dem-
ocratic parish nominating convention.

We have no doubt that this is true. We
have as little doubt that these independent
candidates who, to give a color bf sincerity to
their professions, united themselves to Demo-
cratic clubs prior to the convention and par-
ticipated in the primary elections for delegates,
had their programme laid down at the very
time that they were making their professions

of Democratio faith and acting the part as-
signed them in their Democratic farce.

Unreliable, un-
certain, nondescript Democrats like them-
selves may vote for them; but of such, we
are glad to hope, there are very few in Saint
Landry now.

Let no Democrat be deceived by the preten-
sions and professions of such then. They are
not good and reliable Democrats. They are not
Democrats at all. They are either Republicans
in disguise, or worse than this, they are trai-
tore in the Democratic camp. For the sake of
holding a little local office, such men would be
willing to see the Democratic party utterly
discomfited and routed, the fruits of its dearly

Taxes.

One of the favorite arguments made and
strenuously urged by those who are intent up-
on defeating the Democratic ticket, both par-
ish and State, at the approaching election, isI that the Democratic party, though in the ma-

jority in the Legislature and in possession of
the State government for the last two years,
has failed to reduce taxation below the ruin-
ounsly high rate established by the Radical
Sparty. This argument has been industriously
tmade and circulated ever since the adjourn
ment of the last Legislature. It seenmed at
first to have the desired effect among some of
our Democratic friends. Many of them were
disappointed and dissatisfied that their taxes,
under the circumstances, had not been reduc-
ed, and felt despondent and disinclined to
take any further active interest in our politi-
cal contests.

This statement appears to have
provoked the ire of our amiable neighbor, and
in its last issue it says : "We want the editors
of the COURIER to know, if they do not at pres-
ent, that the St. Landry Democrat is not, and
has never been printed by Mr. Jackson, and
further, that we are no more responsible for
what issues from Mr. Jackson's job office, than
we are for the advertisements which appear in
the COURIER, of Larimore for Congress," &c.
We do not clearly understand the distinction
theDemocratattempts to draw in the above sen.
tence ; for we know, and every cell informed
person in this community knows, whether the
editor of tile Democrat "wants" them to know
it or not, that that paper is printed in Mr.
Jackson'8 office, with Mr. Jackson's type and
on Mr Jackson's press. Whether Mr. Jackson
actually prints the Democrat or not is of no
consequence. That both publications are set
up and printed in the same office, that Mr.
Jackson works in that office and that the of-
fice is the property of Mr. Jackson are facts
which the Democrat will, we presume, not de-
ny. Out statement is therefore substantially
correct, and we do not see the necessity for
the Democrat's exhibition of arrogance and ill
temper. As to hoging the Democrat respon-
sible for what issdes from Mr. Jackson's job of-
fice, we had no such idea and said nothing
which might be so construed. In fact, all we
said about that matter we have quoted at the
beginuinr of this article; and the candid read-
er can find nothing in it poifting that way
and nothing at which the Democrat had reasons
to take offense. We merely mentioned the
strange anomaly of a Radical Republican
newspaper and a simon-pure Democratic or-
gan being printed in the same office. We are
not responsible for this anomaly. It is not our
fault. On the contrary some people think the
blame might be laid at the Democrat's own
door. They say that a small portion of the
Democrat's "ample resources" of which it has
boasted, might have been usefully em ployed
in chartering, not merely his newspaper de-
partment, but the whole of Mr. Jackson's
printing establishment.

