The above is the caption to an article that
appeared in the Radical Returning Board par-ty organ of 8t. Ladry, the Poster, published
"under the auspiese of the Republican Parish
executive committee." The article in question
is a criticism of a short article that appeared
in a recent number of our good democratic
neighbor, the Washington News. That article
is in these words: "Plantations are infected
with independent democrats and blatant re-
publicans, always traveling together, iotilfy-
ing laborers of club meetings, registration
days, etc.; forbearance may reach a certain
point and go nlo further. Some of these poli-
ticians may find a rclb meeting which may not
be very agreeable to them."

The Poster asks. 'Why should not independ-
ents and republicans organize colored clubs
and notify colored voters to register t Is it
intended again to draw the color line I "

There is no reason why " Independents and
Republicans should not organize colored clubs
and notify colored voters to register." except
that the organization of such clubs by the
leaders of the Returning Board party is done
with the mischievons and corrupt purpose of
plunging this unhappy State again into the
horrors and miseries that were brought upon
it by the corrupt rule of that party under
Warmoth and Kellogg. But there is in the
opinion of the owners of plntations, good rea-
son why their private premises should lnot be
trespassed upon, and their farming interests
interfered with.

There are public places where these things
could be done without injury to private rights.

ral election for Representatives to the General
Assembly. in at least one newspaper in every
parish of this State, in which a newspaper
shall be published. Said amendments appear
more fully in acts Nos. 73 and 74 of the regular
session of the General Assembly of 1878, and
in act No. 12ot the extrasession of the General
Assembly of 1878, which are officially publish-fl for the information of the voters, and which
will be submitted to the people at the next
general election, to be held on the fifth day of
November. [next] 1878, in sech:wmanner and
form that the Ieople may vote for or against
each amendmlent, separately, and if a majority
of the votes at said election shall approve and

ratif all or eilther of said atnendents, the
same shall b cootuea part of the constitution.
