Fire in Wa'shington.

A destructive fire occurred in our sister
town of Washington last Tuesday night, sup.
posed to have been the work of an incendiary.
It originated in Carl Wolffs store, on Main
street, destroying his entire property, cover-
ing half the square and consisting of the store,
dwelling, warehouse, and outbuildings, to-
gether with all the stock of goods, household
furniture, &e. Extending across the street,
the flames devoured the former store of P.
Jacobs occupied as a warehouse, his warehouse
adjoining, the residences of B. S. Mudd and
Sam'I Kaufman, with their contents, and all
the out-buildings; in fact the entire block,
with the exception of the residence and kit-
chen of Dr. E. P. Doremus.

Lemoutey's store, on the opposite side of the
street, caught fire but was happily extinguish-
ed before the flames could make much head-
way. The roof of Phil. Jacobs' new store also
caught fire, and his fine stock of goods is sup
posed to be somewhat damaged by water.

The total loss is estimated at about $3:5,000,
the insurance on which will not amount to
more than *8000 or $10,000.

The fire was discoverd at about 1 o'clock
Wednesday morning, when it had already
made considerable progress, the explosion of
a keg of gunpowder in Carl Welff's store being
the first intimation the neighbors had of the
work of destruction going on. The fire com-
panies turned out promptly, and but for their
timely assistance and herculean efforts half
the town would new probably be in ashes.. .. • .b.. _

The Constitutional Convention.

[N. O. Democrat, May 15th.]
The con titutienal convention was engaged

throughout yestei day's session in the consider-
ation of the contested election case of Mont-
gomery against Benham. from the parish of
East Carroll. The committee on elections sub-
mitted a report on Tuesday, recognizing the
legality of Benhaum' election and confirming
him in his seat. Three members of the conw-
mittee dissented from these conclusions. They
held that the facts disclosed that Beuham was
a citizen of Ohio, and he was. therefore, ineli-
gible to a seat in the convention. On these
reports a debate sprung up, during the course
of which there was an animated political tilt
between Delegates Catfery and Warmnth.
When a vote was reached the report of the
majority of the elections committee wasadopt
ed, and Delegate Benham was secured in his
seat.

[N. O. Democrat, May I6th.J
The constitutional convention consumed the

morning hour yesterday in the consideration
of a number of resolutions and the introduc-
tion of new ordinances. Afterwards majority
and minority reports from the judiciary cou-
mittee, involving the right of the convention
to enter the domain of legislation. was taken
up. The majority report was unfavorablle to,

Swhile the minority upheld the power of the
convention to consider matters purely legisla-
tive in their scope and purposes. A long de-
bate ensued, in which abundant authorities
were cited to sustain either side of the con-
troversy. A vote had not been reached when
the convention adjourned.

The constitutional convention was engaged

yesterday for the most part in mliscOssing the
ordinance presented by the cummittee in limi-
tations, conlinung itself to that .,rticle lrohl,-
biting the legislature from tIasiung l,.ial or
special laws for certain purposes. ['wo sections
of the article were aulopted in addition to those
already acted on. An interesting correspond-
ence was presented by the ehairinae of the
committee on cotinugent expenses between
that committee and State Treasurer Burke,
relative to the amount of money in the treas-
ury to the credit of the general fiund. It heing
found that there were only meagre colleetione
from licenses and other taxes on account of a
widespread belief that the convention would
take soume action looking to theiir abolition, a
resolution was introduced iil order to disabuse
the public mind of this impression. Objection,
however, was made to its present cousidera-
tiou, and it will probably come up for action
to-morrow.

IN. O. Democrat, May 20th.]
The constitutional convention yesterday

passed through its second reading the appor-
tionment ordinance reported by the commit-
tee. It retains in force until 1890 the present I
apportionment of the State into senatorial and
representative districts. There was no discus-
sion upon the ordinance, the Republicans con-
teoting themselves with demanding the yeas
and nays and voting generally in the negative.

On the 13th inst., the
brig O. B. Stillmnan left New York for Lake
Charles, with a locomotive, 418 tons of steel
rails and 69 tons of fastenings; and on tile
14th in.t., the schooner Sarah F. Bird left
New York for Lake Cha les with 15 switches,
509 tons of steel rails, mnd 44 tons of fasten-
ings. Both these vessels will arrive within
three weeks. The old piling in the northern
edge of Lake Charles is sound below tlhe
water's edge, and will be utilized by sawing it
effjust below the surface of the water, laying
sills upon it and raising new piling above it.

The piling across Bayou Osier is about com-
pleted, and new piling across English Bayou
will commence next week. The railroad offi-
cials are satisfied with tile progress of the
work so far, aind are confident of its coe ple-
tion as originally expected. - Lake Charles
Echo, May 17th.

The bridge over the "Chloupique" in the
rear of the oll Fuselier plantation was com-
pleted some three or four days ago, and tihe
rails and cross-ties up to present writing are
laid utp to the rear of Ed. Sillan's prairie plan-
tation. The work is progressing rapidly. On
last Friday one mile of the road was laid.
There is now aboent twenty miles of track to
lay between the point last above mentioned
to this place, and our informant tells us that
if the company does not run out of ties that
we may expect the " Bulgine" by the end of
the month-otherwise, it may delay its reach-
ilng here, about tea or fifteen days.-Iberia
Journal, May 17.
