was siight, "wholi remiarked lthe oilither

day that you never drank." The olficer

modestly ;iaswerod that hie was.

Theln," coonillllted the generail. "o-Ii

are the manli I have been looking for
to take charlge of i he collll inissary depart-

ielnt, and I order that you lie detailed
ti that duty." Ile served his countiry

falithfully until the close of thle war,

and wasl hmoorably discharged. IYears

passed, and Grant had come to bie piesi
-

(lent. The officer had settled downii to

the duties of private life, and the little
incident was cherished as a pleasant
Iiemllory.

The tronule on trie uollues lt ,t*l

Texas and Mexico, along the lRio

Grande, attractedl the attention of con-

gress, and a cnllmissieln was ordered
to aseerta;in tie tfats and report.

Again President Grant remlemlbered
the man who "-never drank," and ap-
pointetd him chairmnan of the buard.

The plaeIace was accepted, and he entered
faithfully upon thle wolk; t he report
submlitted shows the thoionghluess

with which tile duty was dischllargd.
While engaged in this wvolk he made

tile actquaiitanlce of a gentleletial Wiii

That acquaintiltanlce
inspired conltildence, and years after,
when the Texan gentleman ldecided

The superin-
tendence of their business has been

tendered to and accepted by the man
who "never drank," and he goes ill a

few days to his new field of labor.

This takes from Chiago one of her most

government.
