The Texas Railroad.

NTERVIEW WITH THE GENERAL SUPERINTEND-
ENT OF THE LOUISIANA WESTERN RAILWAY.

[N. O. Picayune.]
A representanive of the Picayune interview-

ed last evening at the St. Charles Hotel Mr.
Theodore Adams. General Manager of the Lou-
isiana Western Railway, on the subject of the
work now being done on that line. No state-
ments of an authentic and definite character
baving recently been published, Mr. Adams'
aceount will be found of interest.

Work on the road intended to connect Orange
on the Sabine with Vermilionvillein Lafayette
parish, a distance of about 100 miles, was
commenced on the 9th of last April. It was
a work of no ordinary difficulty, owing to va-
rious obstacles which lay in the way.

The road is constructed and trains running
from Orange to the Sabine River, a distance
of seven miles. "I he iron bridge across that
river is in process of censtruction, and will be
completed by the 15th of next month, all ma-
terials being on hand. By the time the bridge
is finished, steel rails sufficient will be on
ground to continue laying of track towards
Lake Charles, 30 miles distant. Five miles
of track have already been laid on this sec-
tion, progress being made at the rate of half a
mile a day. The whole distance from Lake
Charles is graded and ready for track laying.
The iron bridge across the Calcasieu river,
which stream divides the parish into two
nearly equal parts, is also being built, and the
materials are on the grontd. Both this struc-
ture and that over the Sabine will be as tfite
bridges as any in the country. The track is
laid sixteen miles east of the Calcasieu, and
graning has been completed the entire distance
of forty miles to the Merimenteau river, the
eastern boundary of Calcasieu parish. In fact
all the grading along the line is completed
w,th the exception of ten miles between Mer-
menteau and Vermnilionville, which will be
finished by the 15th proximo.

The main difficulty experienced. and which
delays progress, is in the matter of procuring
ties. If they can be obtained in sntficient
quantities the road will be in running order
by April next. Two hundred men are engaged
in cutting out ties itn the woods, and seven
saw mills in preparing them for use.

Owing to the fact that the bridges are not
completed, and communication from either
end of the line being impracticable, ties and
materials could not be transported to the
scene of operations either f om Vermilionville
or the Sabine side. There are, for instance.
50,001) ties at Orange awaiting the completion
of the Sabine bridge. Eight thousand tons of
materials Ilave been received during the year
by the Calcasieu Pass.

The number of laborers and workmen em-
ployed on the line is about 1000, and it is a
fact woithy of mention that their health has
been remarkably good. The dry season has
been very favoralblo to the prosecution of the
enterprise, and Mr. Adams has taken advau-
tage of the opportunity to protect the line
against the effect of high water.

Prison Reminiscences.

[Nashville (Tenn.) Rural Sun.J
The death of the late Gen. Joseph Hooker

recalls to the mind of the writer a memorable
incident that occurred during ,or " late un-
pleasantness," of three thousand Confederates
warmly cheering a major-general of the United
States army.

These of our readers who shared with us
the privation of a prison life of Rock Islandl,
Ill., during the severe winters of '63 and '64,
will learn with sorrow of the death of Gen.
Hooker; a sorrow born of profound respect
for a gallant soldier and true gentleman, ahd
the mention of his name will doubtless recall
fresh to their memories the visit of inspection
he paid the prison in-if we mistake not the
date-the winter of 1863.

In full uniform and mounted on a large,
handsome gray stallion, Gen. Hooker presented
a grand appearance when he entered the
prison gate. By his side rode Lieut.-Colonel
Carrier, second in command of the post, but
who really commanded it, and a more coward-
ly, cruel and dirty villain never disgraced
God's image of man. Behind the two rode a
couple of officers-we have forgotten their
names, but they were members of Gen. Hook-
er's staff. Slowly the little cavalcade rode
down, and then up the lines of the wretched,
i half-starved captives who were drawn up for
inspection, and who instinctively shrank back
from the brutal and triumphant stare of Car-
rier expecting every moment to receive a cures
or a blow from him. The keen, quick eyes of
Gen. Hooker seemed to scan every man from
head to head, as he slowly passed them in re-
vie•ri•aed at the upper end of the lines, ear
where the writer stood. the party halted ; the
old general, half wheeling his horse, li ted his
plumed hat with as much knightly grace as if
we had all been courtiers, and a soft expres-
sion passed over his face as he said : " Ysung
gentlemen, I am sorry, very sorry for you, and
hope soon our differences will be settled, se
that you all can return safely home again."
Simple as the expression was, it was so difier-
eat fram those we had been accustomed to
hearing from the commander of the prison
that it louohed the hearts of the " ragged
rebs " like a current of electricity, and instant-
ly three thousand throats gave a lusty cheer
for " Fighting Joe Hooker."

We are pretty certain that there was not a
man in the line who would not, if he had a
chance, have hung Carrier at the time; und
we are equally as certain there was not a reb
on the ground who would not, at the same
time, have risked his life to save Gen. Hooker
from harm.

It is with profound sorrow that we announce
his death, for when friendless, penniless and
fettered in irons, he cheered us by his gentle
looks, and won our respect and admiration by
his kind words, and we, as an ex-Coufederate
soldier, will contribute our mite towards hav-
ing his name engraved upon the everlasting
rocks of Lookout mountain ; and let t Ie mouu-
tain itself be his monument, for no man during
the war, whether he wore the blm or the
gray, more truly won his sobriquet than did
the gallant "Fighting Joe Hooker.
