Momething New and Valuable.
Ma. EDIToa :

Whoever invents a machine to facilitate la-
ber confers a benefit upon toiling mankind.
Mr. W. D. Weatherred, formerly of this parish,
but now of Tennessee, hasiuvented an inclined
tread wheel for ginning and milling, and other
purposes, which saves team and hands, and ex-
pedites the operations very greatly. One horse
for every 15 saws will gin a bale of cotton for
every 10 saws the gin has running 12 hours.
No driver is needed, and horses that will not
work elsewhere will do good service on the
Weatherred wheel. Oxen will answer as well
as horses, while they are cheaper, and can be
fed on cotton seeds, &c., at much less expense
than horses, and made good beef of when worn
out.

Mr. Weatherred is putting up a wheel at
this time for Mr. Damon Deville, near Ville
Plate, on the road leading to Opelousas; and
will have it ready to start next Saturday week
-15th iust.

Mr. Deville has secured some cotton in the
seeds, and will gin and grind on that day to
prove the merits and capacity of the new in-
vention. and every body is invited to be pres-
ent to see and judge fOr himself.

We have received the first number of the
Marksville Review, a new paper just started at

Marksville, Avoyelles parish, by Mr. A. M.

Grlmillion. The Review is neatly printed and
well edited; is published in both English and
French, and is Democratic in politics. So. not.
withstanding the suspension of the Tillager,
Marksville has two newspapers-both Demo-
cratic-for our stalwart friends of the Bulletin
yet have their colors unfurled on the outer
wall.

Thn Cagstls.-As the time which is fixed for
the taking of the census approaches, interest
in the matter increases. The times is in re-
ceipt of several communications requesting
information about the time when the
enumeration is to be made, the compensa-
tion of those employed in the work, and about
other matters of general interest connected
with the census. The act of March 3, 1879,
makes several important changes in the meth-
ods previously in use. Under the old law, each
United States judicial district was a census
district. Now the districts are formed -'with
reference to the requirements and exigencies
of enumeration." There are one hundred and
fifty census districts-more than double what
there were at the last enumeration. The su-
.pervisors of the districts are appointed by the
Pesident and are confirmed by the Senate.
The canvassers of the various districts are to
be appointed by the supervisors, but each ap-
pointment must be approved by the superin-
tendent of the census at Washington. The
sub-divisions of each district are much smaller
than they were under the law of 1850. Under
that law the maximum limit of each sub-divis-
ion was 20,000 inhabitants. By the act of 1879
the maximum limit is placed at 4000. One
month-the month of June-is allowed for
making the enumeration in the rural districts
and in all small towus, and two weeks of June
in all cities. Formerly five months was allow-
ed. The pay of the canvassers is left to the
discretion of thecensus department, and it will
deo end upon the amount o( work done and the
difilculties encountered in doing it. The act
sf 1879 authorizes the use of "prior schedules"
or blank forms which are to be distributed in
advance, and which can be filled up after the
members of the family have consulted together
and have determined upon the correct answers
to the questions propounded. This is better
than the old system, where some member of
the family was hastily called upon to furnish
information which was often incorrect. The
changes which have been made in the law pro-
mise to prove very beneficial and to materially
aid in getting a correct census.-Shreveport

The Natchitoches Vindicator has waxed

wroth at the aspersions which it says have
been made against certain omenmbers of the
Legislature which distinguisbed itself by
plunging the State and city into a sort of legal
chaos by the desperate efforts of a combhination
of Democrats and Republicans in the House to
defeat a general lottery bill and leave thpl mo-
nopoly privileges of the Louisiana Lottery
Company practically uniimpaired. These ru-
mors of corruption our contemporary denouu-
ces as aspersions " despicable as cowardly."
It is a fact, says the Vindicator, " beyond con-
tradiction that the man or man who give life
to those lies dare not acknowledge their au-
thorship, etc."

Our irate cnntemporary is undoubtedly cor-
rect as te the widespread existence of the ru-
mors and suspicions referred to. But wa hether
they were set in motion anid circulated by alny
particular and designing party or parties, we
are unable to say. Sometimes these sort of
rrumors and stepicions owe their existence in
the public mind to spontaneous g". -. atioen;
they exist just as there arc glawss-s of ..'u rii,
which are developled by 'er 'tii cmo ..ter : 1:,;
combinations ot w .ter, ihect "!r, : " ' i.,-
times these rumors are sin.,d anid ihe.'t•ti •
facts, full-limbed and fell of vit-'itv a.5d hley
grow and increase and swarm ou er the senm nfes
and acts and results from which they sprung,
until those sechemes ad acts and results be-
come pieces of pestilential history on which
the people look with horror and contempt.
Sometimes, on the other hand, they are half-
formed imperfect things which rise into the
air, float for a moment in the sunshine of the
hour, and perish and fall back into the pool of
slander from which they untimely swarmed.

Whether the particular rumors the Vindica-
tor so lustily denounces belong to either of the
above classes, or whether they canl ie traced
to any particular individual or individuals, we
cannot say. In this city and in several other
sections of the State, report charges the ru-
mors to Mr. Howard. This gentleman, it is
currently said here, duritng the late gessiuol,
declared that it was cheaper to buy a legisla-
ture than to elect one. A well known gentle-
man in one of the Red River parishes writes
us to know whether or not it be true that Mr.
Howard had remarked of the late body that,
it was easy enough to buy it, but hle had to buy
it too often 1 A similar query comes to us from
one of the Southwestern parishes.

