A writer in the New York Mer•ewy re-

lates the following curious and fatal cir-
enumstance as attending a lady who had
been _preecribtd a box of pills by her
physician: It is really terrible to find
eat almost every day some new danger
to which we -are exposed If there is a
thing which bpeple hate hitherto con-
fldedin it ist pi.ll-box; no one has beet
afraid to carry it in his pocket. I h•ve
no desire to :create panic among my
friends who have their, portable pill-
boxes, but for their benefit I wish to in-
form them what recently befell a lady
in England, with whom I have been
many yearaiaquainted. A physician
had prescribed for her twenty-our pills,
each containing two grains of xide of
silver, a tweaty-fourth of a grain of mu-
riate of norphia and a "l uciency" of
extract of gentian, the piJ being coated
with silver in the usual manner. The
p were delivered to the lady in an or-
dinarh apIll-box, but being in the unrsery
and having no pocket -in her dress,
placed the box in her bosom, most prob-
aldy aext the skin. The unfortunate
lady did not sspeet the deadly peril
whieh awaited her. In less than an
hour a severe- explosion occurred, her
.underclothes were redueed to a tinder,
and in a few days she died suofring the
meet excruciating agony.

S CIty A Dreary Graveryard.
[Correspondencn 5. Y. Tribune.;

The stranger's first sensation on arriv-
ing in Leadville is one;f surprise at the
existence of such a city in such a place.
With the memory of the long difficult
toad .dor the range by -which he has
come-still fresh in his mind, it seems
almost impossible that every evidence of
civilization which one sees about him, and
the thousands of people who throng the
streets, can have been brought here by
that tit a longer if not more difficult roirte
in a single year.

Leadville is at once a cite and s min-
ing camp. Four streets-State and
Main, Harrison-avenue and Chestnut-
street-comprise the former, while the
thousands of log cabins and board
shanties scattered over an area about a
mile square constitute the latter. The
four business streets have been built up
so rapidly that in some parts they have
a crude and unfinished appearance.
The sidewalks are not all on the same
level, each man having built that in
front of his store at a height that was
convenient for himself, so that as you
pass along you are repeatedly obliged to
go up or down one or tWo steps. None
of the streets are paved, but several of
them had a foot or eighteen inches of
broken slack from the smelting works
carted upon them and covered with earth,
forming a kind of crude macadam much
smoother and firmer than the natural
'ground. Log houses have pretty much
disappeared from the principal streets.

The camp proper is the most interest-
ing and picturesque portion of Leadville.
-As thousnnds of fortune hunters rushed
in here last winter and spring, they cut
down the trees and built their log cabins
and board shanties among the stumps,
laying out no streets and taking no pains
to arrange their buildings with any degree
of regularity. The roads, therefore, that
have since been used wind about in a
most bewildering way, toavoid the cabins
and the stumps, and make it as easy for a
stranger to lose himself as in some of the
older parts of Boston. The camp has a
life of its own almost independent of the
city. It has its hotels and drinking
saloons, its gambling shops and disreput-
able house, and here and there a store
with a small stock of goods. Men live
here actually as they do in a camp.
Women, are almost unknown, and the
miners do their own cooking over a fire
built on the ground before the door.
Every kind of meat is fried, and the fare
is necessarily coarse and without much
variety. I have not been into any of the
cabins,. but can imagine that they are
cheerless and anything but homelike.

It is impossible to say very much in
favor of the climate of Leadville. An
elevation of five thousand or six thou-and
feet seems to have a bracing, invigorating
effect upon people who hare lived near
the sea level, but at ten thousand feet
most people find the air too rare to live in
with comfort. Those who are unaccli-
mated suffer from headache, bleeding at
the nose wakefulness, shortnessof breath
and exhaustion after very little exertion.
Consumptives and those suffering from
bronchial or heart disease are sure to have
their symptoms aggravated even by a
short residence here, and a longer stay
will often prove fatal. Severe colds are
frequent, and rheumatism of a very pain-
ful character is almost sure to follow
unsunatexposure. If a man's lungs are
sound, the action of his heart healthy,
and, he lives a temperate, careful life, the
unpleatant effects of the climate .and
elevation may, after a short time, dis-
appear,and he may remain in Leadville
without prejudice to his health.

Approaching Leadville by the stage
road, one of the first indications which
the stranger ihas that he is in the vicinity
of a city s the rtde cemetery which he
passes at the lowerendof, Chestnut-street.
It is a gloomy, cheerless place, especially
when seen in the late twilight, and is
suggestive of many a tragedy in real life.
Of the several hundreds who have been
buried here, scores died among strangers,.
leaving nothing by which their friends in
the East might be found or informed of
their fate. The little mounds arranged
in bows beneath the few trees that have
been left standingare bare of grass, and
someefthem are covered with the dry
brown needles that fell frdm the pines in
early spring. Plain board slabs stand for
headstonesand tell the brief story that
will be forgotten when they crumble and
disappear. The graveyardof anew town
is generally a chil ing, desoJatespot; that
of Leadville is superlatively so.

A Census of Centenarians.
