The parish ebtftins about one million
three hbndted ad fifty thousand acres,
equally divided between woodland and
prairie. About three-fourths of the
land is well adapted to planting and
grazing purpoqes. It has numerous
beyons and running streams. The
streams are nearly all clothed with fine
thnber, in many' places over a mile
wide. The land generally lies well for
cultivation. Between the timbered
streams fne natural meadows are
spread out and luxuriant grass which
affords pasturage for immense herds
of horses and cattle the year rouuin.

More than one half of the white popu-
lation are engaged strictly in agricul-
tural pursuits, and are as robust and
healthy as any similar number of far-
mers.

The soil is rich and productive; with
a salubrious climate, and lands can be
purchased very cheap; unimproved
land can be bought for from 41 to $5
per acre, and improved land from $5 to
$10 per acre. The eastern portion of

the parish is bottom land and general-
ly heavily timbered. It is well suited
for cane and cotton. The soil is re-
garded as inexhaustible and as rich as
any in the State. The timber is un-
surpassed for building purposes, and
for making hogsheads and barrels for
sugar planters. The Atchafalaya river
on the east, connects this parish by

steamboat navigation with New Or-

leans. Bayou Courtableau, formed by
the junction of Cocodrie and Bluf, af-
fords good navigation to Washington.
The route is down the Courtableau to
the Atchafalaya, thence up the latter
to the Mississippi river, and thence to
New Orleans. Bayou Bntf is the chan-
nel of transportation for the planter,
by means of barges to Washington, and
the Cocodrie affords means of trans-
portation to the lumberman.

The Plaquemine Brul6e, the Mallet,
the Cane and the N6zpiqu6 are fine
streams, but not navigable. The Mer-
menteas, formed by the N6zpiqu6, Cane
and Plaquemine Brulde, is a fine navi-
gable stream ; vessels ascend it some
70 miles for lumber, which is taken to
Texas, Havana and the Mexican ports.
Upon some of these streams are good
locations for orange orchards, and large

nodies of timber are found suitable for
all the purposes of building and fenc-
ing, and they afford an unfailing sup-
ply of water for stock.

The parish has 283 miles of naviga-
ble waters. The surface cultivated in
St. Landry yearly amounts to about
one hundred thousand acres.

It is encouraging to note the steps
now being taken in various parishea to
form immigration societies.

There are some short-
sighted people •ho fancy. that the vas
lhe of their property will be imme-
diately and extravagantly enhaniced by
railway eommunication, aild who,
therefore, ask prices whieh no sane
man Will pay ; but no community, as
a whole; can afford-to place ItSelf in so
:filse a position. Iailroads do. indeed
enhance the value of real estatei but-
only on the condition of a natural and
steady influx of p•pulatidt. the
strong and willing artt of the German
farmer can alone give thie vast area of
vacant lands in LeoisIana lpernmanetl t
value.

He furnishes new and well construct-

ed cabins for 50 cents per day, with free

access to the waters. In his late ad-

vertisement, he says the opportunities
for fish and game are abundant.

These waters possess curative pro-
perties to a very considerable extent.

The inhabitants of the surrounding
country turn their attention almost ex-

clusively to the raising of corn, cotton

and meat.
This picturesque and broken region,

although the best adapted to sheep

raising in the parish, has bit few sheep
in it,

The best land for cultivation is found
on or near the streams. The great

wealthof this portion of the parish is

still undeveloped. It consists in its

timber and its adaptedness to sheep

raising. The different kinds of game

are abundant. Lumber mills are now
in sufficient supply and afford nolimnit-

ed quantities of lumber at $10 per

thousand feet. This portion of the par

ish is rapidly settling up and will soon

become one of the best neighborhoods

in the parish.
Some parties (who we iaight tatub)

a few years since moved thele from the

lower portion of the parish in straitened

circumstances, and are now prosperous

and making money.
Their living is cheap and tlhe papu-

lation is contented. No portion of our

parish offers more inducements to the

poor man than this idcality.
