‘While some writers, under this story,
connect Prometheus with the first ring,
Fliny still says the inventor of it is not
known, and observes that it was used
b-y the Babylonians, Chaldeans, Per-
sians and Greeks, although, as he thinks,
the latter were unacquainted with it at
the time of the Trojan war, as Homer
does not mention it.

In the scriptures the mgnet ring in

frequently named, and Quintus Curtius
tells us that Alexander wore one. After
hjs fatal debsuch, and finding himself
past recovery, and his voice beginning
fo fail, he gave his ring to his General,
Perdiccas, with orders to convey his
corpee the Temple of Ammon, Being
asked to whom he would leave his em-
pire, he answered, ““To the most
worthy.”

The ring was generally the emblem of
fidelify in civil engegements ; and hence,
no doubt, its ancient use in many fune-
tions amd distinctions. A ring denoted
eternity among ‘the Hindoos, Persians,
and Fgyptians; snd Brahma, as the
creator of the world, bears a ring in Lis
hand. The Egyptian priests in the
temple of the creative Phtha (Vulcan of
the Greeks) represented the year under
the form & ring, made of a serpent hav-
ing its $adl in its mouth—a very common
shape of ancient rings,

Pythagorss forbade the use of the fig-
wures of gods npon rings, lest, from see-
ing their images too frequently, it should

- breed a contempt for them.

The eastom of wearing lighter rings
in the summer and heavier in the win-
ter are among the most sbsurd instances
of Roman effeminacy. No ornament
was more generally worn among the
Romans than rings. They laid them
.aside at night, as well as when they
bathed or were in monrning, or were
suppliants, However, in times of sor-
row, they wather changed than entirely

. puf them sside; they then nsed iron
i omes, taking off the gold rings. It was
. aproof of the greatest poverty when
axyone was obliged to pledge his ring
tolive. Rings were given by those who
qmﬂ to club for en entertainment.

of this vermin, When ticks are fonnd
. on cattle in considersble numbers, they
should not be removed by force, becanse
in that case the head will remain imbed-
ded in the hide of the animal, and, when
in large numbers, will be apt to cause
considerable irritation and inflammation
of the skin. By applying & light coat
of lard oil or a little benzine, by means
of a brush, to the body of the ticks,
they generally withdraw their heads and
let go their hold on the hide.

How 1o Bup A GRAPEVINE.—Select a
good shoot or cutting about three inches
long which has a plump, well-developed
bud on it, and cut away lengthwise
nearly half the wood opposite the bud
and the entire length of the cutting, be-
ing careful not to remove the pith at the
woody base of the bud. Then, with a
sharp knife cut the ends of the cutting
even and smooth, and as thus prepared
lay the bud on the stem of the vine
where it is to be budded and mark out
the exact size and conformation of the
cutting ; cut out the wood so marked
and make the cutting fit close, especially
at the ends. A perfect fit is desirable.
When this is done, press the bud in
place, tie it firmly, and cover with wax.
As soon as the bud has formed one leaf
cut away the vine beyond it—Prairie

of the fact that hay is very beneficial to
hogs, but it is true nevertheless. Hogs
need rough food as well as horses, cattle
or the human race.

Hogs soon learn to
liks it, and, if soaked in swill as other
alop food, it is highly relished by them,
Inwmtetm!mthnhognthauamahny
you feed to your horses, and you will
find that, while it saves bran, shorts or
other food, it puts on flesh as rapidly as
anything thei can be given them, The
use of hay can be commenced as early as
the grass will do to cut, and when rup
through the cutting-box can be used to
advantage by simply scaking in fresh
water until it sours.— Nebraska Farmer.

CHOOSING FRIENDS.

The real bond of friendship is sym-
pathy, congeniality of taste, s kinship
of mind or heart, What should it sig-
nify to A that he has made a few hun-
dred thousand dollars, more or less,
while B, whom he thoroughly likes,
hasn't saved as many hundreds ? That is
the usnal form of the inquiry. On the
other hand, why shonld B alter his esti-
mate of Abecause of the circumstances ?

And, as society is not a place for com-
paring inventories of property, they feel
and sppear quite st home, We have
known men and women who would have
been bankrupted if they had sold, even
for $1,000,000, that sunshine of their
soul—the sincere, infectious and radiant
smile that distinguished them; and
others, the sweet and rare fruits of
whose spirit made their friends forget
whether they were rich or poor,
