Schools which pay the highest sala-

rim, will, other things being equal, com-
mand the best teaching talent.

Cities which offer to any class of
workers the most liberal pay, and the
highest encouragement in. the way of
patronage, social comforts, etc., will be
noted sooner or later, for excellence in
that particular department of industry.
The fact is so patent, that it seems like
a platitude to assert it. There are
occasions, however, when it seems to be
overlooked. Take teaching for exam-
ple. The doctrine has taken deep root
in American soil, that the preservation
of the liberties of the people, the peace
and the security of society, the happi-
ness, usefulness, and prosperity of the
individual, depend upon the results of
education. We know of no distinction
between savage and civilized races,
save that the one is ignorant, rude, and
base, the other intelligent, refined.
moral. We know of no way by which
this distinction may be obliterated, ex-
cept by substituting intelligence for
ignorance, virtue for vice.

If education is essential to the life of
a State-there must be schools, and
they should be placed under charge of
competent teachers. To entrust work
which requires skill and laborious pre-
paration to incompetent hands, is not
true economy and is not a wise way of
dealing with an important subject.
Whatever is Worth doing, should be
well done, not simply on the ground of
respectability, but as a matter of hu-
manity and sound morals.

Common sense and justice to all
classes require that publie schools
should be conducted with abiltiy. Po-
sition therein should be desirable, by
offering a reasonable compensation in
the present, some security for the fu-
taure and an encouragment to profes-
sional excellence. If all these condi-
dons are wanting, the character of the
schools will assuredly suffer. The
most valuable teachers will be apt to
seek employment elsewhere. The pro-
gress of classes will be retarded by
lack of ethusism, by frequent changes
in the methods of instruction, by the
disafection of the parents, and by 1
growing opposition in public sentiment.!
The State has no use for second and
third rate schools--they accomplish no
good-they waste the public funds. On
the other hand, eficient schools add to
the wealth ani resouroesof the comma-
nity, aid to diffuse a knowledge of let-
ters; from the foci of intellectual cull-
tore. Around them cluster many as-
sociations of the past, and hopes for the
future. They are sustianed by the
cheerful contributions of the prospe-
reas, they add to the contentment, and
usefulnes of the laboring classes. They
attract immigration in its most desira-
ble form.

We want to see our public schools
strong and vigoroua-s-and to become
so. they must be sustained in a way to
foster and encourage teaching talent as
the chief element for all successfal re-
sults.
