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The ixcursion on last Sunday.

The excursion, given under the ans-
pices of the Opelonsas Fire Company
No. 1, on the Morgan R. R., to New
Iberia, on last Sunday, was a success
financially, but not so in the way of
comforts and conveniences.

There were over 500 persons aboard
the train, of four passenger cars and
six box cars; in the latter, the seats
were not of the '" regular pattern," and
drinking water was very scarce on two-

thirds of the train.
After arriving at New Iberia, an ad-

dress of welcome was delivered by R.
S. Perry, Esq., of that place, and res-
ponded to by F. F. Perrodin, Esq., of
Opelousas-a member of its Fire Com-
pany. The two fire companies of New
Iberia, then hospitably "punched" the
Opelousas Fire Boys, and vied with
each other in the extension of many
other appreciated courtesies and kind-
nesses during the day. Music and danc-
ing were ituportant features in the pro-
gramme of the day ; the splendid
Breaux's Bridge Band and New Iberia
String Band making the air fairly rip-
ple in waves of delicious melody, while
joyous.feet beat a happy cadence to
the eihilarating sounds. The dinner
prepared for the excursionists, exhibit-
ed a pretty good bill of fare, and at
reasonable rates; but the light refresh-
ments did not give general satisfaction.

On the return trip, the conductor as-
tounded the fire Company and the
other excursionists with the statement
that he had orders not to move the
train until the committee of the fire
company made a settlement with hiimi
for the round trip at that point. Such
an unlooked-for proceeding was not
only in direct violation of law, but of
the written contract made between the
fire company and the Morgan R. R.
Company. The firemen had made the
required deposit of money with the
agent at Opelousas before the excur-
sion started; and the agreement to pay i
the R. R. Company one half of the re
coipts over a specified amount, was un-
derstood to be settled at Opelousas
upon the concliusibn of the trip. What
made the detention of the train still m
more unwarranted and outrageous, was
the fact, of the R. R. Company claim-
ing $i00 more than they were entitled
to under the contract. Notwithstand-
ing the protests of the committee of l
the fire company, the train was delayed i'
nearly one hour and a half, and the
cars being crowded with people, (many
of whom were ladies and children,) in
the night time, without lights, and in a i
sweltering heat, made their conditioni
a most pitiable one. Loud were tihe
cries of indignation on every side, aid
many said it would be their last expe-
rience on a Morgan excursion train. It
was only after the conductor became
satisfied that he could not collect the
amount in New Iberia, that the train
moved on, reaching Opelousas after 11 i
o'clock. The Morgan Company, it is
true, subsequently withdrew their ex-
cessive claim of $100; but the incidents
of that occasion have had a just ten- i
deney to make excursions--on the
Morgan road-unsought-for and unpo-
pular. Besides, the train should have b
been tnhade up of legular passenger
coaches and amply provided with the
necessary lights and drinking water. -

On my way through Big Cane I learn-
ed that the " Merry-Makers " were to
have a grand dramatic entertainment
on the 23d inst., upon which occasion
they proposed playing the romantic
operetta of " Ben Bolt." As I have al-
ways taken a lively interest in such af-
fairs, I concluded to remain and go.

Miss Nettie Morris, as " Mary Moon-
light," was inimitable. She had a

most proper " conception of her part,
and having become entirely oblivious
of the audience and of herself, she be-
came. thoroughly identified with Mary
Moonlight, and gave a decided "tone"
to it~ which the mere wordy ot the
author alone would never have con-
veyed. Her singing was excellent.
"'Hard Times" brought down the
house. Mr. Gibbs, as "Ironlink" was
" grand, gloomy and peculiar." No
one could mark the dark, cold Smile
which gathered there round ' Iron-
link's" " cast iron mug " without a
" shrinking and a thought of danger."
A fiendish delight swept o'er liis face
when he learned that Ben's- sloop was
on fire : a hellish joy seemed to fill his
soul when, as he found Ben's moiley,
he exclaimed : "Then he must have
gone down in last night's storm, and I
have found the wealth he has accumu-
lated for his loved one! " What bitter
sarcasm biarbed the order to the smug-
glers: " Lift the covering from his face
and let him look upon his friend." How
he gloated over his captive, when he
promised him " one fleeting glimpse on
happiness, to make death more bitter; "
and at the end, his calmness and indif-
ference, when under arrest, rose to a
sublime pitch. He was ably secon ~d
by Mr. Geo. L. Havard, as " Sparbot.":
