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STORMo.-A cycldie in Kansas and
Missouri on the 13th caused great dam-
age, a large amount of property was
destroyed, many lives were lost, and a

great many injured. On the 12th a tet-
rible hail and rain storm visited por-
tions of Iowa, doing great damage to
property of every description. Build-
ing, trees and forests were blowni down,
hard stones are reported in many places
as of the size and shape df dbor knobs,
Weighing over a pound a pieCe, and
covering the ground to a depth of six
inches. A train tf cars was thrown off
the track by the wind, and a locomo-
tive overtirned; barns atid other build-
ings i ere completely demolished by
the hail and wind, and the growing
crops almost oblitf'rated. Cattle were
lifted from the ground and carried into
the air and dashed to pieces. A horse
was lifted out Of a stable and tarried
over a high hill and dashed upon the
ground, in a cornfield, a mile away.
