In his book just issued, "The Rise
and Fall of the Confederacy," ex-Pre-
sident Davis indulges in many
interesting reminiscences.

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Bayou laquemuine and Ohaarenton
Canal.

[N. O. Country Visitor.]
The people living in the Attakapas

country and the parish of St. Landry,
are extremely desirous that Bayou
Plaquemine should be reopened for
steamboat navigation. This bayou
was closed by the Police Jury of Iber-
ville parish during the war and has
remained so ever since, on account of
its very rapid current undermining its
banks, thereby endangering the over-
flow of the adjacent plantations as well
as the town of Plaquemine. This dan-
ger, however, it appears, can be avoid-
ed by the construction of the neces-
sary locks, which would not only
check the violent rush of a powerful
stream of water, but prevent the col-
lection of a large portion of the drift
wood, that descends the Mississippi,
in the bayou, and its transmission and
lodgment in the streams into which
the bayou empties. The entire practi-
cability of this course has been satis-
factorily settled by a late survey made
by Civil Engineer Collins, under the
authority of Congress, who endorses
the project and recommends its being
carried into effect.

The benefit expected to be derived
by the reopening of Bayou Plaquemine
would be the avoidance of the contin-
ually recurring difficulties in the Old
River, occasioned by the perpetual for-
mation of sand bars, which frequently
compel the steamboats to lay up or get
agroupd for want of a sufficient depth
of water in the channel to enable them to
pass through; a detention that they
would not be subjected to if they could
pass through Bayou Plaquemine for the
Tehee, Bayou Courtableau, Red River,
etc.

To the people resident in the par-
ishes of St. Mary, Iberia and St. Martin
the opening of this bayou would be of
still greater advantage, as in addition
to the command of a sufficient depth of
water all the year round, steamboats
from New Orleans running to the Tfiche
country would be able to save nearly
200 miles. This would be still further
shortened and the navigation rendered
still more favorable by the construc-
tion of the contemplated Charenton
Canal front Grand Lake to the Tche,
which would reduce the distance from
New Orleans to St. Martinsville, the
head of steamboat navigation, from 60
to 70 miles more, and enable the steam-
boats to skirt the border of Grand Lake
instead of having to cross it in the cen-
ter, a distance of 24 miles, which in
stormy weather is very dangerous for
heavily laden boats.

Plaquemine Bayou open and Cha-
renton canal completed steamboats
could make the round trip from New
Orleans to St. Martinsville and back in
three or four days, and run once a week
instead of every ten days. lThe par-
isher of Vermilion and Lafayette would
also be benefited, and in view of the re-
dnction of freight charges that woueald
-enable the boats to carrt below practi-
cable irailrad charges for. bulky trants-
portation, it is to be hoped that all in-
terested parties will use their utmost
exertions to have both projects- com-
pleted as speedily as possible.
