Who would describe faithfully the agricultun

ral capabilities and climatic advantages of this

whale among the minnows, the characteristics

s of soil of its 2400 square miles of territory, its

marais and forests, its cultivated fields, its alln

vial lands, its hill lands and its prairie lands,

will find it to be a big job-a job not easily

comprehended into a coup d aiil; a job which

will tax his patience and reflective powers sev-

erely; a job which I undertake wi h diffidence,
doubting my ability to execute it creditably.

To add to the difculties already suggested,

the fact phould be borne in mind that the 45,-

000 souls which compose its communities are

developingits industries in sepe7ated neighbor-
hoods, each in its own way and by different

.methods. Absolute fidelity in its portraiture

is perhaps not attaindble, but it may be ap-
proximated by cutting the monster up into a

number of slices. That plan shall be my guide.

Before entering seriously upon my sketch of

the parish, there is one little difference of opi-
nion between the people of St. Landry and
census enumerators which calls for adjustment
if it be within the range of possibility. The

people of St. Lansry arraign the enumerators
of neglect and incapacity, and in one instance
related me by a prominent citizen they prove

the charges. For instance, on Prairie Mamoa p h
there is a densely populated strip of land not
much over a mile wide, bounded east and west

by a road running north and south. The enut-

merator working from the west, when he struck
the west boundary, took it for granted that he

bad reached the confines of the territory as.
signed to him; and the enumerator working
from the east adopted the same conclusion
when he struck theroad from the east. The
rwset was that the 800 souls who dwell on that
asow atop of land failed to figure in the enu-
meration. The omission would not impress me
as so very glaring but for the fact that a quasi-
oieial census taken since has developed a fact
so creditable to the productive capacity of St.
Landry that it cannot be suppressed without
doing grave injustic eto the character of the
parish for fecundity. The semi.official census
shows that there are just 116 babies of the crop
od880 in that narrow neck of land. As these
lgre•amsay be taken as the average of the
baby-crop over the whole parish, the carping
northern quid nuancs will not be forced into a

hunt to uind the fountain which increased
At aidry's population in the last decade fifty.
four per cent. Because of this and other onls-
ioss of which I was.informed, I have assumed
;,Q.0 as coming nearer the truth than the ac-

lFsm eration of 1880, which is 39.'271. Be-

rel•osiug tlh brief and (to me) interesting
% of the babies, it is offered as conclusive

t h o the unequaled salubrity of St. Lan
'ry. TahTtman, an old and honored citizen
l• Ibtninedt physician of Ville Plate, says

lia dty retr one in thirty of the babies diein
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ti'e soil and pupils to the convent and college.
It runs right through Bellevue and Grand Co
teatu.

Between Grand Coteau and Plaquemine
Brulee lays Coulee Croche, which is not dense-
ly populated, but the lands are represented as
being very good, very abundant and very'
cheap. With such an attractive bill of fare
Cot$ee Croche may yet become a thriving seat
of immigrant industry.

Plaquemine Brulee is shigh, rolling and f:r-
tile prairie, rising within two milus west of
Opelousas, trending south It is flanked on
both sides by lBtyous Wykoff and Plaque-
mines, which eventually unite about twenty
miles south of Opelousas. At this point of con-
fluence the prairie terminates. This prairie
was colonized before the close of the eighteenth
century by several families from South Caro-
lina. They first subd ed the wilderness and
hold it to-day with a firm grip. By their thrift
and industrious habits, each succeeding year
has brought ain accession to the wealth and
luxury of Piaquemine Bruliee. The thriving
condition of that community is proverbial all
over the parish. Along the side of the prairie
and along the banks of the two flanking bay-
ous there are still many acres of land lying
waste and idle, and there are still many cheap
and sligible homes for immigrants.

