The greatest incentive to engage in
silk culture is the knowledge that there
is a home market for 15,000,000 worth
of flogs, which American manufacturers
are obliged to import from foreign
lands. The other censideration is, thut
silk culture furnishes women aod chil-
dren in the rural districts, with a ¢on-
genial occupation that does not require
eonstant attentien, and so will not in-
terfere with household duties.
In view of these facts the Women's
Silk Cultnre Asseciation of Philadel-
phia was erganized two years ago, for
the purpose of calling the attention of
the women of the country te the oppor
tunity given them to estallish a vew
industry, both soitable and profitable ;
and nlgo to give the necessary instroe-
tions to all desiring to engage in silk
culture.
The snceess of this pioneer asadcia-
tion is remarkable ; there has lieen
aroused a wide spread intérest in the
cultivation of coceons, that must ge on
imcreasing nntil the aim of the assecia-
tien is filled.
This fact was moat forcibly present-
ed at the last exhibition of the associa-
tisn, at which the display of cocoons
was very fine and interesting. The
chief feature of the exhibition waa the
display of specimen cocoons by the
twenty-six contestants for the Straw-
bridge & Clothier preminms. The firat
one of which by the way, was earried
off by Mrs. Rebécea Taylor, (mother of
the late Bayard Taylor,) who is over
82 years of age, and a sufferer from
paralysis.
