Tating drainage aud veutilation with re-
ference to iuman habitations and places
of business and public resort; fer the
colleetion and recording of vital statis-
tics ; for establishing penalties by fines
pot exceeding one hundred dollare, or
imprisonment ot exeeediog twenty
days ; for raisivg and apprepriating
funds for the purpose of cairyilng out

 the above ebjecia,

ities, baving constituted themselves a
Board of Health by formal procedure
under this Act, shall chovse a suitable
tegistered physician as théir executive
officer to be styled kealth ofticer, whase
duties shall be defined and compeusi-
tion be provided for by said authori-
ties.
