1. When the temperature falls snd-
denly, there is a storm forming south
of you.

2. When the temperature rises sud-
denly, there 18 a gtorm forming "north
of you. :

3. The wind always blows frem a re-
gion of fair weather towards a region |
where a storm is ferming.

4. Cirros clouds always meve from a
region where a storm is im progress to-
ward a region of fair weather,

5. Cumulens clends always move
from a region of fair weather tewards
a region where a sterm is forming.

6. When ecirrus clonds are moving
rapidly from the north or merthwest,
there will be rain in lesa than twenty-
four bours, no matter how cold it may
be.

. 7. When cirrus clonda are moving
rapidly frem the sonth or sentheast,
there will be a cold rain-storm on the
merrow, if it be summer, and, if it be
winter, there will be a snow sform.

8 The wind nlways blows ip a circle |
areund & storm, and whern it blows
from the north the heaviest rain is east
of you ; if it blowa frowt the sonth the
lieaviest rain is west ; if it blows from
the east the lieaviest rain is sonth ; if
it blaws from the west the heaviest
raiu is north ef yon.

9, The wind never blews unless rain
or anow is falling within one thousand
miles of you.
