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One of the first questions a prudent
farmer asks, when thinking of a new

crop, is, does it draw heavily upon the
soilt At first, fears were entertained
that such would be the case with the

peanut, but a decade's experience has
shown that the farms of Tidewater Vir-
ginia, where the peanut has been gro ,n
annually for twelve or Afteen years,
have improved in fertility, and that

many of them are worth fifty or one
hundred per cent. more now than in
1870. This improvement is not due to

the peanut plant in itself, but to the
fact that the grower is obliged to ma-
nure his land more and till it better.
It is a plant that requires the applica-
tion of both vegetable matter and marl
or lime, when these elements are not

amply present. In this respect alone

the peanut has been of incalculable ben-
efit; and as it is now found that it does

not greatly exhaust the soil, it is fast
becoming a favorite crop and taking pre-
cedence of every other. Many growers

say that the leaves alone which either
fall from the plant before digging or
are then detached, will, for a number

of years, compensate for the elements
of plant food taken away in the peanut
itself; and that if all the vines are re-

turned to the land, either bafore orater
going to the cattle pen, they will not

only restore the loss, but leave the soil

richer than at first. It is found that

woods' litter, applied to the land once

in four or five, years, and small dress-

ings of lime or marl, are the best of all

manures for the peanut. Where these

elements are present in liberal quantity,
the yield per acre is from fifty to seven-

ty-five or one hundred bushels of pea-
nuts. A good deal depends upon the

mechanical condition of the land. A

light and;dry;porous soil is most favor-
able. Standing water and cold wet soils
are destructive. Tenacious soils are not

only difficult towork, but wasteful in

the quantity of peanuts that are left in

the ground when digging the crop.-
American Agriculturist for April.

Rates of Letter Postage Under the New Law.

The Proposed Postal Notes.

On and after October 1, 1883, letter

postage will be two cents for each half

ounce or fractional part thereof between

all points in the United States. The

rate will then be the same on drop let-
ters and all others. No changes have

been made in rates on other classes of

matter.
On and after July 1, 1883, you can ob-

tain at any money order office postal

notes in sums of $5 and under by pay-

ing a fee of three cents. These postal

notes will be made payable to bearer

without corresponding advices. They

will be payable at any money order of-

fice within three months of the date of

issue. / After the lapse of that time, the
holder can obtain the par value only by

applying to the Postofflice Department

at Washington.
Oi and after July 1, 1883, you can ob-

tain a postal money order for as large a
sum as $100. The present limit is $50.

The fees on and after that date for or-

ders will be as follows :
Not exceeding $10............ 8 cents
From $10 to $15 .....- ..--- ..10 cents
From 15 to 30..-....-..- 15 cents
From 30 to 40..............20 cents
From 40 to 50 .....-...--..- 25 cents
From 50 to 60.............--.30 cents
From 60 to 70-.............35 cents
From 70 to 80.............40 cents
From 80 to 100 .............. 45 cents

The postal notes will, no doubt, be
found more convenient in one respect

than the fractional paper currency was,
since they can be obtained for any num-
ber of cents under $5. There will also
be less liability to loss, by theft, than
there was when fractional notes were t
used for transmission through the mails,

especially if the department uses judg-
ment in prescribing the size and form of
the notes, and in selecting the paper on
which they are to be printed. On the a
other hand they will be less convenient,
in that they can be obtained only at

money-order offices and at a considera-
ble sacrifice of time, especially in large
cities. It will be observed that after the
1st of October, the cost of sending any
sum under $5 by postal note will be five
i cents-2 cents postage and 3 cents fee.

The Board of Police of the Town of Opel-

ousas met pursuant to a call of the President. 1
Present: James Ray, President; A. B. Cha-
chef, L. Birotte, L. A. Sandoz, Felix Lesas-
sier, B. Martin, and Emile Pefferkorn.

On motion of Mr. Martin, Resolved that
Section I of an ordinance adopted by this
Board, May 27th, 1874, be amended so as to
read as follows, and that the entire ordinance
bhe republished:

AN ORDINANCE
The more effectually to provide for the

police of the town of Opelousns, and
for the maintenance of good order
therein, setting forth certain offenses
and providing penalities therefor, and
defining the duties of the Constable.