Memphis before the plague, had a popula-
tion of 50,000. but of the people who now re-
main only 2000 are in health. The fever pre-,
vails in various parts of the country included
within a radius of ten miles of the city. Fif-
teen volunteer physicians have died in Mem-
phis7 and twenty others ard sick. Eight Ca-tholic priests and five protestant ministers
have also perished. At Vicksburg physicians
fear wet weather, and consequently a renewal
of the fever with black vomit. Second-class
mail matter has been burned by quarantine of-
ficers at Galveston, and postal agents protest
against its wanton destruction. When fever
appeared at Chattagnooga the town was al-
most depopulated in a single day. The rush
was for the mounutains. Old buildings, abau-
doned long ago, were filled to overflowing.
The earliest historical notice of yellow fever is
in Ligon's "History of Barbadoes," where it is
said to have broken out early in September,
1647, and before the end of the month "the liv-
ing were scarcely able to bury the dead." Dn-
ring the next 150 years the disease was several
times epidemic in the West Indies, but did not
become severe until 1793, when it destroyed no
fewer than 6000 men at Port Royal in a few
months. In 1804it was brought to thesouthof
Spain, and visited Cadiz, Malaga, and Carthe-
gena, its greatees force falling upon Gibraltar,
where in four months, fifty-four officers, 864
soldiers, and 5028 others died, and only 28 in
14,000 of population escaped an attack.

The Troy, N. Y. Pess, in view of W. P. Kel-
loge's attempt to turn the epidemic fund to a
poltt!e purpose, suggests " that he at once

arm a partnership with his satanic majesty,
the seator, by reason of his superior abilities,
tobe bhead of the firm."

Inforniatiou for the Poster.

The first instalment of the Republican cam-
paign paper of this parish was issued under
the sobriquet of lRepublicano News, but for sonme
cause the "compilers" changed the name to
The Poster, which, from its significant mean-
ing, should at least give correct accounts to
its readers. But its allusions, in this week's
issue, in regard to public schools under the
managenlent of our present l)clmocratic ad-
ministration, is calculated it' not designed to
mislead the uninformed as to the effticient anid
equal distribution of school funds of the pres-
ent board of directors compared to their pre-
decessors, the Republican school board.

Now, Mr. Poster, if you want stuine definite
news about what the present board has done,
and what the old Repulican Io;trd did dito for
the cause of public education,. we will give you
some reliable figures to post you is to tie rela-
tive merits of said boards in estabilishing a:nd
maintaining both colored and white schools,
and challenge your " compilers " to show a
different balance-slheet in Republican favor.

Now for facts and figures. t'he first quarter
of the schlolastic term under the old Republi-
can school board was opened on the 1st of Oc-
tober, 1876, and ended oni Dei. 2.1 of the same
year. Tlhere were 23 schools-15 white and 8
colored--taught in October and November, and
24 in Decemlber. The greatest iulmber of chil-
dren enrolled for the three montl lits was 67 in
DLecelmbr. and talghlt biy 21 teachers. ()n
Jani. 6. 1877, T. C. Anderson, the school treas-
urer, drew $1023.901 from thie State treasnl.y as
the apportionment of school ton.ey for said
quarter. The amtount of school warranits is-
suled to pay teacthers-2-2 ill nutmber-for said
quarter was $2t935.00 out of said apportion-
tient. There is $1216i.55 of these warrantt still
unpaid, now in the Ihatds of original andt third
parties. Now. will the Postr lpost up these
figuret-s anId tell ui \swha was done with this de-
ficit of the $102:3.90

The present board of directors, under a Dtem-
heratic administration, opened the public
schools ion the l•t of Octobter, 1877, and col-
tinlued i session an average of seven imonths.
The average enrollment of fifty-sie schools
with 66 teachers for said titme was 13,232 ipn-
pils, more than half of whomi were colored. as
shown by the rnonthly reports of teachers for
said terum.

There were 36 teachers of white, and 30 of
colored schools to whom wete paid $10351 25
in salaries for said period of an averagie of seven
months. And Mr. Poster. we challenge you to
find a single warrant emanating from the pres
ent Board which remains unpaid, or one that
did nlot bring its face value when negotiated.
If these facts and figures are not sufficient, or
ae in the le-ast questioned, the Poster is refer-
red to the hooks of the present Directors for
more satisfactory iiforitation. In coniclttsion
the Poster is remindted that where the old Board
was composed entirely of Republicans, the
Democrats in a spit it ot fairness and good faith
to the colored people, allowed them three col-ored republicans in the organization of the
present Board of Directors. The utmost cour-
tesy is shown these colored members in the dis-
cussion of all matters brought before the litamd,
and they can bear testimony to the justice and
integrity governing Ine whole body in the im-
partial administration of school matters.