We are unable to answer these questions.
We are not in Mr. Itoward's confidence. We
are not even acquainted with him. But it seems
probable that. if the ruluors s5o vigorously de-
nounced by our Natchitoelhes contemporary
are not to be classed with rumors ant suspi-
cions of spontaneous generaties, they may
have originated from the reported utterances
of the head of the Lottery Company, whose
experience in the past, with legislatures has
very likely not given him a very high opinion
of those bodies. The matter, however, is one
on which we are unable to speak definitely.

The N1ew Supreme Court.

[Shreveport Standard.]
Chief Justice Bermudez is the son of an emi-

uent jurist and carries in his veins the blood
of both the French and Spanish branches of
the Latin race which is identified with the
early history and settlement of Louisiana. He
has long been recognized as amoug the leaders
of the New Orleans bar and has enjoyed a very
large practice in the civil courts. He has never
before held office. lie holds for twelve years.

Judge Pochd is, like the Chief Justice, a na-
tive Creole, and resides in the parish of St.
James. He is a lawyer of flue abilities. Du
ring the war he was on Geu. ilenry Gray's
staff and was at the battle of Manstifild and
Pleasant iill. He has been in the Senate and
the late constitutional convention (in which he
made a ilue record) and was an elector on the
I)emocratic ticket in 1876. lie holds for jeu
years.

Judge Todd is a native of Boone county.
Missouri. and is the son of an able and well
known Missouri jurist. He was the first gra-
duate (in 1843) of the Univer-ity of Missouri
located in his native county. He has resided
almost ever since in Louisiana. in the parish
of Moreheuse. He has been in three constitu-
tional convtentious. He has never held any
other office. lie is the oldest justice on the
bench. has unquestioned ability and has had a
large experience as a lawyer. He holds for
eight years.

Judge Levy is a native of Virginia, and was
educated in William and Mary College. IHe
was in the Mexican war and in the late war,
in which he was first Colonel of tle' Second
Louisiana Regiment and subsequently chief
of Gen. Taylor's staff. He has resided at Nat-
chitoches since 1848, where he has had a large
practice. He was once an editor, which will
account for the fluency and accuracy with
which lie nees hie pen. He has been common-
wealth's attorney ill Virginia, member of the
Legislature from Natchitoches and member of
Cotngress from t his district. He has fine talents
and his social qualities make him popular with
all classes. He will be a great favorite with
the bar. He holds for six years.

Judge Fenner is a native of New Orleans. is
a son of the late eminent Dr. Fenner and a
cousin of Dr. Fenner formerly of this city. He
is a member of the firm of Breaux & Fenner
which does a very large business. He is well
known as the gallant commander of "Fenner's
battery," which dill much good service durintg
the war. He has never held a civil office. He
is an able lawyer and estimable gentleman,
and his qualifications for the office may be
judged of by the fact that he was pressed by a
large number of the leading members of the
bar for appointment to fill Judge Egan's va-
cauncy. Ile holds for four ears.

Cotton Seed Oil Mllll.

([.onro. L'ulletii,.]
We have aeen a hetter f:om . geutleman in

New Orleans who is thoroughly wcalacqu;aiut-
ed with the coustruc'ion alnd operation of oil
mills. According to his estimate, a: mill with
two batteries complete, except the necessary
buildings, would cost $20,000. Such a mill,
run all the time, would 3ield 48 barrels of oil
of 36 gallons each every 24 hours, and counting
300 working days to the year, say 12,000 bar-
rels or 432,000 gallons crude oil per annum.

This gentleman thinks cotton seed could be
laid down-here for $8 per ton. The yield of a
ton of good seed is-

Dirt....................... 34 pounds
Lint ........................ 30
Oil, 36 gallons..............270
Cake or meal.................750
Hulls and waste............926 "

2,000 "
The above described mill would consume 35

to 40 tens of seed each 24 hours, or about 12,-
000 tons in 300 days, yielding-

Dirt.................... ..... 240 tons
Lint............................ 180 "
Oil ......................... 1,620
Cake.........................4,500 "
Hulls and waste....... .....5,400
The hulls and waste used as fuel will run

the mill, and the ashes are worth $20 a ton to
soap-makers. A net profit of 2j cents per gal-
lon on the crude oil would be for the year
$10,800; of $1 per ton on cake $5,460; of half a
cent per pound on lint $1,800; total net profit,
over $18,000 per annum on an investment of
say $30,000, not counting value of ashes. In
this estimate we suppose that $10,000 would
put up the buildings-and furnish the capital
necessary to begin work. After the mill once
began to produce, the funds to continueopera-
tions would be derived from the sale of its
manufactures. If this estimate of profits be
not too high, and we have no reason to think
it so, the capital invested would be returned
in less than two years' time, and the works
thbomselves would be clear profit. Even if the
net profits be reduced to $10,000 per annum,
it would be 33) per cent on the investment, a
profit yielded by no other industry in this
country.