Twenty-five years ago the soil of most of the
prairies which I have described was considered
to be of very little value, but the present gen-
eration has witnessed a wonderful inereagt: in
their tertility. The improvement in the soil is
attributed to the spread of a species of grass
called the Gazon. A few years since the prin-
cipal grass of the prairies was a coarse sedge,
which added nothing to the soil and was very
poor food for stock. The Gazon while green
is succulent and greatly relished by the cattle.
and when cut at the right time affords an abun-
dant and nourishing supply of hay. It has
thick, matted roots, which annually decay. and
the theory is that these decayed roots deposit
fertilizing properties in the soil in large quan-
titles. Be that as it may, it is certain that
large districts formerly sterile are now more
productive than they were ever before consider-
ed. Th- Gazon seems to be peculiar to South-
western Louisiana Its origin is unknown to
the people, apd its existence dates back no
further thanufty years ago.

Whether or not justice has been done to the
agricultural and climatic ad!tstages of South-
western St. Landry, I must devote the balance
of'the sketch to the communities of the north
and east sections of the parish.

After traveling north, slightly west, for
twenty-eight miles, from Opelousas, the travel-
er comes to the conclusion that he has passed
the confines of another country, for he is up
among the.hills of Chicot, a beautiful counitry,
abounding in splendid landscapes and romantic
scenery; not remarkable for its fertility, but
they afford a remunerative field of labor for the
frugal and industrious farmers who cling so
tenaciously to the hill sides-not perhaps the
best of countries to acaimulate wealth, but an
excellent country to live long and happy in.
These hills are thie southwesternmost apex of
the Louisiana chain of hills. They are maligned
for their sterility because all the land in culti-
vation was cleared before the war, and by con-
tinuous and neglectful tillnge it has lost to a

great extent its natural vigor. Any farmer
knows that, with a favorable climate, land
which produnes forests of large-sized magnolia,
ash, poplar, hickory, white and red oak, is
equal to the production of a bale of cotton,
thirty bushels of corn,- or a hogshead of sugar
to the acre. There are thousands of acres of
just such forests on the Chicot hills, and when a
more energetic population goes to work on
these they will appreciate in character and
filue. Eice does not prosper on the Chicot
hills; neither aire their steep sides grazed by
any large herds of cattle or flocks of sheep, but
the hog multiplies anmazifigly on mast alone.
and that useful animal affords the farmers of
Chicot an unfailing supply of food, winter and
summer.

On the southwestern extremity of the hills
are the lime kilos of Chicot. This stratum of
lime was very extensively worked before the
war, and may in time, when capital and labor
enough is invested, be restored to its pristine
importance as a valuable contributor to the
needs of Southwestern Louisiana. Prof. Hil-
gard in his geological r•port to the Academy

8iences of New Orleans and ttie Bureau of

Immigration of the State of Louisiana, has this
to say bout it: "tIt is remarkably pure, of a
peculiar horizontal-banded and fissured struec
turoe whence it has received the name of St.
Landry marble, a polished specimen of some
beaut.~Fig in possession of the New Orleans
Acac sd . Experiments have been made on
a limite scale in horticulture; they have prov.
en the adaptability of soil and climate to all
sorts f fruit except tropical and the grape. Be.
ibm the war the beautiful scenery and pleasant
breeses o the Cbicothills attracted the wealthy
families of lluvial Lonisiana in large numbers
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very ancient specimen of humanity of the ge-
uns Africa. '" What is your name ? '" said I.
" Scipio, air." " How old are you ? " " Nigh
on to a hundred." " When did you come
here ? " Forty-threeyears ago, as near as I
can ,vuss." " Where did you come from ? "
"Wilmington, North Carolina, where I helped
to hew the timber of that house you slept in".

"Mr. Campbell,
after we got the timbers hIwed, shipped them
and us colored folks and all his family on tIhe
brig hancy Jane, and we sailed fom Wilming-
ton for New Orleans.