In pursuance of article 147 of the constitu-
tion of this State, publication is hereby given
to the voters of this State of the proposed
amendments to the constitution of this State,
agreed to Iby two-thirds of the members elected
to each house of the General Assembly, at its
session of 1878, and which are required to be
published, three months before the next gene-
ral election for Representatives to the General
Assembly, in at least one newspaper in every
parish of this State, in which a newspaper
shall be published. Said amendments appear
more fully in acts Nos. 73 and 74 of the regular
session of the General Assembly of 1878, and
in act No. 12 of the extra session of the General
Assembly of 1878, which are officially publish-
ed for the information of the voters, and which
will be submitted to the people at the next
general election, to be held on the fifth day of
November, [nexatl1878, in such a manner and
form that toe pe e may vote for or against
each amendment, epasrately, and if a majority
of the votes at said election shall approve and

ratitfy all or either of saidl aniendtments, the
saLtie shall b-colnc a art of the cunstit tion.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS.

ACT NO. 73, I. S. OF 1878.
NKumber One.

That the seat of government shall be estab-
lished at the city of Baton Rouge or at the city
of New Orleans, as the majority of the voters

be paid a salary of tive hundred dollars ($500)
per session and actual traveling expenses iby
ilthe itnearest practicable route, not to exceed
lifty dollars ($50) tor any one niember; proni-
ded, that if two sessions are held in tile samne
year they shall receive for the second session
in that year salary of only two hutndred anid
litty dollars ( d1n) and actrual traveling ex-
peises by the nearest practicable route. not to
exceed fifty dollars ($~30) for any one membler.

r y ; atffeting the estates oft minors,
or persons utndler disability, exemptinlg proper-
ty from taxation. creating any monolipoly, le-
galizing the unauthorized or invalid acts of
ally officer or agent of the State, or of any
plirish or municipality; granting any extra
comlpensation to anyl public tlticer, agent or
contractor, after the service has been render-
ed or contracted for; changing any parish
seat, or creating nlew iparishes, except by the
assent of the nmajority of the qualified electors
of the parish, or parishes, to te affected; in
aill other cases, whllere a general law cain be
mtade applicable, no local or special law shall
be piassed.

Number , Six.
The Governor shall receive a salary of $7000

per annum, payable quarterly, on his own
waroint.

Number Seren.

The Lieutenant Governor shall receive a
salary which shall be double that of a member
of the General Assembly.

(Strike out article fifty-seven.)
.Aumiber :Kight.

Every bill which shall have passed both
houses, shall be presented to the Governolr;
if he approve it, he shall sign it; if he does
not he shall return it, witlh his objections, to
the house in which it originated, which shall
enter the objections at large upon its journal,
and proceed to reconsider it. If, after such
reconsideration, two-thirds of all the memin-
hers present in that house shall agree to pass
the bill, it shall be sent, with the objections.
to the other house, by which it shall likewise
be reconsidered, anid i f alproved by two- thirds
of the members present in that house, it shall
be a law. But in such cases the vote of both
houses shall be deterlnilned by yeas and nanys,
and the names of members voting for or against
the bill shall be entered upon the journal of
each house respectively. If any bill shall not
be returned by the Governor within five days
after it shall have been presented to him, it
shall bet a law, in like manner as if lie had signed
it, unless the General Assembly, by adjourn-
me•ut, prevent its return ; in which case. within
thirty dais, the Governor shall file the same,with his objections thereto, in the otfice of
the Secretary of State, and give public notice
thereof; otherwise it shall become a law as
itf he had signed it. The Secretary of State
shall communicate said objections alnd bill so
deposited to the, house in which it originated
on the first day of the meeting of the next
General Assembly. who shall act upon the
same as above provided. The Governor shall
have power to veto one or more items inl aIny
bill appropriating money, embracing distinct
items, while approving other portions of the
bill, and the part or parts of the bill approved
shall become law, and the item or items of ap-
propriations disapproved shall be void, unless
repassed according to the rules and limitations
prescribed for the passage of other bills over
the Governor's veto.

No officer, whose salary is fixed by the con-
stitution, shall be allowed any fees or perqui-
sites of oftlice.