Peter'sa place, and Mr. Oveuton also
had a small clearing just down below there (on
what is now called the Cumberiand Plantation.

you cail Niggerville is now the town of Wash-
ington, is it not ? " Yes. I believe they have
changed its name." " And what was Goose
creek once is Tiber now I " " Sir ? " Find-
ing the old fellow a little obtuse in applying
my quotation, I abandoned the poetical line
and led off to more matter of-fact topics. '" What
do you do here-you are too old to work ?
Uncle Sip. rather resentflly, as lie straightened
himself. replied: " I raise chickens and ti-r
keys. or the white folks, and work a little in
the garden, and for my servkies he feeds and
shelters and elothirs me well."

I asked, as an old colored woman pas-ed
through the yard. "'That's Maria ; she's my
wife." '" What does she do? "' Sle sets the
hens and helps me raise chickens and turkeys "
' And ypes Mr Payne take care of Ihi toeo ?

Of course he does, just the same as he takes
care of me." itWhen summoni.d before the
judgment seat, where special pleading avai!l
rot, who would ask for better wiinesu-g than
those poor old human waifs to say for him,
' When in our old age we were turned nak

ed upon the world, he fed. clohed ard shelt-
ered us? " for charity covereth a multitude
of sins. After breaktfast Mr Allen. the over-
seer of the Barhreck place, kindly offered to
drive in a buggy through the crop, which
consists of about five hundred acres of solid
cane, fully efqual to any I have seen on the
most favored spots elsewhere Besides the
crop on the Barbreck place, Mr. Payne las,
on the St Peter's and Anchorage plantations
about five hundred more, fully equal to that
on Barbreck:--one thousand acres of cane,
and every acre of it good for two hogsheads.
with a favorable season to ripen it! They
do things on a large scale on Bayou Boeunft
Even the crab grass which we passed over
onu the headlands between the cuts held oull
the promise of more hay than Would supply
the plantation until next fall, if the
rains would only stop in time to har-
vest it. The revenue from the crop of
hay alone would swell the receipts of a
small farmer beyond the total revenne
lie could realize for a crop of grain in
the west; and the hay germinated
without being sowed, and matured it-
self after a- hard fight with the hoofs
of the mules, for these headlands are
the thoroughfares used for passingi
from one cut to another. While Mr.
Allen was gloating upon his magnifi-
cent crop of sugar cane. which certain-
ly was creditable to his skill as an agii-
cultritist and showed the marks of high
tillage, I was dividing my delighted
vision on bothli,"nd I think the hay,
which had sprung up and grown to ma-
turity in defiance of neglect and bad
treatment, paid the highest tribute to
the climate and soil of Bayou Boeuf.

Fertile and productive as the lands
of the Bteuf, here in eastern St. Landry
there are others of equal fertility. I
refer to the lands of the Atchafa-
layk and Courtablean. Those of the
eunf are perhaps the best improved

and most generally cultivated, but the
farmers along the Atchafalaya and
Contablean assert, notwithstanding
they have no costly angarhouses, with
improved machinery, nor luxur ius
dwefliring, that their lands produceThe
bestcrops. The Atchafalaya lands on
the St. Landry shore trend westward
from just below Simsport in Avoyelles,
down to the mouth of the Courtableau,
a distance of about fifty mites, These
lands have a dethl) above overflow,
ranging from.one to two miles. and pro-
duce cotton, cane and corn equal to any
of the alluvial lands of Lonisiana; and
the lands on botb bltnks of the Courta
bailt~ , froit- Wailisngton down to its
nmoath, a distance of forty miles, may
-i embraced in the same classification
with the lands of the Atchafalaya' and
Bamf.. Disclaiming may i igtt or inten-
tioon to arbitrate the conflicting claims
of these rival sections I give it as my
opinion thataa fair summing ,will show.
substantial somfort,. happiness, htealth
.and productiveness. in iroportioh to
capital tariested, to be equally diatri-
buted between the three; and there
are few, very few tommununities, even
in Louisiana blesed with a better cli-
~iste and more producatie soil than is
,tode fodnd in all three; and in all
t~h there are splendid opportunities
for immigranits to 6btain eheap homes,
nd fiertile eligible lands.