Vumber Ten.
The judicial power shalt be vested in a Su-

premse Court, in district courts and in justices
of the peace. The district courts shall have
orignal jurisdistion in all civil cases where the
amount in dispute exceeds one hundred dol-
larA, exclusive of interest. In criminal cases,
and in all probate matters, their jurisdiction
shall be unlimited. They shall have appellate

jurisdiction in civil suits from justices of the
peace, when the amount in dispute exceeds ten
dollars, exclusive of interest. The justices of
the peace shall be elected by the electors of
each parish in the manner and with the quali-
fications to be determined by the General As-
sembly. They shall hold office for the term of
two years, and their compensation shall be
fixed by law. Their jurisdiction in civil cases
shall not exceed one hundred dollars, exclu-
sive of interest, subject to an appeal to the
district court in all cases when the amount in
dispute shall exceed ten dollars, exclusive of
interest. They shall have such criminal juris-
diction as shall be conferred by law. The Gen-
eral Assembly shall have power to vest in the
clerks of the district courts the right to grant
such orders and do such actsas may be deemed
necessary for the furtherance of the adminis-
tration of justice. In all cases the power thus
granted shall be specified and determined.

Number Eleven.
The Chief Justice of the Supreme Court

shall receive a salary of $7000 per annum, and
the Associate Justices of the Supreme Court
shall each receive a salary of $6500 per annum,
payable quarterly on their own warrant.

Number Twelve.
The General Assembly shall divide the State

into judicial districts, which shall remain un-

changed for four years, and for each district
one judge, learned in the law, shall be elected
by a plumality of qualified electors thereof.
For each district there shall be one district
court, except in the parish of Orleans, in which
the ;eneral Assembly may establish as ilany
district courts as the- public interest may re-
quire, not to exceed the number now autho-
rized by existing laws, except by a two-thirds
vote of all the members elected to both bran-
ches of the General Assembly. Until other-
wise provided by law th. district courts now
existing in the parishli of O)leans shall have the
juldiction at present conferred by law; no
redistricting or change shall be made so as to
take effect durin tile incumbency of any judge.
The number of dishticts in the State shall not
be less than thirty nor more than forty-five.
The General Assembly shall provide by law
for at least four terms annually of the district
court in every parish. The Genleal Assembly
shall have power to create circnit courts, to
be constituted by grouping the district judges
into circuits, and composing tile circuit court
of the judges of district courts within such cir-
cuits. To direct the place or places of meeting
of said circuit courts, so constituted, and to
vest said circuit courts with appellate jurisdic-
tion from the district courts within the circuit.
where the amount involved exceeds one hun-
dred dollars ($100), exclusive of intetest, and
does not exceed five hundred dollars ($500),
exclusive of interest. The General Assembly
shall have power, hy a two-thirds vote of all
the members elected to both Houses, to lestrict
the appellate jurisdiction of the Supreme Court
to caulses t where the amnollnt involved exceeds
one tihjtusand dollirs [$1000]. exclusive of in-
terest ; andl in case of slich restrictiont thl cir-
icuit curtils so to lie created shall have appellate
ijrisdictioi of the class of cases thus exetlided
trom tlhel appellate jurisdiction of the Supreme
Court. The clerks of the district courts shall
be elected by the qualified voters of their res-
pective- pltishes, and shall hold their office for
tfoir years.

Number I irteen.

Each of the district judges shall receive a sal-
ary, to be fixed by law, which, except in the
parish ofOrlt ans, shall not be le~s than two
thousand dollars nor more than three thousand
dollars per annum payable quarterly on his
own warranlt., aiid which shall not he increased
nor diminlished during the term of office He
nmust be a citizen of the United States, over the
age of twenty-five years, and have resided in
tile State alid practiced law therein for the space
of two years next lireceding his election. The
judges of the district courts shall iold their
office for the term of four years. I. 'he parish
of Orleans the annual salary of the district
judges shalll not exceed five thousand dollars,
to be paid as above provided.

Number Fourteen.

In lien of the office of district attortfby, estat-
lished by article niinely-two of the constitution
of 18tih. there shall be elected, by the qualified
voters of each parish, a State's attorney there-
for; who shall be a citizen of the United States,
and who shall have been a resident of the State,
and a practicing and duly licensed attorney at
law for at least two years. He shall receive a _
salary front the State of not less than three nor
more than seven hundred dollars per annum,
to be provided by law upon the basis of repre.- -y
sentatioil in the Hlouse. of Representatives nit -
payable quarterly oni his own warrant. He
shall be ex-officioattorney of the parish, and
receive such salary therefrom as may be fixed
by the parochial authorities, not to exceed seven
hundred dollars per annum. He shall, more-
over. receive such fees of office as may be al-
lowed by law. In the city of New Orleans the
State's attorney shall receive suceh compensation
from the city, in addition to the salary above
provided, as may bie established by law. He
shall be elected at the same time with the
judges of the district courts and shall hold his
office for the term of four years.

NumlO•r Fifteen.
In every case where the judge may be lecused

and whin he is not personally interested in the
matters in contestatio,n he shall select a lawyer,
having the necessary qualifications required for
a judge of his court, to try such cases; and the
GenerA: Assembly shall provide by law for the
trial of those cases in w hich the judge •ay be
,ersonally interested, or when he me be ab-
sentl, or retihses to act.

[Strike out article ninety.]
Number Sixteen.

In order to pevide foi the establishmert.bf
the judicial system created by the above
amendments. and to prevent the evils of an in-
terregulm, it is hereby ordained by the people
of Lunisiana :

First-That the General Assembly, which
meets the first Monday in January, 1879, shall
in accoldance with the foregoing amendments
immediately redistlict the State and provide for
the authority of clerks, and the election and
climinal jurisdiction of justices of the peace.
-ecoind-T'lhat, as soon as the Legislature
siall have acted as aforesaid, the Governor shall
by proclamation callan election for justices of
the peace for each parish, exceptjhie parish of
Orleans, and for district judges fi each district
created by the redistricting, where one or more
parishes have been added, or taken from the
existing judicial district, and for State attorneys,
as above provided except in the parish of Or-
leans. were the district attorney for the parish
shall be State attorney. This election shall be
held on the same day throughout the State
which day shall not b:" less than sixty nor more
than ninety days alter the passage of said act.
The terms of the officers elected at said election
shall expire at the general election of 1880,
and the limitation of the change of districts
oftener than once every four years, shall not
be considered as having effect before the gtn-
eral election of 1880.

Third-That the judicial system, as establish-
ed by the constitution of 18~i8, shall remain in
force until the expiration of the thirtieth day
after said election excluding fiom the computa-
tion the day of the election.

Fourth-The adoption of these amendments
shall not vacate the offices of the present clerks
of cowut in ch parish.

Article 132 of the constitution of 1868 shall

be abrogated.
Number Eighteen.

The Superintendent ol Public Education
shall receivie a salary of thirty-five hundred
dollars, payable quarterly on his own warrant.

Number Nineteen.
No license tax shall be imposed by the State,

or any parish or municipal authority, on any
mechanical trade. manufactory, or factory, ex-
cept such as may requite police regulations,
in towns and cities.

Number Twenty.
The Legislature is authorized to exempt

from State, municipal or parish taxation, house.
hold goods. such as furniture, wearing appa-
rel. tools of trade or profession, and family por-
traits, niot exceeding in aggregate value the
sum of five hundred dollars.
ACT NO. 12, EXTRA SESSION OF 1878.

Number Twenty-Onc.
Strike out the first part of article 142 of the

constitution of 1868, which reads: "A uni-
versity shall he established and maintained in
the city of New Orleans. It shall be composed
of a law. a medical and a collegiate department,
each with appropriate faculties. The General
Assembly shall provide by law for its organiza-
tron and maintenance;" and insert: "The
university shall be maintained. It shall be
composed of a law, a medical and an academi-
cal department, and such other departments
a' may be established by law, each with ap-
propriate faculties; provided, that the law and
medical departments already organized shall
continue in the city of New Orleans, and the
academical and other departments may be lo-
cated elsewhere in the State." sug3 td
